Nicholls, who
gave the s bject thought, declares he sees no
way in which he can Interfere,. It being a mat-
ter solely within judicial jurisdiction, all men
must see to what ia situation the Grand I ury
by their report has reduced Mr. I Dlupre.

No honorable man in the State entertains
the idea for a single moment that Mr. I)upre
has ever charged. one cent more for his work
than the law allowed. All sympathize with
him, while they denounce the Grand Jurv for
lending their aid to the propagation of a slan-
der which must wound deeply so honorable a
gentleman as Mr. Dupre, while he is rendered
powerless tojvldihialtly refute it.

We thank our friend of the Vindiator for
his prompt and generous defense of the State
Printer against a charge which is utterly
without foundation, and which will be

promptly shown to be so, so soon as that offi-
clal can obtain a judicial hearing. Our Natch-
itoches contemporary, however, is unjust to
the large majority of the Grand Jury which
made the report against the State Printer.
The charge and its speclilcatlons were made
at the instigation of the Lottery Company
and by an official or tool of that Institution.
But the Grand J ury as a body did not lend
Itself to Howard & Co. The report was, we
are literally officially Informed, designed as a
private information to the Governor and At-
torney General, to enable them to Investigate
for themselves, and if they found the specious
information of Howard & Co. founded upon
any basls of fact, to take proper steps to re-
cover the money improperly collected from
the State.

Before the report reached the Governor,
however, Its I ;ll purport was in the hands of
the Times and P'icayu ne, the journalistic tools
and partisans of the Lottery Company. These

journals actually know of it twelve hours be-
fore either the Governor or the proprietors of
the DEMOCRAT. We believe that we will be
able to show how those journals obtained
their information, and that the manner in
which they obtained their information was
part and parcel of a dirty scheme to injure
the credit of the DEMOCIRAT by destroying
confidence in some $8000 or $10.000 worth of
warrants which it held for work done by the
State Printer.

QUININE VS, MONOGAMY.

On l'hursday night we received a press dis-
patch from Now York in regard to the im-

I portance of certain mletvrscoplc observations
made by )Dr. Joseph Jones in yellow fever
e cases. The dispatch went on to say that the
k discovery, by D)r. Jones. of "bacteria 

" 
in the

blood of yellow fever patients was regarded
by the medical fraternity of New York as of
the greatest importance to science, and that
d it confirmed tile sporadic theory and the
efliciency of antiseptics. There was noth-
inr lg in these statements to startle us,
except that the dispatch appeared to us

y to be a very remarkable illustration of the
truth of the old adage--one must go away
-from home to hear the news. As to the infer-

ences drawn by the scientists of New York
0 from Dr. Jones' observations, as stated above,

it we had no objection to make to them, either
as scientists or moralists, while we were
le gratiflie at the comfort and consolation the

y wise men of Gotham were said to have do-
1 rived from them. But; the dispatch went on

d to say- --we quote the precise words of the
C dispatch: "It (referring to Dr. Jones' discov-

ery of bacteria in the blood of a yellow fever
patient) also strongly supports the opinion
A that quiinine is prophylactic, as that alkaloid

l is certain death to all monogamic organisms."
' This statement we could not accent on the
mere authority of a press dispatch. As sel-
entittsts we dissented from the conclusion an-
notncedt ut, butas moralists, the bare sugges-
1 tion was revolting. Knowing Dr. Jones as
Iwe do, and have done for many years, as, not
is only a sclentist of great learning and accu-

e racy, but also as a gentleman of high moral
ciharacter, we could not believe that he had
even stated a proposition from which such an

' natrocious deduction could possibly be drawn.
d I)r. Jones may have discovered "bacteria"

I in the blood of yellow fever patients-and we
are willing to confess that he did, because we

' don't know what "bacteria" are and can't find
g out. We are also willing that the medical

fraternity of New York should deduce from
a the discovery that the sporadic theory is cor-

rect and that antlseptles are efficient. But we
re do protest, in Dr. Jones' name as well as on
Y our own account, that the observations of our
-eminent scientist have not led to the conclu-

r. son that quinine is deadly to a "nmonoatmic
1 organism." Such a statement is scantdalous

to this community.
It might apply to Brooklyn society, or, to

be rigidly just, to the Plymouth congrega-
tion, but it meets with no application in this
city. When we read the concluding state-
ment of this dispatch we felt assured that no
observatlons of D)r. Jones' could ever have
justified any such conclusion. Had that great
scientist's microscope confronted him with
any such momentous moral proposition
as that quinine was fatal to "msonogamic
organisms" --that is, to organisms, social
or otherwise. wherein monogamy prevailed-
he would not have believed his own senses.
He would have thrown his microscope in the
fire. Certainly he would never have admin-
istered another dose of quinine. For those
reasons, instead of publishing the dispatch in
our telegraph columns, we sent it to l)r.
Jones, post haste, by a reporter, and we are
proud to say that the doctor repudiated the
whole thing. In fact his i scovery, ie aver-
red, was of sporiro in the air and not of "bac-
teria" in the blood.

