WASHIh'NTON.

Denoeratle and Mepubilean Opinions of
the Maine Eleetion-Thue Republlcann
surprised anld Dlscouraged-What Si-
men Cameron Thinks of It.

WARIIINGTON, Sept. 10.--Returns from the
Maine election yesterday, indicating the de-
feat of Powers, Republican, in the Fourth
)istrict, and Hale, in the Filth, have created

considerable excitement and given rise to
speculation in both Republican and Demo-
cratic circles in this city. Even among high
officials the result is discussed, and is re-
garded as a disaster. Hales' re-election was
not disputed by the D)emocrats, but there
was thought to be a lighting chance to defeat
Powers. The Democrats express disappoint-
ment at not being able to defeat Roed, in the
First District, and give Frye a close run in the
Second.

The defeat of Hale. as viewed from a politi-
cal standpoint, is deemed a positive calamity
to his party, more so than the loss of his (,no
vote in Congr'ss. He was one of the most
active of the party leaders, and had attributes
calculated to make him a sagacious party
counselor. He was quick and oft tinies bril-
liant in debate, and the record of the last Con-
gross shows that he really had the manage-
ment of his party nmore under his control than
even Gen. Garlield.

Powers, the other defeated candidate, had
served only one term. Ills record in the last
Congress, while not brilliant, was character-
ized by faitflul attendance upon its sessions.
and his vote on all occasions was for his
party.

At the roomns of the Republican Congression-
al Campaign Committee there was but little
excitement to-day.

Secretary Gorham is away, and in his ab-
seuce scores of visitors were consoled by his
subordinates. The hope was that the report
of Hale's defeat might prove premature, but
when 1 o'clock rolled around, and not a single
dispatch was received to the contrary, it be-
came evident his defeat was conceded, which
conclusion was helped along by dispatches to
the press indicating such a result.

Among the visitors was Secretary Robeson.
He was much surprised over the result. lie is
a candidate for Congress in the first New
Jersey district. He says he expects to be
elected, as the district usually gives a Repub-
lican majority of over 1500; that there is but
little greenback affection in it, and what there
is, is equally divided between the parties. At
the rooms of the Democratic Campaign Com-
mittee at the capital, there was much re-
joicing.

Most of the old time Democrats in Wash-
ington, and there is a host of them, visited
the committee rooms, eager for further news,
but strange to say, the committee had no dis-
patches save those sent to the afternoon pa-
pers, upon which it depends for informa-
tion. Of all elections the Democrats claim
that the result, in Maine is the starting of a
tidal wave which is going to sweep the coun-
try. The Republicans prefer to await fuller
returns before making up their minds about
it. The predlction is freely made on all sides
that the result in Maine means the election
of Gen. Butler as Governor of Massachusetts.

Representative White, Republican member
of the House, from Indiana, said this morn-
ing that he was greatly discouraged. He did
not care so much for Maine. but the moral
results in other parts of the country must
help the Democrats to hurt the Republicans.
"It will play the deuce," he said, "with our
party in Indiana."

Hon. Simon Cameron passed through Wash-
ington last night on his way to the White
Sulphur Springs, where he will spend several
weeks. In conversation, Mr. Cameron said
he had paid but little attention to political
affairs recently, as he had been a long time in
the service and thought it was better that the
younger men should now take their turn at
the wheel.

He felt, however, every confidence in the
ability of the Republicans to carry the Penn-
sylvania State and legislative tickets, and
thought there would be a gain in the Con-
gresslonal delegation, He admitted that the
greenback element is strong in certain sec-
tions of the State, and may elect enough of
its candidates to give it a balance of power in
the Legislature.

THE TELEMACiHON.

What Is Said of Its Power by Prof. W.
ilemens, of the Royal Society

of Great Britain.
NEW YORK, Sept. 10.-Morning papers de-

scribe a new electric machine called the tele-
machon, now being experimented upon by
Win. Wallace, and say by means of it power
may be obtained from places where river
power or tidal power is abundant, or may be
generated where fuel is as cheap as at
the coal mines, and by means of an ordinary
cable be transmitted hundreds of miles.

