He denied that these nominations
were in the In erect ot civil service reform, and
contended that the nominations were made
only to reward friendaof President Hayes and
Mr. Hl erman. He read a large number of letters
w itten by Mr. bherman and Mr. McCormick,
when he was Assistant ecretar y, asking COt-
iector Arthur to give place to Ohio people In
the custom-house, and said these rtrquests bad
been rern-ed.

After Mr. Conkllna had concluded Mr. Cock-
rell moved to recommit the nominations to the
Committee on Commerce. This was defeated
by a maj trity of 7.

A vote was then taken on Mr. Merritt's nomi-
nation, and he was confirmed by a vote of 34 to
24. Mr. Burt was then confirmed by a vote of
31 to, 9.

This result was reached about 7 o'clock, and a
motion was then made to remove the injunc-
tion of secrecy from the vote and other pro-
, eedings. This ave rise to another hour's dia-
cussion, and it was finally carried by e mai]o
ty of two or three v ,tes• The vote on Merrltt'a
confirmation was as follows:

QUARANTINE.
REPORT O@ THE EXPERTS WEO RAVE

3533 EXAMINING TyE YELLOW
FEVER.

Their Views on quarantlos.
[N. Y. Tribune.l

WAsmHInctoN, Jan. 30 --The experts author-
Ized by Congress to investigate the yellow
fever epidemic of 1878 submitted their report
to the )oint congressional committee at 1ts
meeting this morning.
' The experts say that their conclusions are
based upon a ne)essarlly incomplete investi-
gation of the epidemic-inc, mpiete because
of the urgent demand for public health legis-
lation during the pres.,nt session of Con-
Sgres. Otherwise the b,,ard might not beheld excusable for Ihe seeming haste in deal-
ing with the subject. 'The board is unani-
mous in the opinion that the investigationa should be completed. It is accordingly

re mended that two or three skilled ex-
be charged with the completion of the

study of the late epldemlic, which can be con-
fluded in a few months, and that at least twos such experts be author iz7"d to proceed to the

West Indies, there to make a more thorough
study of the disease than has ever yet been
undertaken, and that they be accomp ,nled by
an experienced micr.ososplst. It is further
recommende. that the neeessary steps be
taken by Congress to sec'ure the co-operation
of the 8panish and other foreign governments
through an international commission or
otherwise.

The object aimed at in the report is to
present the outlines of a system of quaran-e tine which may afford the a reatest attainable
degree of protection against the introduttlona and spread of lnufectwoui epidemic diseases,
and at thasame time inflict only a minimum
of injury and inconveniente upon commerce.
Two classes of medical oMlicers are suggested:
First--M-edlcl officers of health serve In
foreign poris from which this c untry receivesimport'tions of yellow lever and cholera.
Wlcnd-- Medical officers of health to have
charge of quarantine stations and to super-
rise inter-Sbtate travel and traffic from
Sinfected places in times of epidemic. The
S'wo classes are cons dered Indispensable to

t a,. method of quarantine which does notunvolve a complete suspe•nskon of Intercourse
with Infected ports. I h" board regarded it
to be especially important that the salee-
ttonof theeeofficeirs should be made from
men skilled in medicine and sanitary science.
The success of any sxodidled quarantine
scheme depends almnpt entirely upon the
competency and flidelity of its me•ical officers.

One of the difficultles which has confronted
the board in conldering the subject of quar-
antine is the lack of definite knowledge re-

t specting the duration of life or the virulencej of poisons of yellow fever and cholera. It is
now known that the poisons of neither is sus-
ceptible of lo ty when exposed to the-open air, but not yet determined how
long its In properties may be pre-

d served in cl it chambers or in com-e partentsof ,or When ed in the
olds of clot or goo sequently

Scarrier of this diseases, an that they
remain sourcesoef nfection for months after
having been inf with the poison.

It is deemed t im portance that means
may be provi y Congress for obtaining
trustworthy I• atlon by telegraph In re-
spect to the k and progress of cholera,t. yellow fever other epidemic diseases in

all parts of the world, and the departure ofSvessel from infected ports bound for ports In
the United States. The diffusion of trust-
' worthy information among the people re-
specting the eistence and progress of pre-Sventible diseases at home and abroad should
be encouraged, as tending to avert the evils

- of panic, and to promote measures of preven-
tion.

