Now that the constitutional convention is a

settled fact, it becomes the duty of the people
to look about for suitable delegates to repre-
sent them in that body. As we view the prin-
ciple in this matter, political considerations
should not be the guitling star in the selection
of representatives. In our humble opinion
the best, m-n should he chosen in every parish
of tlhe State, who are competent, who are
faithful and who thoroughly understand the
onerous duties that will devolve upon them.
Our good citizens are wanting neither in ca-
pacity nor intelligence as a rule, and the dlifl-
culty will be to suppress the hordes who will
thrust themselves forward for that position,
actuated or prompted by the share in the
honor and per diem rather than merit as a
proper quralifcation. This must be expected
in all cases where a few dollars continue to be
the chief attraction for doubtful services.
Against this the people snould rigidly
guard, as upon the value of the new e~o-
stitution will the suffragan act either
upon its adoption or rejection. A new book
of the law should be so complete in all its
parts, that neither of them ought to be mod-
itied or entirely changed for years to come -
adopted as a whole it ought to remain In-
tact until time's natural changes should so
require. At the present crisis in public af-
fairs, time spent in adopting a ,(ade of laws is
of far more advantage to public interests,
than haste In compilation. Sixty days is the
period assigned for the duration of the con-
vention. It is worse than folly tolimitthe
labors of any such body. Being its own
master, the convention, however, can extend
the time to any number of days its own win-
dom and the people's interest requires. Let
them take six mouths, if in their opinion the
public welfare demands it, or theold adage
may become veirified, "the greater haste, the
less speed." But there is one result the peo-
pie imperatively demand, and that is, when
the .onvention shall have completed Its
labors, that they will have left nothing un-
I one to give the people a constitution that
will stand the test or the most rigid investi-
gation. With the material at hand to select
from we see no reason why the people should
be disappointed in their expectations, unless
:nn of inferior capacity or political blgotry
should be chnsen to this body instead of men
renowned for their capacity, intellect and
other necessary qualifl ations. See to it,
then, that in every parish that none but the
most competent are only e n, for upon
their labors the weal or woe of Louisiana
dtpends for many years to come.
