MR, JACOB SCHAEFER THE BILLIARD
CHAMPION OF THE WORLD, {

The Most Wenderful €Game Ever Played In |
America—-The Greatest Average and
the Largest Run en Record—&00 1o

The laat regular game In the J. M. Bruns-
wick and Balke tournament for the billiard
championship of the world was played io
Cooper [nstitute last evening. All the experts
but, two had gone overboard and been thrown
ashore by the surf, Slosson and Hohaefer
were the only ones left upon the craft, and
there was room for but one. ‘The other must
take water, Both players come from the
West, Both are twenty-five years old.
Though hailing from Chicago, Blosson is
really a New York boy. He was born in De
Kulb, S5t.

Schawfer is
about the same height as Hlosson, but not so
handsome. He has a hatchely face, and thers
are hollows in his cheeks which forca his
cheek bones into undue prominence.
