A TRIP UP ARKANSAS BlVER.
STEAMER BEDFORD. February 11. 1879.

To the Editor of the Democrat:
The steamer Bedford left New Orleans Wed-

needay evnling. January 29. Owing to fogs
and bad weather she did not enter Arkansas
river till the fifth day out. Arkansas river Is
lastly celebrated in a great many of its locali-
ties as producing about 1000 snags to the mile
(fine old healthy ones). It affords an interest-
ing study for the student of at agology to
lasstlfy and arrange the variout, grades andi

kinds of snits•. They lootm up in low stag. s of
Swater dirc'tly in the channel. dannerous look-
ing sentinels. seemingly impteding nlvigititin.
At such places. on a live-foot stage, the kn'ghts
of the tiller have ia fine opportunity to display
their skill. It relqulries sullk handlig,. with
plenty of nerve to waltz y)our boat around
and shoot her tllrough one of those forests
of snags. We are now plowing up the river on
a flfteen fot stage. Those not i'qj'ainted
with the language tlt waters, when blind reets,
false points, and all obstructions are covered,
would suppose this to be a very easy river and

otattended with any risk to navigate. Pine
Bluff. one hundred and sixty-five mibns Itom
the mouth. the first plice of any importance.
ships from filfon t to twenty thousandl tales of
cotton annually, has quite a business lot king
air and is blessed with very muddy thorough-
fares. At the crossing of two of the principal
streets some wau has erected a mud gauge
which indicates 9 f et large. Since my last visit
a few year-i tgo. I notice many improvements
in Little Rock, shbowing that her citizens enjoy
most of the conveniences of a flrst-class city.
Her cotton trade is between thirty-live and
forty thousand bales annually.

Dardanelll,. Ozark. Vanburen and Fort Smith
are flourlshtung towns. Fort Smith. ceo mlles
up the river, is the head of navigation for ctit-
ton boats. Our stay at Fort Smith was very
brief, owinga to the fact that there was no csttoni
for shipmint. A railroad now meanlders its
course along the balnks of the Arkanisas frol
Little Rock to Fort Smith.
