Picture to yourself the condition of (Cara
In January. 157s. A provinoedried up, blasted.
Pastures without grass, forests Without
leaves, rivers witlhut water, filels without
crope. The cat t, industry distroy'ed utterly;
only a few e,'wves cIrvivedI abiout the larger
towns of tihe than'de that had roamed
over these plains. lThe cotton and sugar in-
dustries almost annlhilated; no mandloca
even, except in aHot three or four mon)tain
villiages. I','ioi ,ohlged to go five or six
miles from their Ihouses to dig for water In
tho Ibd ot some tore nt. At least 200,000
refuges enuH ulmp'ol al•flt the larger towns
70,000 of ihI'se ahildd to the 25,000 of Forta-
leza. A famline nmotality, which in many
places had rIached twenty per day. A mor-
Lality from disease very muob greater. No
money in the provincial treasury; no hops of
outside aid, except the drop of private charl-
ty, and all men looked for rain. 1 have Iet-
ters from the interlor that cover all this
period; you will s-e If I exaggerate. A let-
ter from Aracaly, I),ec•mnr 26, says:

"The current of emulgratio comtintes to
swell. On 5ti nie days more than a thousand
refugees have erintered this town. Already
we have an adventitlior populationm of 40.00
ocules. During the past mrouth there died 403

personP, and as we have no epidemic here we
must isppos, that the greater part of this
mortality arose from had allmentation or
actual famine. A little later, the note says,
sixty-seven persons died on the thirtieth of
December aid sixty-six on the thirty-first."

Ilunger, pestlern.•', warlt- these were what
(Jera had to fight when the seimnd great
famine year broke upon her. In January
there was fear, in February terror, In March
despair; no talus at all in some places, little
uiel• sems showers at hest. And now comes the
most terrible, s•rne of all. There was no more
hope in the Hrtao. No foodl and no posrhil-
ity of obtaining it exiclet along the sea shuro.
Then the whole bewild~erd, famine-stricken,
panic-wild crowdl came rushing down to For-
taleza and( the coast cities. Without food for
the road, raked, sick, dying even as they tied
from death --every man for himself. Children
striving vainly t keep up up with their parents,
crying as they roll ,over the stones, with
bleeding feet and skeletum bodies, walking,
crawling along, Lbgging where no one couldI
give for how (o{lliJ a mlan support thous-
ands. They were famflished when they started.•
Three, four, five days they held their way.
Then they f-lii by thl roadside and groam•l
and died. Home pit ling hand, perhaps, threw
a handful of earth ovor them, but for the
most part, cacti wtas too busy with his own
safety to arto for others. Ho our human
brothers d1l1ul. "
ONE UUNIDEID AND FIFTY THOURAND I'EOPLE

'BtI H H i•D.
The grratest mortality from hunger was

probably in March ; from February I to May 1,
when the exJodus was taking place. I cann
hardly calculate the numborof famine deaths
at less than 100,000, and during the whole
drouth protl•ably 150(00 died of huultger. I
should wid that my calculatlons are much
lower than those of other porn mns;' some
place the entire number as high as 800,000. In
Aracaty the death rate fluctuated between
90 and 110 a day; in Fortalezx it was less at
this time, but eighty per day was bad enough.
I have notices of ten, twenty or more daily
deaths in small villages, and everywhere,
along the roadldes namneless crosses still tell
the story of uncatalogued victims. Dark
tales of cannibihalism begin to appear. From
a letter written at Quixeramobim I translate
as follows:

EATINGI HTF OWN cHITa).
"I write in haste. Have no time to tran-

scribe the Icenes of horror about me. It is
enough to give you as a spPo(ecln one namle-
less crime. A fathier, whose nature was so
overeonli by hunger t hat he killed and cooked
in a pot his little child. two years old. This
took place in California (a settletient. near
Quixadat. The fathher diled soon after his
horrible repa,4t. I have three or four similar
stories, very well authentlcated. I t, l11ev,
that these anid othler clases of cannitbalisl
were caused by lusanity -a common result of
hunger."

I quote also a letter from Jaguarlbe-Mlrlm,
one0 of many that 1011 the same story :

"This village Is full of abandoned children;
the despairlng fathers would no longer are
them torn by this monster bunger. This very
day, while I was eatling dinner, my house was
invaded by a crowd of these wretehld chil-
dren, very skeleto's, who could hardly apieak.
Some of themi were so weak that they would
take onliy Siilp, oltin.lllately refusing llore
sollld frt. Thlie ri'od froi here to Aracaty is
full of bodies. Yolll can count the cro'sses by
hundreds. Th' other (lay in an abandoned
house, the're were foundiuI live t•slies of rfriu-
goes, four cthlhiln and one old woman. JBy
the Exxiles tlhere were tL roe, strips of leather
in the kettlie oveir the' as•l's oif an extinguisledw
fire. A dlog, tile failtlflul fricld of the family, I
was still wlatching t.lheml. Near Lettran•i
three young l-u r i 1il 1an i old man were foundi
eating tle t1ih•, of a dleadl horse whitch lay by
the roalIldi'. 'IThis wais family froli LaIl'aw•c.
Eve! in t i hl villlagi-es thIlse ipoor wretches noi
longer ask for anIallloa mneal; they ask for,
cats anl tdogs Ito eat. ( flH is hno exagge'ra
tlon. One shlop-ki'leeper told me of a riefuge Il
who asked l'rnissli, l ll 1to kill the rats abot ilt
his place.l Illree hi)ays ago I made a journey
of s•Ix litgueis by the roaiul fronm li-r and what
I saw was Ililese'lribble. I found eloven dead
io, ie's by t the rrtitit ind at least forty who
were dillg. IlHappily tvr, I n lie oi pletllenlc
here; tlhe denlt Iis iui' fromii unger.

