At
night they hIeld thrteet-fold tiapers or candles,
and aI fter t hey wirl. lightedl the heavy (,ordoni
)f trees was it wih .rfllltt y beautiful set'ie.

In the center of the swardt a large t-ent, sex-
aglon in shate, was pltethd. In front a guard
of four sollttinlls and a IP tty ioflicer marched
to and fro without ilntrmili-sion. At intovals
anr olrder was given, anLd the gtlartd whi-iled to
ti he right or left and madll the circuit of the
tirnt.

"Kremalo, Chief ('ietywayo's brother, who
aecompaniiij-"d the visjitors, i•tlvaneed as theyr
approached the royal tent, pla(vtl his halnd
a-r'Lss hlis forehand, and then aloft. At t hesie
gestures the guard of selltinells were oeti'.red
to, halt, fronlt and pristnlt arms. They did so
by droppinlg in orie klnee, placing their arins,
European rilt,-s, in the posittin known as
'poiint,' aLnd then thrustling them forward
horizontlally. From that position th'ty did
not rise unt ii P lirce Krelllait rmotioned ti t he
tofticer on duty, who gave anlother otrdeir in a
crt, loud and monosyllabic manner, like all
his orders, and the troop-t resumed their fio,-
nlter position. Sitting on low, vanll ctlotred

b••ch'es or upon the grass, or walking in pairs
or groups aIround the swardl, were' Ztlul
nobles, alnd officersi in ttheir il,iwing white tsin-
nets and jeweled urnifitrlms, sotmen wiearing tidy
jacket-, some with clumsy tunics, and many
with slovenly, shapeless cloaks of a lred mat':-
rill.

"As s-oon as Kremaio was perceived ap-
roaclhing thet ollil'ers hastened to formn in
iue, and with howei headls and uplifted right

arms paid obi-issance to their chieftain's
bro ther.

"The int--ri )r of the tent was carlpeted with
the skins of panthers, lions, tigers and other
wild animals. There were grotesque paint-
ings attached to the sidets of the tent in rude
frames of solid gold. The Chief Cetywavo
was reclining, apparently after liberal drafts
of wayumba. His co'-eh was abo)ut half a
toot from the ground, but overspread with
heavy skins, highly perfumu•i, and rich cover-
ings woven from costly and rare materials
and lavishly encrusted with diamonds and
various precious stornes. A thick curtain of a
material like camel's hair shawls separated
the apartment in which the king lay from an
lnner section of the tout. A heavy block of
rich wtxxl, with its t-dges studded with gems,serve• d :as a tabhle• and upon it were laid books
in Fren-ch and -ngl•sh, and swinging aloft
was an immenllll-se liImp of solid gold, of erudti
workmanship, but looking all the richer in
its Illbahric shape and massiveness.
"Tilhe king alurose to receive King Tsifani's

nephew with uplifted arms, that he slohwly
lowered andil rested on the shonulders of the
young Magasci nobhl. The Ztulu chieftairn,
despite his blackness, had at that period a
sinlgularly hanldsoulll andl expressive flace.
Ili.- framlle was blitrawny anid powcerful, htis
ntrrns and li-gs being wonderfully har'tl antd

tinily ideveloped. Hli ipotki- English -slowly
and with itIuchl caution, as it it ,otulld offenlTd
his p'ride to mllake a graintlliatical or itdiolta-
tie ei rlct. 11t related his joulrney some year's
teforei to lBoturibonll island, soullth of Malritius
and east of Madagasc.ar, when he visited,
incgnito, a friend, a Fre-' nctIh lmerchant named
Adolph Lt Rooy, who wLts also colnsular agenlt
fr Italy. Tlhr)ough him he procurei d rlmany
articles of Europeian manufacture for his
palicis. 1I esixpri-s,•-e hiimsIlf o;lgur to cron-
c:rsee in French, that he unldelrstood bttter
thtan English.

"When his nobles entered the royal tent at
Sthe call of a peculiar drum, they knelt on one
knee, with bowed head and uplifted arms. In
recognition of this the king raiseud his face
upwards and uplifted one arm. His action
was in adoration of the -un--theirs in homage
to their chief. Then highly-seasoned uncook-
ed meat, hard sweet crackers, and wayunrba
were served. Tnis moudest lunch was speedily
disposed of and the nobles summarially dis-
missed. Then an ofticlal •onversation ensued
between (ietywayo and Tsifani's nephew. It
was brief, and ended bluntly, whatever was
the nature of it. Then the chief drew aside
the rich curtain which divided the tent into
compartments, and, pointing to a massive
casket of gold, invited Tsirani's nephew,
Yatsinif, to remove a little slab at one end of
it. IHe did so, and the im~mense vessel
of gold was found to be filled with
every variety of precious stones. He was
then, with a princely wave of the arm, re-
quested to 'helpl hinself. But, with chival-
lous self-denial, Yatinif did not avail hinm-
self to aty gteat extent of the opportunity al-
forded him. Raising a little purple medal
from the dazzling mass, he showed it to
Cotywayo, bowed, and dropped the purple
genri into his bosoni. , natever errand
Tsifani's nephew went on was evidently un-
succeasful; but Cetywayo's display of his
jewelry, and his offer to Yatsinif were sug-
gestions of his power, wealth, liberality and
friendship, charactristics with which hie de-
sirled the youiirg mnarn' uncle to invest him.

"At that tlline, in NT7i," the gentlemilan con-
ludeld, "Cetywayo war a iowerful and popu-

lar chief, arnd it is p-rf.t v true that his army
are well drilledi and w,4ll supplied with the
munitions 4,f luodl'rn warfare.'
