TOWN HALL NOTES.

THE CASE OF A LADY WIEO WAS SAID
TO BRE INSANE,

The Saniterizns Pay a Visit to the Ad-
ministrators,

On Tueaday the Evening News published an
account of the incarceration of a lady in the
Clty Insans Asylum under suspleious elreum-
stances, Whilet there I8, apparently, a great
deal of fruth In the report, the Involving of Ad-
ministrator Chevalloy, by inferenes, Is without
toundation, aa might have been asvertalned by
lovestigating the affalr a litlle farther—ns far
at least ns the Department of Waterworks and
Public Buildings. The facts of the case, B8 6x-
plalned by the Administrator, which are sup-
portad by authentle documents, are as follows:
About the beginnlng of the present month a
&entleman, who Introducsd himeell as Dr. J. F.
Chambers, applied to Adminietrator Chevalley
for a permit to visit the Clty Insane Asylum.
His wifo, he sald, was demented, and he had
viaited the Htate Asylum at Jackson and the
Loulsiana Retreat of thle ecity to ascertain
wheother thesa institutions were conducted to
his eatisfaction. He had heard [rom many
paople that the Oty Asylum was admirably con-
ducted, and if be found It so he mlght llke to
make arrangements to put his wife in it.

The gentleman, after further copsideration,
obtained the permit asked for, and took his de-
parture. A Iew days later, the Administrator
having ooeasion to visit the asylum, discovered
that Mce. Chambers was an i te of the insti-
tution. Upon inquiry he found that this lady
had besn duly admitted on & commitment
{esued on the first of April by Recorder Milten-
berger, on the afdavit of Dr, Chembers him-
gelf, and an accompanying cortificate of In-
sanity elgned by Dr, Jaa. F. Finney, ity physi-
clan, eversthing thersiore being o due form.

But as it was apparent that Dr. Chambers,
when he spplied for the permit to visit the
geylum, had already obtained the commitment
referred to. Administrator Chevalley caused the
following letter to be wrilten to Dr, Chambers:

When you ealled at_the office
of this department, you gave the Admigdstra-
tor to anderstand thaet you slmply desired to
vigit the seylum in order to satisfy yoursslf re.
gardlog I8 merits in eontradlstinetion with
other lnatitutions of thekind in the Btate. You
wera Informed that the nsylum was strictly an
establishment to provida for the Indigent insane
of the eity of New Orleans, and not a refuga for
the afilieted of other parlsbes of the Hiate;
that arcangements might ba made with thia de-
pariment, altor a proper procesding In law, via:
an luterdiction of the insane person by one
of the District Courts or Hecorders’ Courts of
this parish, for admission into the Asylum oo
such terma a8 might be agesd upon bhetween
the friends and representativea of sald Insane

On the twenty-second instant, and with the
written permission of Dr. Ohsstant, the asylum
physician, Mrs. Chambers was liberasted and
taken home by her husband, who bhad come to
the city for that purpose,

In the entire matter the Administrator claims
to have actad promptly and in strict cbedience
to the law, and supports his assmtion by pro-
ducing the commitment of Recorder Milten-
berger, without which his eubordinates at the
asyvium would never have admitted the patient,
Tha cartificate of the city physician alone would
have boon insuflicient 1o authorizs ber Inecaree-
ration, but the commitment of the Eeeorder in
such cases i4 {mperative, unless rome other
process of law Intervenes to destroy its effuct,

will paturaliy bs poured into them, Onthe
other hand the Manitary Committes will take
into their handa the flushing of the gutters on
the north side of Clniborne street by meaos of
steam firs engines. The tug boa's and othepy
pumping apparatus along the river front will
ba suur'ind by tha Banitary Assoelation.

Administrator Chevalley was entrusted with
the dutr of conferriog with President Toby
e ncerning the asajstapee of the Waterworks
Company in flushing the gufters in the First
and Fourth Districts, through the water plugs,
which, owing to tha irregularity of the streets
In the vicinity of the river, cannot well
finshed directly from the river. In the Second
District it is proposed to lay an iron pipe along
the rivar Iront with valveas at the lutersestion of
ench straet to distribute the water pumped from
the river to the bast ndvantaes,
