Premium Bonds closed steady
at 260~@C263%, the same as on the previous
day. The sales at the Exchange aggregated
$105,000 of States and only $5000 of Pre-

inlums.

The New York Sun says that it is quite
within the limits of probability, not to say
possibility, that in a year from now, the in-
terest on the 4 per cents will be paid in silver,
the provisions of their issue being that the
principal and interest be payable in coin,
which means either gold or silver.

At Atlanta, Ga., a few days ago, a colored
woman visited the ofice of the State Treas-
urer, and, deppsiting $65 in gold, the result of
her own savings, asked for it4 worth in 4 per
cent Georgia bonds, and declaring at the
same time that she "wanted to put it into a
shape where it would be safe and at the same
time increase."

It is said of Northern Texas by the Dallas
Herald that the tillers of the soil there make
far more provisions than they have any use
for; always have corn and meat for sale, and
their cattle and cotton crops come in as
clear profit. They are rapidly growing
wealthy, and in less than fifteen years from
now North Texas will be as prosperous as the
blue-grass region of Kentucky ever was in
its palthlest days.

The Vickaburg Herald says: "There is no
doubt that many of the negroes at Wyan-
dotte, Kansas, are anxious to return South.
As there are many planters who need labor,
we suggest that some of them send up and
bring all back who wish to come. A person
can go from hero by rail in two or three days,
and the expense per head to bring the ne-
groes back by steamer is not more than SS or
$10.

The United States Circuit Court at Phila-
delphia has rendered a declsion which will
not tend to popularize commercial agencies
with the business community. A business
house in that city, trusting to the report of an
agency, gave credit to a man whose assets
were not equal to 1 per cent of his liabilities.
The ageony was sued, and the court granted
a motion for non-suit, holding that the agency
was not liable for the loss caused by its in-
vestor's information.

In New York the Sixth Avenue property
holders think that, owing to the depreciation
of rents, caused by the elevated railroad,
their taxes should be reduced. With this in
view a number of them called on the tax com-
missioners. They said their property had
decreased 33 per cent on account of noise
alone, and that it was difficult to rent a va-
cant house at all. A house which had rented
for $5000 was now let for $2500, and another
that cost $38,1)0 three years ago, has just
been sold for $20,)00, etc. The commissioners
said they would give the matter their atten-
tion.

Iowa begins to realize that foreign capital,
while it has hastened the development of her
resources, now proves a serious drain. Of the
7799 holders of her $150,000,000 of railroad
stooks and bonds, but 1328 live in the State,
and they only own $1,515,565. Life and lire
insurance also have taken over $9,000,000 in
premiums o of the State in the last four or
live years, d ich about $3,500,000 only was
returned i,'ayment of losses. But Iowa
must not become restive. Capital is only ac-
cumulated by long and patient industry, and
the Eastern States have fairly wrenched
theirs from a far less fertile soil and slowly
increasing manufactures.

A special dispatch by cable to the New York
Herald gives a gloomy account of the com-
merce of England with China. It declares
England's foreign trade to be in as unsound
a state as her home commercial and munufac-
turing interests. The'Anglo-Indian banks
are in a most unsatisfactory condition. Eng-
land's trade with China, which has been de-
creasing steadily year by year, is now said by
merchants to be as good as altogether
dropped, owing to the lack of profits on the
business and the unsatisfactory state of
England's relations with China. In fact, it
seems probable that England's trade with
China will have to be abandoned, for it is
admitted that American opposition and enter-
prise have entirely killed English rivalry in
that part of the world.

The Californians are not the only people
agiti ied over the Chinese question. The olti-
zen: of British Clumlbia are becoming
alarmed, having already (;000 Chinese out of
a population of 25,000. They appeal to the
government at Ottawa for relief, just as the
Californians appealed to Washington, and
$recisely with the same arguments hAd on
the same ground. The people of Oregon also
are up in action against the Chinese, and the
Board of Trade at Portland have adiopted a
memorial to Presieldent Hayes, condemning
strongly Chinese emigration to Oregon.
Should the negro exodus from Louisiana
contlnue, we may possibly call upon the coun-
try on the Pacific slope to send hither its sur-
plus of Mongolians to till our cotton and cane
fields. __. ....

The New York World publishes several col-
umns of reports from business centres all
over the United States, showing a state of ac-
tivity in the commercial world which is truly
gratifying. Editorially, that paper says:

E ry physician knows that the conscious-
ne f convalescence and faith in its reality
m the passage of the crisis in perilous
disorders, and every political economist
knows that "hard times' have done their
worst when the shadow of hard times begins
to roll away from the homes and hearts of
men. Our survey shows that spindles, looms,
workshops of all kinds are at work all over
the country in the spring of 1879 as they have
not been for five consecutive years before.
Capital is more than abundant. Of labor
there neither Is nor is likely to be any lack.
In the course of these five years many hard
lessons of necessary thrift and economy have
been learned. In the course of these five
years, too, a new generation has passed from
youth into manhood, trained under more
severe conditions than those which surround-
ed the generation matured between 1868 and
1873, and ready, with new spirit and undaunt-
ed hope, to take hold energetically upon the
great adventure of life. The forces which
press the country upward and onward are
gathering head daily, and they are more

pressed and defeated of their legitimate
career by any clamors, however noisy, or any
contrivanoes, however cunning.

A gentleman of San Francisoo has devoted
a great portion of the time he has spent on
the Pacia coast in contracting bills which
he did not find could be conveniently paid
when due. Having lived in California since
'59, and being what is called "a generous
liver," he has numerous creditore, and the
sum of his debt is respectably large. Some
years ags he determined to attempt the grad-
ual payment of all his liabilities. Endowed
with a fine sense of justice, it puzzled him
to decide upon a plan of liquidation that
would be fair and equitable to all hie credi-
tors. After a long consideration he hit upon a
method which he found entirely satlsfactory.
He explained his plane yesterday to one of his
recently.acquired creditors. A bill was pre-
sented him, with a request for immediate pay-
ment. He took the account, and carefully
checking all the items, and footing up the
long column of figures, found all correct.
Then he quietly and neatly folded up the
bill, indoreed it, and flied it away in a pilceon-
hole marked "W." Turning to his waiting
creditor he explained as follows: "Mr. Wil-
liams it will be some little time yet before
your bill will come up in regular order, but
you may depend upon my attention. Some
years since I alopted an alphabetlcal system
of paying off my Indebtedness, and I have
now got as far as C. Don't trouble yourself
to call again. As soon as I get to WI will
call upon you with the amount." Struck
with the debtor's systematic and equitable
method of doing business, the creditor hope-
fully withdrew.--Exchange.
