of the Btate, the chances are that the liusineas

tor which the body has been eonvenad will Le
auntorad on to-day, and that many of the varlous
mutters and medsores upon which the assembly
witl be called to pass will ba brought baforn it
in_some shape or other to-day. The work
of the Convention as a body will be eut ont and
prepnrad Tor by the several standlog sommit-
town, to whom it 18 more than probabls that all
resolutlons, enactments, ote., will be refecred for
conalderation and Investigation. The commit
tees have beon earsfully aud judielonsly ch-aen,
nmd al- hough they will eertainly have consider-
abla work ta do, there are no enrs ontertained
but_that they will got through with it oxpadi-
tiodsly and, 8o far na the mere performauce of
duty ia conearned, eatisfactorlly.

PROTESTANT EPISCOPAL COUNCIL.

Thirty-eighth Annual Councll at Trinity
Church,

The eecond mestiog of the Councll took place
last night at Trioity Church, and was called to
arder by President Rev.John ¥. Glrault, who
oponad proeesdings with a prayer,

The Seeretary announcaed that ha'had reeniy-
el from the treasurer of the dlocese, Mr. Me-
Willlam Wright, 8averal reports of the eondl-
tlon of the fupds in his keeping. The reports
were read and referred to the committes on re-
ports nnd ageonnts,

The same action was taken on the report of
B. Bizcos, treasuroer of the Protestant Episcopal
Ansocintion.

The committes on naw perishes raported
that no business on which to taks action, had
come hefore them,

Rev, . Kramer requested leavs to with-
draw from the ¢ommiites on address, Tha
requast was granted, and Bev, Dr. Hodges was
appointed Io his placo,

Rev. Dr. Thompson announeed that he pro-
posed to fntroduee a new canon for the eoan-
sideration of the hody. He prefaesd the intro-
ductlon with a few remarks to the effect that ha
was opposed to the Couoell votlpg away funda
which it did not have on hand, #s was done on
the preceding  evening, in the adoption of a
regolvtion
Hoareuud that the Loay bt 20 s iuhop.
that it eould not enter into binding eontracts,

and had no way of rafeing ona cent except by
contribution from the parishes, Then where
wn# the monay voted, to come from.
