Duties of Presiding Officer on Commencement
of Daily Session.

so called to order shall immedlately sit down,
unless permitted to explain; and the Conven-
tion shall, if appealed to, decide on the case,
but without debate. If the decision be in
favor of the member called to order, he shall
be at liberty to proceed; if the decision be
against him, and the case require it, he shall
be liable to the censure of the Convention.

Recognition of lembers.
RUrLE 15.-When two or more members hap-

pen to rise at once, the President shall name
the one who is first to speak.

Personalities.
RUrLE 16.--The motives of members shall

not be criticised or called in question in de-
bate. A member present shall not be adl-
dressed or mentioned by his name. Allusions
to the social status, condition, or Infirmities
of a member are forbidden as personalties,
and against order and decorum.

Number and Length of Spee'hes.
RULE 17.--No member shall speak more

than twice on the same question, nor more
than half an hour on each occasion, without.

Visiting Secretary's Desk.
