Upon this basls the Timea procasds to
arralgus the community of Bt Cerroll as
betng whisky-driniing murderers In part,
pndd the felends amd pymputhizars of whisky-
drinklng murderora for the rest.  Ib takes the
Tofty ground that rerlly patriotlo newepapers
onght to unita In condemning and denoune-
ing the ruflans, and then goea on Lo show
what i virtuous and patriotic paper the Timea
s by condeianing and denounciog In Ltho most
unationted fnshion.

1t 18 true that a
party of MeGioire's frlends next day broke
throiagh the guard sl ficed npon tho lm-
priauned fatboatmen who had been Brown's
companiona in the rald, and who had subse-
quently alded him to escape.

Bub 1t 1s oot trae, it is utterly
fulas and slanderons, and the Tores Knowa 1t
14, to pretend that thees la anythlog in the
affulr to justify the charge of rufllanlem and
barbarity which the Times has beon bandylng
gn froely and perslelently,

It |s no secret that the Times makes a point
of showing up every lncldent dizeretditable Lo
the South, and s slngulae companion-fact
that It experlenoes graat diflealty o pereoiv-
nge, and st greater reluctance in recordiog,
anything honorablo or meritorlous. Thla has
coaseid Lo tovite fpeelnal altention as an ab-
atract fmot, and we should not now refer to
[t, but for the unusually grosas and offeiusive
manifeatation of the poley which the Times
has given us in the Lake Providencs allalr,

The DEMorAT prints thls morning In Tull
Gov. Willz's flret message to the mem-
Brrs of the Geperal Assembly, It s
not our purpose, at this time, to re-
view this abla and admlrable State pa-
per, which will be perused with the greatest
Iutereat by the people of the entire Blate, and
of which no mere hasty or runoing comment
would render the justice which s ites due.
