TU wEIDENRAIN INVE$STIGATIOJ.

When the statement waes fet made public
concerning the oharge of corruption against
Mr. fleidenhaln the Danoo#ua was nclined
to regard it as one of the many idle rumors
that almost always prevail during a session
of the Legslature, and was loath to believe
that even a tadical member of the General
Amaembly-that even Mr. feoldaehaln-had
been guilty of the shameful crtme imputed to
him-the attempt to levy blahkmail upon the
city administraters.

When the charge was formally made by the
Mayor of the city, upon Information reoeived
from the Administrator of Commerce, and the
Mouse appointed a commitnlttee to nvestigate
the matter, we wer still led to hope that the
aooused member would be able to show that
his language had been misunderstood, and
that he had not really made the infamous
propo•ltion of which he was aoouned.

We regret to say that our hopes and ex
pectatiens have not been sustalned, that we
have been much too lentent In our view of the
ase, and th t the far elicited li

the nvesigablon leave no room for doubt
that the charge aslust Mr. rleidenhain i
true, Ee has not adly been guilty of en-
deavoring to extort money nl his capaolty as
a legislator, from the city administrators,
but he ha expressed his perfeot willingness
to attempt to corrupt other members of the
Legislature by the use of money, li has not
only done thesethlngs, but he has exhibited
an unblushing effrontery about the whole
matter whiob prove him to be destitute of
every sentiment of honor and a lost to
decency as devoid of shiamr

Confronted with his aouers his actions
and methods are all those of a guilty man,
and lnstead qf seeking a full, fair and honest
investigation, he pleads for secreoy, makes
frivolous and captious objeetions to the testl-
mony, and then finding that the facts are too
glarinag to be overed up, adopts the favorite
polloy of all rogues, and attempts by vile In-
ainuations and by reckless charge to smiroh
the characters of gentlemen whose reputa.
tions-unlike his own-have stood unscathed
"the free light" that beate upon all men in
publle station. Me adopts the trick of the
artful outte fish that frequently manages to
elude its pursuers by darkening thewater
around it, but fortunately the spear of truth
transfixed him befor he bethought bhimself
of that weak and desploable stratagem. What-
eve sympathy might have been entertained
for this corrupt but weak minded man has
been changed to contempt and scorn by hib
cowardly attempts to blacken the characters
of others by making charges aganlst them
whioh were entirely hirlevant to the subject
at susue

lnoe he has been permitted to make
those charges, however, in what purport-
edt to be a secret meeting, and the press
has given them wide publlcity, we think
the committee owes it to those who have
ben assailed to fully Investigate the mat
ter. The result an In no way affeot Mr.
Heldehailn's guilt or innocence, but the
charge is a grave one, seriously affecting the
reputation of gentlemen who have hitherto
lived blameles lives rain the community, and
In their behalf should be examined, into in
order that they may have a full and fair op-
portunity to establish their tinooesee, and to
prove their accuser to be as malicious a alan
derer as he appears to be a corrupt and shame-
tess legislator.

PRAOTICAL VEGBTATIANI•M.

The Danlelltes Is the name bf a new order
or soet which has sprung up In England and
is attratting some attention. It datestl ex-
istence from the first of September, 1870,
when one T. W. Richardson, a medical stu-
dent and a vegetarian, undertook to start an
organisation which would tend to bring vege-
tarians or akreophagt•ts (as the Danielitee
prefer to call themselves) together, and at the
same time be the means of spreading
their prinalples. Mr. Rlobardon found
some dietetic reformers equally ar-
dent with himself, and the organ.
isatlon was soon got Into ship-shape
and "floated." Like the order of Good Term
plrs, the Danelites have a form of Initiation
with degrees, badges, soarie, eta The latter,
however, are only the outward and visible
signs. Before initiation the neophyte must
take a vow to abstain absolutely from fish,
lesh and fowl, malt and spirituous liquors,
tobaooo and snuf. When he has made such
solemn promise and gone through the in-
Itiatory process, the newly ereated Danlelite
Is permitted to enter the "garden." The
"garden" s the Danielite term for a lodge.
And herein the founder showed himself a
man of originality. He was about to found
a soot who should train themselves to live
on "garden truck" alone. Why not, there-
fore, term their place of assemblage a "gar-
den?" And inasmuch as they were, by re-
forming the habits of the world, about to In-
augurate a new golden age, why not call the
central lodge the "Garden of Eden?" Such,
one may imagine, was the query put to him-
self by the founder. Whatever may have been
the origin of the title, the Danlelltes rejoice in
calling their ohief court or lodge the Garden
of Eden. It is said that the head official in
each garden is called the chief gardener, and
his vice the junior gardener. The order is
divided into two degrees. The second is the
"life degree," only those who take the vows
for life being permitted to enter it. The first
degree is for those who feel that, in spite of
good resolutions, they may have uneasy
hankerings after the flesh-pots of Egypt, and
so be tempted to backslide. For the bene-
fit of these it is convenletly provided
that they may give up their vows and quit the
garden and its delights at a week's notice.
The sect has no theological bias. A member
may hold any religious views he likes pro-
vided he believes in a Supreme Being. There
Is nothing of the benefit or friendly soctety
about the order, It is simply a bond to live
together in peace and piety and tp eat vege-
tables. Since the first promulgation of the
principles of the order it has made
rapid progress, for it is one of the
;priciplesof the Danielites that they shall
jo all they can "to set free the slaves of

