WAemrnvotW, March uo.-The majority report
of the Senate Committee on Privileges and
Mlectiens sets forth as the results of the com-
mittee's investigatione :

1, That Kellogg. while Governor of Louisle
ena, fraudulently used the power of his office

to secure his election. byr corrupt means, of a
Ieoublican Legislature favorable to his bleeleo-
tion to the Senate.

2. That falling in this, he entered into a con-
spiracy with others, and fraudulently used the
power of his office as Governor to change the
result of such elections by fraudulent election
certificates, in order that he milht secure a Re.
publican majority in said Legislature favorable
to his election as United Statee Benator.

a. That throuah the aid of the metropolitan
pollee and United States army, and by the use
of threate, money, promises of oflioe, etc.. he
assembled in the leglslative halls a mob of his
cooonspir tors, many of whom had not been
elected,to he end that he might procure a re-
teude Legislature for the inauguration of S
B. Packard for Governor whom he knew had
not been elected, and from which mob he
mleht procure the form of his o en election to
the Senate, and to which preended elec-
tionhe kneW the said pretended Governor
would certify.

-. Tha Kellogg exoluded persons elected and
admitted those not elected to said Legislature.
for te purpose before named.

5. That knowl athem facts he withheld them
from or denied their exitence before the Oom-
mittee on Privileges and Electiont. thun
inducing a majority of the committee to de-
clar im chosen as Senator.

6. at to prevent revelation of faua.he pro-onur government offices for his cu soira-
tors and bribed witnessees in the inv llation
before the committee.

The report then concludes with a long and
elaborate legas ar ument to sustain these
points, quoutlg oopiously from the testimony,
and showing tht noe evidence was taken by the
committee which formerly reported In Kel-
loi 's favor.

The minority report recites the resolutions
of the mnate, paesed November 80so, 17, do.
claring Kellogg on the merits of the oase en-
titled toaseat, and says: The party majority
in the Lenate as changed since Kellogg took
the oath of ofile in pursuance of these resolu-
tlons, but nothing else has changed. The facts
which the enate onsidered and determined
were In existence then as now. It is now sought,
for the first time, by a mere superiority of
numbers to thrust a Senator from the seat
whloh heholds by an express delib rate and
final jd ent of the Senate. The act which is
emand this rty ajorty would be, in

the oinion of the minority of the committee, a
great Vpbii orime--one of the greatest political
ories in American lhstory.

The minority say they do not think proper to
enter upon a diacussion of the evidence by
which te claimant of Kellogg's seat seeks to
establish the charges affreting the integrit of
that senator Souh evidence can be fount in
abundance in slums o great otio t is
pot only unworthy of oreit, but is in maeny
istances wholly irreconcilable with undisputed
facts, and Kellogg has met and overthrown it at
every Point.
