The 8!, John strikers, In whese behalt Judge
W. L. Evans had sued out a writ of habeas
vorpus before the Buperlor Orlminal Court Fri-
day evening, wers remanded to the Parish
Prison, pending the decislon in thelr case of
the Fourth Judiclal District Oourt.

Judgo Whitaker read bie decision, re followa:
"Btute ex rel., ete., va. the Orimloal Bheriff,
ote, Helators (‘|||1|'Ii thut they ars unlawfully
imprisoved, It ao?sana that by reason of dis-
turbances then existing in the parlsh of Bt.
John the Baptist, the relators by order of the
Parish Court woere transfecred to the custady of
the eriminal sheriff of the parish of Orleans for
sale keeping. & copy of the order of trunafor
hae been produced.

No mitiimus or copy of mittimus has been
exhibited by the erlminal sheriff, but proof of
the commitment on & capltal charge has been
brought to the noties of the court. All the court
eould do {n this ease would be to sdmit the re-
lators to bail. This would be done if the court
was pot aaisfled that there was remsosn to bo-
lieye that the relators had been lawfally ¢om-
mitted on a caplial chargo,
