St. Panl, Mion,, Special—All 8
agreed that the present administration
and chief executive of the nation have
failed signally to discbarge its duty to-
ward the Negro citizens, and msny
loud, deep, profound, and we trust,
earnest, have been the protests entered
by our people throughout the land
sgainst such failure, while all the
time supporters aud apologists for the
President and the administration have
been urging whst to them seemed Wwas
sufficient excuse for this falure.

the republic, and amid the temple of
American liberty itself2”

Words spoken in manly
msuner with splendid diction, formed
into sentences that will tempt many to
commit thewm to memory, and treasure
themr s we treasure words thal we
heard in the long ago, like the tress-
ured words our mother =poke when
ghe held vs on her knees; but what
then wher he has spoken’ Will we for
the sumpie speakiog, forgive all; for-
get all.

The writer recalls the former speak-
ing of Mekinley, and was told of a
man who upon going into his house
out of the rold, mush depressed with
the muny caree of other people’s
troubles, when bis wife sprany upon a
chair, and demanded three hearly
cheers for President McKinley. **Cheers
for what?"’ he asked, *lListen, here,
here, here!” she said, as she read from
a newapaper she held in her hands,
‘With hands uplifted to heaven and in
a clear, full meaning voice and expres-
sion the President said, ‘the constituted
authorities must be cheectully and
vigorously upheld., Lynchings must
not be tolerated in & great and civi-
lized country like the United Blates;
courts, not mobs, must exeeute the
penalties of the law, the preservation
of public order, the right of discussion,
the integrity of courts, and the orderly
administration of justice must continue
forever the rock of safety upon which
government securely reats.””’

“Ah well, we had better not rejoice
too much just yet” said the man of

are not justified in turning against him,
and in turping against him, torn
against our best friends. Wrong! SBup-
pose we grant it true, though I donot,
that Mr. McKinley's attorney general | #
was, and is, right in saying that ‘‘the
case of Hose has no federal aspect.” Is
this troe of the Baker case? Will any of
the eminent gentlemen of the counsel
for the defense urge that there was no
power in the President to have acted
in the Baker case, and furnish federal
protection to him. If there be and was
such power, then the President is
chargeable with s failing and mneglect
te perform a duty by law imposed upon
him, and such [ailure and neglect is
nothing short of & crime. That was a
single case we are told, snd being the
first, he iz not chargeable to any greatl
extent Wrong sgain! Verily, the
Seriptures do teach, ‘‘He that is guilty
of the least, is guilty of the whole.”
Remembering this will we let bygones
be bygones, simply because he speaks?

The Prestdent will speak, and the
President will recommend, but why
will he. He bas been forced—yes
sgainst his will, forced to speas. He
sees now 85 he never saw before that
the Negro has begun to move in his own
interest. The Negro has discovered
by profoundly conferring together first
m Washington in December, 1803, and
again in ChicagoIn August last, dis
covered the power bhe has within him-
self to right his wrong. He has heard
how Prof. Booker T. Washington has
asked ‘‘I= it not worth our while to
cousider the question of a division of
our vote,”” He has heard His Grace,
Bishop Alexander Walters say, and
how his words were repeated through-
out the land “The time has come when
we must divide our vote.” He has be-~
come recollechive and remembers how
Benjamin Harrison was bolted and de-
feated, because he was fal=e to the trust
tne Negro reposed in him. And be-
cause he will recommend that ap-
propriate legislation be passed by the
forth coming Congress making lynch-
ing a crime, shall we give him full
absolution without attaching any
penance? Bhame, shame upon us if
we do!

Our own Edward E. Brown of Boston
has taken the initiative, Congressman
W hite—noble representative ofa loyal
and noble people, stands ready to pre-
sent the measure, This Mr. McKinley
should have done. All things are now
made ready for Congressional action,
He who speaks now but becomes one of
agreat and mighty chorus, 'Tis he
who leads when others halt, when
there are none zdy ollow, that 1s
due great praise. He who joins in when
all have started, but takes the piace of
an humble follower,

Must we now pen up all our indigna.
tion, silence every voice in protest
withdraw every demand, cancel every
claim, and bs content because Mr, Me-
Kinley speaks, or mus he still answer
for the wrongs chargeable to him? In a
word shall we sopport him for ra
election?

Four months agoe you would not have
gotten up a toreh light procession of
Negro youngsters to *“whoop 'em up for
McKinley.” Ah, then Negroes were
thoroughly aroused. They were saying,
“‘Had we but have known him io No-
vember 1506 as we do now, he would
not haye had on  vote” How much
better will he be after Déicember the
4th than he pnow is?

Walters. “No, divide never,'’ is choed
back by press, pulpit and pen. Divide
and you go to your worst enemies, they
sav.

Then let me
ask you hear again these words, and by
the same judgment you judge Mr, Mc-
Kinley and his party, judge the parny
to which belong the the man who ut-
tered this:

“In the administration ot 8 govern
ment pledged to do equal and exact
justice to all men, there should be no
pretext for anxiety touching the pro-
tection of the freedmen: in their rights
or their security 1n the enjoyment of
their privileges under the constitution
and its amendments, All discuszion
as to their fitness for theplace accorded
to them as Araerican citizens isidle and
anprofitable, except as it suggests 1he
neceesity for their improvement. The
fact they are citizens entitles them to
all the rights due to that relation and
charges them with all its duties, obli
gations and responsibilities.”’—Firat
innaugural address of Grover Cleve-
land.
