The Death of Mrs. Alexander
Walters aNational Bereavement
— A Helpful, Loving 'and Faith-

ful Wife.

Mrs. Emeline Virginia Walters, wife
ot Bishop A. Waliers of Jersey Ljity,
departed this life Thursday mcraing,
Feb 27, 1902 at elev:D twenty oO’clock
Mrs. Wal ers was the only daughter of
Richard and Eliza Bird, and was
porn at Stamford, Conn., Octcb:r 8,
1850

Spe wss educated in the best schools
of New Eagland under such famons
instructors as Prof W. W. Ginn of
Vermont and Proi. A P. Bea's of
Ma:s Atter ccmpleting the course at
the High Schocl of Stamford Conn ,she
took a business course in Mrs. Lamb’s
School of stenopraphy and typewrit-
ing of New York City and afier grad-
uating from this school she wa‘a em-
ployed in the Edgar I’rinting Co. of
New York City,s white establishment
of high standing, 88 proof reader, and
subsequent to this she was fmployed
as proof reader of the New York En-
teryrise. ‘

Kor eight years she was emp,o'yed‘ as
clerk in the A. M. E. Zion Bouk Ccn-
con of New York City and was elected
and served as official stenographer snd
ty pewriter of the two sessions of the
A. M. E. Zon Goneral C )nference:
She was mairied to the Bishop A. Wal-
ters, Jan. 6 1803, from wh'ch tim3 she
waa'tuuna to be a loving, faithful and
helptul wife; indeed an invalaable as-
sistant to the Bishop 1n all his litersry
work up until witbn four months of
her death, when disease rendered her
phyesically unable.

M. E Zon church which m3de a tour
through parts of Eaglavd, Bco:land,
Belgium and F:aunce last summer, ard

Mra Waltera heal:h was undermired
by & tatal dizeage, which was three ol
f ur years in developing. She was2 op-
erated uoon twice by tome of the most
skilifull physicians of the country, bu
th:y were unable to st p the r.v g's of
the dis2ase. Every eflort was put
forta to preserve her life, but Diviae
Providence seemed to have ordered
otherwise.

Duriog her last illness, she was con-
fined to her bed for about two mon he,
during which time she bore her a'fl c-
tions with great patience and fort tude
Waen she was infcrm:d by her physi-
cians that ®it was impossible for her to
recover, she with perfeel composure
of mind said, *‘The will ofthe L rd
musi be done.”” Then she called the
membersof the familyinto the rocm and
masade a distribution of certain efizet t«
them as she deszired.

On the morning of the day bef re
she died, Mrs. Walters sang in a clear
and distinet voice the entire hymn of
“Jesus lover of my rounl” without a
break. From this time she graduslly
sank until the end csmsa eleven twen-
ty A. M Thbursday, Feb twenty-scv-

enth, which was peaceful and serene,
