lina and was chosen delegate to the
National Republican Convention

the Negro Soldiers in the Spanish
American War The Negro Almanac
and Statistics and will shortly have
out a new work from the Grafton Press
Of York entitled Light Ahead
for the Negro His History has been
adopted as a text book by the North
Carolina State Board of Education the
only Instance of such recognition hav-
ing been given a rxau in this
country and his books without doubt
have the widest sale of those of any
colored author

end in one instance a former member
of the court was on the opposite side
He is a business man and a liberal
