THEY WANT TO BE SENATORS.

LTYELTAND CLOSE CONTESTS IN SEVEEAL

OP THE CITY DISTRICTS.

Dialler IIn Emigrated to
Staten lalnnd and Thinks He Can Ilrnt
Col. Murphy With Ibe Rural Vote A Deal
by Van Cott Which atay Cnuae Trouble
The Labor Vote a Factor In the Ninth,

New York City is represented at Albany by
seven Senators. The present reprcsentnves
are Michaol O. Murphy, Edward F. Iteilly,
James Daly, Thomas O. Dunham, John J.
Cullon, William O. Trnphagcn and George
W. Plunkltt.

Murphy and Daly are credited to the
Connty Democracy, although Daly Is not a
stalwart organization man. Beilly, Cullen,
Traphagen and Plunkltt aro Tammany Hall
braves. Dunham attends Wigwam meet-
ings, although ho is not on friendly terms
with a fow of the Tammnny chiefs.

The Ilepublicans of this city were not
in tho upper houso at tho last

session of tho legislature. In 1835 the united
Democratic nominees were elected in every
ono of the several Senatorial districts. This
year, however, the ItepubllcanB are deter-
mined to elect one, if not two, of their can-
didates.

Tho contests for Senator in soveral of the
districts promise to be lively and close. The
Fifth District takes in Bichinond County ond
tho First, Soooud, Third, Fifth, Sixth, Eighth
and Fourteenth wards and part of the Fourth
Ward of this city. Col. Michael O. Murphy
will bo renominated by tho County
Domocracy and Tammany Hall for a
third term. The district is ovorwhelm-ingl- y

Democratic, but thero is an immense
Labor vote in it, as fully nine-tent- of tho
residents of the oxtremo lower wards aro
daily toilers. Nicholas
Muller announces that ho will be a candi-
date against Col. Murphy. He says he will
run as an independent candidate with tho
Republican indorsement, and with the hopo
of getting support from tho Labor party.
Tho no longer resides in
tho First Ward. Ho has token up his perma-
nent residenco in a villa on Staten Island,
and his frionds say that ho is solid there. It
Is also averred that Muller will have the
rogular Staten Island machine behind him,
and that ho will leavo Bichmond County
with 8,500 votes moro than Col. Murphy will
havo down thero.

The Colonel is not nt all frightened by
those calculations and is confident of his re-
turn to tho Senato.

The Sixth District includes tho Soventh,
Eleventh and Thirteenth Wurds and tho up-p-

portion of tho Fourth Ward. This is the
district that has been represented by Thomas
F. Qradv and TimntW J. rVimnholl Vrr
tho past two years it has been represented by
Edward F. Beilly, who is tho Wigwam boBS
of tho Sixth Assembly District. There is
scarcely an opposition to his nomination and

James Daly has been the Senator from the
Seventh District for throo terms, and rumor
has it that ho is not a candidate for a fourth
term. Senator Daly is not now as high in
favor with the County Democracy leaders as
he was once upon a timo. He voted for the
subway bill against their wishes, and it is an
open secret in politics that he has lost casto
with the powers that bo in the New
Amsterdam Club. Tho Sonator him-
self says that he is tired of leg.
islativo duties, and has no personal de.
siro for a continuance of Senatorial honors.
Many of his admirers are mentioning his
unmo for comptroller. Tho district has a
large German, independent and Labor vote.
It includes the Tenth and Seventeenth wards,
and that portion of the city between Four-
teenth and Thirtieth streets, Broadway and
Third avenue. Assemblyman Kunzenman,
of tho Fourteenth District, has the Senatorial
fovor. Ho is County Domocracy man. The
Tammany Hall candidate for the nomination
from the Eighth Assembly District in Moritz
Horzborg. Assemblyman Charles Smith, of
"silver dollar " fame is looking for the Re-
publican nomination for Senator.

Ex-Fir- o Commissioner Cornelius Van Cott
will probably be tho nominee of tho Repub-
lican party In the " Fighting Eighth." The
borough has been made historical hy its po-
litical rows, and by being tho stamping-groun- d

of Frederick 8. Oibbs.
The district has of late years been carried by
tho Democrats, on account of faction fights
in the Republican party. It is said that the
nomination of Mr. Van Cott will harmonize
the warring factions. He is the boss of the
Seventh District machine. There is said to
be a deal to secure his nomination. George
B. Deane, jr., of the Ninth Assembly District
machine, is booked for Civil Justice. This
combination would leave out the Thirteenth
Assembly District, and may cause trouble.
There aro hundreds of Repub-llcan- s

in tho Thirteenth District who may re-
bel against Van Cott's nomination. Senator
Dunham iB not anxiously seeking a rcnomi-natio- n.

Ho would like to bo placed on tho
county ticket for Comptroller.

The Ninth District has been a Democratic
Btronghold. It extends from Fourteenth to
Eighty-sixt- h street, and from Third avenuo
to tho East River. Henry George got his
heaviest vote in this section of the city last
year. It is thought by many local politicians
that the Labor party can olect a candidato for
Senator. John J. Cullen wishes a renominn-tio-n

and If Tammany Hall secures tho Sona-torsh- ip

of this district iu tho harmony pro.
ceedings he may draw tho prize for a third
term, although nis election may not be a cer-
tainty. W. J. Boylan, clerk in the City Court,
Assemblyman Edward P. Hagan and William
Mechan have been tnlked of as tho Labor nom-
inee Tho chances are now in favor of Mee-Im- u.

He is one of the young Labor chiefs
of the Eighteenth Ward.
