CAR STABLE HORSE DOCTORS.

Valuable Men te the Hnillread Cempanies
and They have Plenty te De,

It muay not be generally known that every
Inrge car stable in this city has its regularly
employed veterinary department, whose duty
it in to attend to all ailmenta and mishaps of
the horees, aud who have by no means an
easy time of it. In fact, the hospital ward, ns
it is called by the drivers and stablemen, is
usually pretty well filled up with disabled
animals and the horse doctor has his hands
full of responsibility. One of the largest
stables in the oity is that of the Third Avenue
line at Sixty.seventh street. The average
number of horses kept in that stable is about
seventosn hundred. It is well known that &
horse could be put to no more racking and
wearing work than dragging horse oars, espe.
cially over so long and tedions a route as the
Third avenus. For this reason the number
?:rrll.nblod horses on this line is always very

e large houpital yoom, which {s eon.
nected with the on, is always well filled
with equine ;;‘Uunu. and according to the
veterinarian of the line, the number is gen-
crllli in the neighborhood of one hundred
and fifty. The troubles of the animals prin-

ly arise from straine and wronches
which they receive in pounding over the
cobblestones, and they are very seldom dis-
abled by sickness or disease, Ooeasionally
they overheated in the summer, and that
necessitates laying them off for a few days
or weeks, butusually their feet and ln:l ﬂu
out, their muscles get puffed up an f
A on th:{ are at onos sent to the hos-
rihl.
