For Procuring Chenp Tickets Outside the
Comblnntlon for Tiro Arnbs Mm. 3n-n- rr'

Aent la Denied the Privileges of
tbe (Snrdrn An Untivnlllmr Appeal to tbo
Coiiiiiilaalnncm of I.'lilliilsrntlon.

Tho CaUlo Garden Committee of the Emi-
gration Commission held a closed meeting on
Thursday afternooiCnfc which matters only
of routlno importance, it was taid. wcro

Mrs. Carolino Gasscr, who keeps
tho Hotol Ituth, at 18 Greenwich streot, np.
peared beforo the Commissioners aud in a
very pathetic manner implored thorn
to remove tho embargo which they
four weoks ago placed upon her house.
Vainly sho has tried during nil theso weeks
to havo her difficulties with tho Commission,
ers settled amicably, but nt last, scciug that
her business aud livlihood wcro being mall,
cioualy tor away from hor, sho humiliated
herself nud mado her appeal in person to tho
Commissioners. Thoy, howovor, remained
obstinato, and refused to rescind their
order denying hor agent admission to4 Castle
Garden.

Four weeks ago two Arabs nrrived at Citstlo
Gardon. They wero destined for Omaha,
Neb., nnd not having sufficient money to pay
tholr railroad faro over tho pool lines, they
wcro cust usido by this graspiug nnd illegal
combination which holds sway over Castlo
Gardon. Tho ruuuor who solicits boarders for
the Ituth buw them and persuaded them to ro to
his houso. ncreoinc to obtain thoui tickets for
Omaha outsido the Garden considerably less
less than asked for by tho pool. Tho man
agreed, and, after laying Barney Biglln's

agent 00 cents to tako thrco bundles to
the hotol, thoy left tho Garden in company
with tho runner. Tho following day tho
runner took tho Arabs to tho ofllco of tho Old
Dominion Railroad, on Bowling Green, nud
obtoinod their tickets to Omaho for $23.75
each. Tho rato charged by tho pool in
tho Gardon is $26, a saving to
the immigrants of $2.25. This
obtaining of tickets by runners or agencies
not within tho pool is objected to by tho
Commissioners. Tho runner, of course, re-

ceives a commission from the company, but
notwithstanding that in many cases it is a
decided saving to the immigrants tho Com-
missioners deom it a pernicious practice
All tho power of their machine-aide- d Agont
Doane, is brought to bear to make an lo

of any 0110 daring to purchaso a ticket
for nn immigrant anywhoro but at Castlo
Gardon.

When the two Arabs returnod to the
Garden, preparatory to going West, an old
missionary in tho Garden, who makes a prac-
tice of booking all the Arabians who come to
this country, got them to complain to the
Commissioners about the runner of tho Buth
booking them on " outsido " agencies. Ho
also alleged that tho runner represented that
ho was from a hotel with which he had no
connection. The Arabs had no complaint to
make about thoir treatment. Thoy wero not

or defrauded out of any money,
but were treated in a kind and humane
manner.

On this complaint the runner was banished
from the Garden, for booking passengers on
outsido agencies. The Commissioners were
not contented with this punishment, but
took away tho boarding-hous- e license from
Mrs. Gassor, for an act of indiscretion on the
part of hor roprcsontativo, for which, proba-
bly, she was not accountable. Since then
the woman has tried to havo her privileges
restored, but tho vindictive Commissioners
remained obstinate and refused to listen to
hor appeal.

At last, seoing that no redress could be
gained from tho Commissioners, sho y

nppcaled to an Evenino Would reporter to
give ventilation to tho manner in whioh she
is being persecuted, which sho considers is a
gross outrage.

"For over thirty-fiv- e years," she said,
" tho Hotol Buth has been doing business in
Castlo Garden. My father, who Is now dead,
formerly was tho proprietor. He always en-
deavored to act justly with all Immigrants who
came to our-- Iioubo, nnd it is my aim to follow
in his footsteps. Wo havo never been ac-
cused of acting unjustly to any person, and I
do not think the Commissioners of Emigra-
tion ever received a word of complaint from
nuy immigrant who has como to our house.
Since our expulsion my business has fallen
away to almost nothing, and unless the Com-
missioners rolcnt I am at a loss to know what
I shall do. I desiro no sympnthy, but only
that my case be treated in a lair and impatiai

Armed with tho poor woman's story of her

treatment, Tun Evenino Would reporter
called upon Commissioner Hauselt, whoso
sympathies nro always with tho poor and op-
pressed, nnd asked him why tho womuu's
licenso was taken away. Ho said: "Borne of
tho Commissioners doom it a crime for a
runner of a boarding-houB- e to book immi-
grants on agencies outside of Castle Garden.
This man has been accused of this, nnd in
consequonco has been denied admission
to the Gardon. This is, as far as
I know tho only complaint mado againbt tho
anan. Tho house which he represents has
always beon n thoroughly roliable ono, and
immigrants going thero havo always been
treated kindly and humanely. I have not
suspended tho man, and sho will havo to
Kubinit hor caso to tho Commissioners beforo
anything can bo doue in the matter. This
will all require some timo.

Officer Edward Sullivan, of tho Mayor's
Marshal Offlco, whose duty it is to inspoct
aud look ufter tho licenses of tho boarding-hous- o

keepers, was also seen by an Evenino
World roportor, Ho said t "I know Mrs.
Gasser rma can vouch for the fact that sho is
a thoroughly reliablo and honest business
woman. No complaints havo over been made
to me about her house.

The people there
take a lively interest in tho peril of their
neighbors, the Peruvians, at the hands of the
Chilians. They think it natural for Peru's
causo to find friends in New York. Chili,
they say, is undoubtedly trying to absorb
Peru, having already gotten a Dig slice off
hor southern territory and all of Bolivia's
coast-lin- e. But the Argentine Bepublicans
don't think the rest of the civilized world is
going to acquiesce in Chili's grab-gam- e.