What we have said here is perfectly intelli-
gible to scientists like ourselves; but it is our
province to write for the people who are un-
learned in professional jargon, so our scien-
tific readers must bear with us while we ex-
plain our position. In order to do this, we
must resort to our Webster's Unabridged. In
this reservoir of language we find no such
word as "monogamic." except as the French
form of the English word "monogamous."
This, then, is the word that was Intended
to be used, and we are confronted
with the startling proposition attributed
to Dr. Jones, an old practitioner in
this community, and a man of the highest re-
spectability, that quinine is deadly to all
"monogamous organisms." Now, according
to Webster, "monogamous" means "having
one wife only, and not permitted to marry a
second." The word "organism" means-
well, anybody knows what that means-it
means an organism-anything that is organ-
ized, as, for example, the State government,
the police, the army. In this instance it
clearly means society-the social organism.

It can not be necessary to go any further in
order to make apparent the scandalous re-
flections upon the community which these
New York scientists profess to believe are
the natural and necessary deductions from
the scientific observations of one of our most
distinguished medical men! As a social
"organism" New Orleans society is "monoga-
mous." Those of us who have any wife at
all have only one, and any man who has more
is a criminal under the law. This has always
been the case, yet quinine has never shown
itself to be certain death here. Dr. Jones ad-
miaisters it daily in his practice, and he cer-

talnly would not do so if It lhad the qualities
attributed to it by these New York
scientists as the result of his observations. t
1)r. Jones himself takes quindine, and yet he is (
a firm believer in monogamy, and is himself .1

a practical monogamist. It is a vile slander 1
for theto New York doctors to thus covertly
intimate that this community is secretly
bigamous and even polygamous. Since the t
whole world knows that we take quinine,
and that It it does not act o(n us like prussic
acid, this is the only just Inference that can
be drawn from their deduction that "that
alkaloid Is certain death to all "monogamousR
organisms." Dr. Jones repudliateS3 the de-
duction, anti so do we.

PERIODIOITY OF YELLOW FEVER.

We invite attention to the following tables
The mortuary reports of the yellow fever

epidemics of 1853, 1858 and 1867. as shown by
these tables, certainly indicate that the epl-
demic period is comprised within ninety
days. Before the establlshment of the epi-

demic and subsequent to its suibsideneo there
are always a number of sporadic cases of the
fever. But the tables seem to show that
the epidemic petriod is comprised within nine-
ty days.

Thus in thime epidemic of 1853. the most foer-
ful that ever visited this city, it will he seen
that of the 8117 deaths which occurred, 1406
occurred In July; 5510 in August and 1170 in
September. In the epidemic of 1858, of the
4R39 deaths, 1110 occurred In August; 1824 In
September and 1517 In October. In 1867, of
the 2972 deaths that occurredl; 233 are due to
August; 1595 to September and 1113 to Octo-
ber.

So far in the present epidemic we are to
accredit thirty-nine deaths to July, from the
flfteenth to the thirty-first of that month;
880C deaths to the month of August. and 555 to
September from the first to the seventh.

Analyzing these tables, we assume that the
fever Is now at its height, and will in a week
or ten days begin to decline and finally vanish
from our midst early in October.

Now, in July of this year. we had, from the
fifteenth to the end of the month, thirty-nine
deaths from yellow fever. From August 1 to
the end of the month we had 8480 deaths. For

the first seven days of September we have,
i had 555 deaths. We assume, therefore, that
in October the epidemic will subside and
leave us the balance of the year for business
1 and recuperation.

A meeting of the State Central Committee
of the Democratic Conservative party will be
held to-morrow at 12 o'clock at No. 101) Cus-
tomhouse street.

IN MEMORIAM.

FLORENCE H.. beloved daughter of C. and
M. Sparks. b,,rn in Memphis, Tenn., August :o,
1864, died of yellow fever at the reldence of her
parents, in this city, August 24, 1878, within six
days of being fourteen years of ago.

When a maiden is budding into womanhood.
Idle fancies give way to patient efforts to im-
prove the mind, and the playful girl. changing
in character, becomes the companion of par-
ents and friends. Even thus fair Florence,
gifted by nature with beauty and intelligence,
was fast winning the respectful admiration of
all, when the terrible fever prevailing untimely
ended her young life.