The cable may be tapped at any point and
power used therefrom. Some notion of the
stupendous results that may follow, should
the telemachon prove completely successful,
is given in the opinion of Prof. W. Siemens, of
the Royal Society of Great Britain, who re-
cently visited this country. In a recent ad-
dress in Glasgow he said that in England a
means of transmitting power by electricity
must soon be the important problem of the
day. What are the English people to do when
their coal isexhausted?

Of America and her great water courses he
said the amount of water falling over the
falls is equal to 100,000.000 tons an hour, fall-
ing 150 feet. The amount of coal required an-
nually to raise such weight up to the point
from which it fell, which is a measure of the
amount of power yielded by that water in
falling, would require the consumption Eof
260,000,000 tons of coal a year, which is the
amount now consumed by the entire world.
Now 50 per cent of the power used to drive
the first dinamo-olectric machine may be re-
covered from the second, and hence if the
whole power of Niagara could be utilized, it
could be distributed over the United States so
as to give from that waterfall alone a power
equal to the present entire mechanical force
of the world, estimating that one-half of the
coal used is solely for mechanical purposes.

Mr. Boutwell says he shall he greatlydisap-
poisted if Gen. Butler is not defeated in Mas-
sachusetts by 25,000 majority. That would
be enough to quiet him for some time.

"Why, I should
be at hoam carryin' hay." His heart was not
in that parade.

Pope Leo XIII has solicited the mediation
of the Duke of Forfolk and of Lord Denhigh
to ask of the British government protection
for the missionaries who will at once be sent
to promote religion and education on the
Island of Cyprus. By reason of poverty and
lack of a decent government, the Roman
Catholic population on the island has been in
a sad condition.

The climate of India is generally considered
disastrous to the unacclimated; and most of
the missionaries who go to that country do it
at the peril of health and even of life. But
the Rev. Dr. Caldwell, the present Bishop of
Madras, has been in India nearly fifty years.
He was almost an invalid when he went there,
but is now strong and robust.

REGULATIONS REGARDING RIEQUIlI-

TIONS-THE NUMIIBER YESTERDAY.

Thie Orleans Relief Committee has decided
to honor no requisition for rations unless it
is accompanied by the original application or
the certilicate of a doctor. The committee
further requires a statement of the number
in the family, the number sick and the gen-
eral condition of the family soliciting relief.

The following bearing on tihe matter is
OFFICIAL:

Hlereafter, when applications for rations
are made to the proper officers of the various
benevolent and charitable associations of the
city of New Orleans, it shall be the duty of
said oflicers to carefully examine the condi-
tion of all applicants and attach a report of
such examination to each requisition for ra-
tions, otherwise the same will not be honored
by the committee.

Requisitions for rations to the numbier
specified were yesterday received from the
following named association:

Mutual Benevolent Relief Association 115,
Grand Army of the Republic 270, Firemen's
Charitable Association 55, St. John's Con-
ference 20, American Union Club 15, Army of
Tennessee 45, Asylum of Providence 85, Young
Men's Christian Association 870, Pike Bene-
volent Association 100, Touro Infirmary and
Hebrew Benevolent Association 65 Heart of
Hearts 85, Hartford Benevolent Association
45, Algiers lBenevolent Association 510.

All of the above requisitions were honored
with the exception of those from Algiers,
which were held for investigation.

In addition, the )committee on personal
requisitions of members issued 975 rations.

The committee acknowledges the tender of
vehicles and services by the following named:
J. B. Solari, F. P. Sala, PClark & Meader, E.
Offner, D. Lopez, Geoerge McCloskey, Charles
Lacoume and T. M. Wescott. The Chicago
provisions have not yet arrived, and
the committee yesterday ran out of meat.
Messrs. J. R. Kent A. Co. again nobly came to
tir relief with a loan of 3 casks of shoul-
ders and 2 casks of sides. This is the second
loan by Messrs. Kent & Co.-the first being
25 barrels of flour.

The Chicago provisions are expected to-
(lay. and will in all probability arrive.

CITY HALL.

The contributions for the sufferers by the
fever transmitted to the Mayor yesterday
amounted to $1043 50, including $43 50, the
proceeds of a lecture delivered at Wheeling,
W. Va., by Count Deseaba on the history of
Poland. This amount was turned over to the
I Steamboatmen's Relief Association.