The carrying into effect of an efficient sys-
tem of quarantine contemplates a central
authority or health department. and an ad-
visory board of health, to be composed of
men eminent in sanitary matters, who, to-
gether with the chief ofnl er of the health de-partment, shall frame all needful rules andregulations for carrying into effect, subject
to the approval of the President, such nas-
tional public health laws as may be enacted.a The board dwells at consuleral,le length on
l the origin, cause and detrullctive features of
yellow f.ever, and says it is a specific disease,e and is produc•ed by the introduction in the
human organism of a splcific poison. The
specific poison of yellow fever has never been
Smicroscopically nor chm icall y demonstraled,
nor in any way made evident to the human
senses. Nevertheless, the board holds that it
is safe to assume that it is nmaterial and par-
ticulate, and endowed with theordinary prop-
erties and subject to te or'elnary laws of ma•
terial substances. Yellow fever is not a ma-
laulal disease; that is, it is not the offsprimn
of that marsh misem which produces paluda
or periodic fevers, and1 the hoard knows of no
facts which warrant the o)nc"lufion that ma-
larial iofluenaea critribute t ,ward the dis-
semination and moe talit y of yellow fever in
any other way or to any greater extent than
they contribute toward the 'lisseminaoion and
mortality of other epidemic diseases. In all
the countai s outslde of the West Indies
which have been visited by it, yellow fever is
an exotic disease, and in all of them its nlotro-
duction can be trac-d either directly or Indi-
rectly to the West Indies. In *smeof them It
seems to haveestatblishe-d itself permanently,
and to have become endemic, as for exam
in the Brazile. In most of them it has fa
of naturalization, and successive epidemice
can be traced to successive importatione.

Yellow fever has invaded the present terri-
torial limits of the Unitnd States, according
to the testimony of exasting records, in
eighty-eight different years. For seventy-
seven of these eighty-eight years, we have
evidence, more or less complete, of importa-
tion; and in seventy-one out of these seventy-
seven, the evidence points to the West Indies
as the source of the infection. Four times-
namely in 1839 1844, 1847 and 1l67--the in-
fection has been traced to Meximn. but in 1867
it was also traced to the West Indies. It is
said that in 18100 and 1838 the disease was
brought from Demarara, but in 188 it was
also brought from the West Indies. The
fever of 1870 is attriu,utel to Honduras.
Every epidemic of yellow fever that has oc-
curred in the United Sttes has ben in chron-
ological sequence to the in,'rea ed prevalence
of the disease in onuntri',s to tte south of us
with which at the time we, were ia com-
mercial communictlon.

The following scheme of quarantine, con-
seructed from a purely m,redi,,l staudpoirit, is
recommended: The s,.hem.e cnmtemrplites two
classes of medicl, fner- , nr. clshs for for-
eign service and one cli,, for home service.
Medical officers of health for foreign service
should be stationed at foreiln Iports. Their
duties should be to acqualt themselvPs thor-
oughly with all di•eases usual to or at any
time prevalent in or around the respective
places to which tney are as-igned. They
should forward reports of outbreaks of
cholera, yellow fever or other epidemic dis-
eases and of the departure of ve,-els from in-
fected ports, or of ves.sels having on board
persons or goods from intectel ports, to be
communicated by telegraph or the most ex-
peditious manner to the chief tI: alth authority
at Washington. It should ht their further
duty to obtain the medical hi-tory of all ships
trading to or from their reel. tive ports in
regard to any previous ocurencm of yellow
fever or cholera or other inf-ctiou. epidemic
disease on board, and t ansmit the same for
the information of the said health authority.

As to tae actual diminution of national
wealth by the late epidemic, it is stated that
at least 18,000 (and probably as jany as 20,-
000) deaths from yellow fever occurred. Of
this number three-fifths were minors and two-
fifths were adults, represening a lose of $12,-
600,000. It is believed that at least 120,000
cases of sickness from yellow fever tooi
place during the same period.