WIIAT CAN 'IE I uIII•ItNMENT L•o)

In C'rato the llmlitr oef fanllile deiths regis-
tered 'irllt Ftrua.llry I 1 to March IN wass Gei;
In C'orin, durimng tile samei time, nearly ftouri
hundtred were re~ordedtitl, and so on for thi'
other villages. But by May the int'or ior of
the promino wias alrnest ,l dsert'dI. E, venl
large places like ; hata and loo hardly coln-
tained a tenth of their orligial populatioin.i
The scene of lilsery was triinsferrisl t t tie
sea ooast. Inl Cnalra birds and ir•nsets diced
during the first llazing suranllr. Iniagin',

Thei' wle l• pulllatuion was gath-
ered In a strip not lulre than seventy-live
miles in its greatest width runnlong along thei
coast.

The peo•ple had food enough but still the
death jrlte Illnlr'sed steadily. In Fortaleza
it had realch d 2iI 0 per day, even ar early as
May or J.une.

Tie r' w,',' p ,rrir•tlous fevers, borl-leri. a
littleh c,orn. Y.'llow frver dlisappeared with
the spring Ii olthl. lBut above all other dis-
aR~'e thl, 4Linl• px togan to assume a terri-
ble pr -',enini, ,,.

Iso-
lation of the .i.k wa. never enforced. The'

APPALLIIGx DEATH LISTS.
The whole number of registered deaths in

November for the two cemeteries of San Jo5 o
Baptista and Lagsa-funds was 11,075. of
4~lve 9270 were small-pox cases. But I thnlkI

we saut add ID tWa Ileut one tOusand
burd, aa I htre sid the woodatl sun-
In the se. At this ti there wered 8011
sick--more than a third of the population.
Still the death rate increased. On December
10, 80ci small-pox dead were buried in the
cemetery of Lagog-funds, at least 75 In Ban
Joao, and probably 160 In the woods and the
sea--a total death record of over 14)0 in a
single day, and this out of a population (now
reduced) of only 75,000. The great plague of
London reached this death rate, but that was
from a population of s ,x000e, After this the
mortuary rate dloreased, but only breaunrs
the disease :had nothing more to feed on. A
certain p'reenttge of a community are ex-
empt from emall-pox. A few, no doubt, were
saved by vaclonation. lBy the end of the
year the death rate had gone down to 200 per
day. The entire number of deaths for the
month was not far from 21,0001. In all great
eplderlnce. it is said, the piepile hiscome indif-
ferent toh teir danger. In Fortaleza this in-
diference was sutifilently astonishing. When
I reached the place on the twrntleth of D)o-
cmrnber the death rat'e was 4,00 per day; but
business was going on nmuth as usual, and
hardly anybhnty had been driven out of the
city by the danger.
IIllYIN l IN TI:IENC'IEI AT TA(IOA-pITNIrA.

Fortinleza is a very neat and pretty town
with wide streets and shaded squares. I
notlced the groupls iof ragged, dirty people
lounging around i the str et corners. Farther
out, were the long rows of huts, a hundred or
Inor clustered together. Ones or twice
riised nmen carrying coffins on their heads; a

coffin shop near by was evidently doing an
active lusluness. But the pstlllence was all
about me. I went tothe graveyard of Legi)a-
funda, where the poor people are hurled; for
the old cemetery was overflowing long ago,
and the government had this one made a
league out of town, on the leeward side. Tl'he
precautions were necessary, too. l'he filthy
huts were had enough, without the worse evil
of a poleoned air. At Lagoa-funds the dead
are huriled In trenches, twelve to)gether; "ex-
cept," remarked one of the overseers, "where
the bxodies co1me in too fast for us;
then we put fifteen or twenty In a trench,
ucoformv. The trenches are deuep; the Itxiles
are placed in two layers and well c•,veredl.
But the s~il is of sharp, siliclous sand, with
no more disiufect at properties than a pile ,ofstones would have. With 20,4()40 bothel•s rt-

ting underneath It the stAnclh was nearly in-supportable. I stodl It for five minutes hb-
fore I turnel away, sl'k at heart and stomn-
ach, from the toerrli'le sight. What I saw was

this: A series of pits (r trenches, alboult seven
feet by twelve and seven diiYeI; stune ofi thetrmrnpty, others half fiIll of corpse4 nolt cletanly
clad bille's, with folded hands and iclsedPyes, resting peacefully in polished ellns;the death horror Is all taken away from these.

I saw hld•tius, filithy masses of sorts, with
the staring, widie-iopen eyes full of san(l, the

inllns twisted, the fac( roun()ldli to a curseulnder its mask of sores. There was no civy-
"ring but the dirty rags they di, I In. Men,wo:luen anwd chlldren were Indlisltmlinately
Ihrown into these oiules and partially covered
with sand.

If the shares of plaintiff's
stock had been selling in the market below oar
it mightt rentonably have lihen inferred that this
tangiDle and intangible propterty taken together
was not worth the amount at whlch they had
originally valued their stook, and the court
knows of nothingin the law which would justify
aRI assessment, uDondroperty or valIue which
have no -existence under such clrcumstanoes.

The conclusions of the court then are:
1. That plaintiffs liid in 1878 certain rightr,

privileges and franchise- In adllltion to the
tan•tble property returned by them and separ-
ately assessed.

2. That said privilelns or franchtseo ,'insti-
toted property subject to a seesmont and taxa-
tion.

:. That they were properly assessed as "eapi-
tid." Therefore the peremptory writ of man-
damrnus is refused, the Injunction is dissolved
antd the sulndismissed.