bon and of vitiated customs, and teach
I n how to live so that they may enjoy the
highest possible moral and physical develop-

ejunt'" It is not anown, positively, that the
]order has been established'in the United
SStahs, although it is stated that the parents
of the hxuder-who, by the Wray, as in the
omda Ot Weasat.ed, appear to have been

"In the
Golden Age." says an explanatory tract of
the seot, "the diet of man was fruit mad grain,
and aoording to medical testimony, a similar
diet would bring a return of the Golden Age
In these days."

The quinine men are assembled in force in
Washington, and are pressing Oongress to re-
store the duty on the Importation of the ar•
tiole, They argue that whereas the price was
$ o80 to $8 7T before the duty was removed,
and is now $8 g, it is evident that the people
have received little boneflt from the removal
of the import taxu, They do not argue, how-
ever, that the revenues have decreased be
cause the tax has been removed, for the sim-
ple reason that the government received no
revenue from this source, no quinine having
been Imported for several yars, at last in
any large quantity. A firm in Philadelphia
has had a monopoly of the manufacture and
sale of quainine in this country, and so regu.
lated the prie that as long as the impottduty
remained unrepaled the article was sold for
a trifle below what it could be pnrchased for
abroad and imported In this way the firm
speedily amassed a colossal fortune. The
legitimate prollts of t hese Amerloan masnn
faoturer wasincreased because of thedutyby
just the difference between 8 90, the present
price of quinine, and P 75, the price before the
duty was removed. This difference comes out
of the pockets of the people, and Congress
would do well to bear thise fat in mind and
pay no attention to the quinine lobby.

The third.term syndicate whlch has been
working In favor of the nomination of Grant at
Chloago has been somewhat disappointed by
the postponement of the Illinole conveation
to May t1. The third.termere felt reliably
sure of the delegatlons from New York, Penn-
sylvania and Illinoeis. Their policy was to
-all the conventions in thse States at as early

a date as possible, and to elect delegate in-
struoted for Grant. Wilth the 18t delegates
from these three States to lead off a Grant
boom, they thought that the other States
would naturally drop into line and their

hoberished schemea- unanimous nomination
of their candidate on the first ballot-be
aebieved, The scheme worked well until the
other day, when the Illinois part of the enter-
pries fell through, the Grant men falling to
secure the early convention in that 514te
which they desired. Such, at least, is the
lerakl's view of the situation.

If the support of the Greenback party
works elsewhere as disastrously as it does in
Ioohester, N. Y,, oandidates of the regular
parties will not care hereafter for an ailliance
with the "softy." At the charter election in
that city, a few days ago, the Greenbaukers
selected certain candidates on the regular
tlckets for whom to vote. The Demooratic
candidate for Mayor was supported by the
Greenbackers, and his Republican opponent
received a majority of 4000. On the other
hand, the itepubllan candidate for Treuasurer
was Indorsed by the soft money men, and his
Demooratic opponent recelved a majority of
o000. It le safe to say that in Itoohester, at
least, candidates will in future take epecial
paine to let it be known that they are opposed
by the Brick Pomeroy crowd.

The third term boom is receiving an Im.
petus in far-distant Russis. The St. Peterse
burg Novoset, a prominent journal of that
city, has learned all about American politise,
and proceeds to enlighten its readers thereon,
Grant will receive the Itepublican nomina-
tion, it declare, and will beoleoted Presldent.
He will at once inaugurate a strong foreign
policy, looking to the annexation of Mexico.
Of the latter piece of news, the NovoelS is as
suredand deolares that Ulysses had an Inter.
view with Beaoonslleld, while he was in Eagn
land, on this subject, and obtained the Eng-
lish premier's consent to his annexation
scheme.

A call has been Issued by a number or
Southern Republicans in Washington for a
meetSig n Chicago of the Republican dele-
gates from the South several days before the
convention assembles so that they can disouss
the situation and determine upon some united
policy. The South will have 276 delegates in
the convention, the call proceeds to say, and
can easily hold the balance of power If it will
act together. It is not known exactly in
whose interet this call is issued, but it is sup-
posed to be opposed to Grant's candidature.

It las inipI to gerrymander a district
in England, but something very like it can
be done, and is about to be done by the
Beaconeileld government. There are six
vacanioes in the British Parliament conse-
quent upon six boroughs being disfranchsleed
for bribery. The Conservatives, who con-
trol Parliament, propose to distribute these
six seats among certain cities where they are
in a majority, and thus easily capture these
half dosen seats when the next general eleo-
tion is held.
