The iron railing is on » foundation wall of
brick, whose w rn oxtremity, through the
of the ground, is six or seven feet in
height, lhoug!l the opposite end is on n level
with the path. The mortar has fallen from
the eracks, two or three slender weeds spring
from its sides and sway lightly in the sea
breeze, and the wash from the coping has
disgolored the walls with iron stains.

If you are a man you can olimb over the

railing and resd the inseriptions on the
vostones, If you are not, then no intro.
uotion to the humble demd is possible, ns
the gate is locked, the lottering bing been cor-
roded by the breath of the sen to indistinet-
neus, and not oven the lrwll,licm of the epi-
tﬂ:hu] ers on Liberty Island. The wout-
od Jot of the dead has followed them, and
they sleep lanrntm beneath the sheltering
shudowr of the willows whose weeping
branches tradl above their heads,

The &]lmst of Hicks, the pirate, is said to
haunt the barracks, lint the spirits of thess
tenants of the grave enme back only s tender
memories to a soldier's heart and n soldier's
household, and the soldier and his household
have now i}wuma memories, too,

The long grasses, nourishied by the bodies
of the dead, wave with s pit,\'inr sigh in the
strong, sulty wind, and are yellowed by the
nlembie of autumn. There are a dozen
graves in the inclosure, At their head drrmr
wearlly as many small American flags, with
dimmed colors, Hall a dozen pots of flowers
complete the decorntion. A searlet geraninm
and purple stock supply the one cheery bit of
color in the withersd vegetation. One pot
lies u“mn its side, the flower crushed. The
Grand Anoy of thae Ropublie decorated the
RIavos.

There is o touch of pathos in_ this lonely
little graveyard keeping so modestly in the
biuckground of the seene dominsted by the
luiuhi,v oddess, One wonders who its dead
were and how they came there. Wore they
dwellers long years ngo on the island 2 Who
followed them to their graves? and what
wore their histories ?

The puthos is deepened in a way when you

the conventional legends on the tomb.
stones and find that most of them mark the
final resting-place of children, Histories
they bad none, other than that they came
into the world and went out of it. They were
the ohildren of Major David Wilcox, once
stationed at Fort Wood on Liberty Island.
Probably their deaths figured in the rec.
ords jof the post. DBut when the foundations
for the statua were begun the military oc.
cupation of the place ceased and the records
were sent to the archives of the War Depurt-
ment. Col. A. G, Tassin, the present com-
mander on the island, now that soldiers are
Iﬁlln stationed there, knows nothing about
the little cemetery pateh,

Within the inclosure is another, with an
iron railing of the same charnoter. Two flat
tombstones are here, of white marble, One
is gaored to the memory of Virginia Davis,
stepdanghter of Muajor D, Wilcox, who died
ot the age of fiftecn. The other is to the
memory of Mrs, Wileox, who died in 1636,
and of Maria Batterloe Blewart, her daughter,
o baby of flve months,

The next tombstone, which is ontside the
inclosure, is to the memory of another infant
whose mortal life wns three years, foar
months and eleven days., Bhe was the
daughter of Edward B. and Rosina Smith,
and bore the large name of Eligabeth, Her
companion is also an infant, ** Joseph » (T
very big lotters), ** son of Joseph aud Mary
Young, aged two years."

Amon‘f the upright tomhstones is one of »
dark-red stone,which has been hadly chipped
and is covered with green from moisture,
This has some obituary poetry on it, the ono
instance in which the elegine muse consoled
the surviving friendsof the deceased with the
soothing balm of rhythm.

young Indies just now
i the collection of
mutnmn  leaves, and
parties of Liright, rosy
girls have been roam.

Park during the past
woek eagerly  gather-
ing the brighttinted
treasures.  The Park anthorition aro very
lenient at this senson of the year, and do no
object in the slightest to theke inronds so long
ns the lesf-guthorers do not boarn the shrub.
bery or broak the branches of the trees in
thelr offorts,

A better place than the Park to obtain
viried ecollection of autumn leaves could
hurdly be found, on necount of the many dif.
feront species of trees and shrubs enltivated
thero, The maples aro nmong the first of the
trees to ehange the color of their folinge nt
the nppronoh of cold weather, aud these are
now in their glory, They also surpass all
other trecs in the variety and richnoess of the
coloring of which their lenves are capabla,
and are the most sought affer by connois.
seurs,  Ouve ean find among them ‘all shades
of yellow aml red, besides frequently amin-
6lu|g of the two colors in the smiue leaf with

i most delleate workdngs and  shadings
which are found in the natural painting of
no othier leaf, As the maple trees aro plonti-
ful in the Park, those who desire to got
variety of hue in their collections will have
}jttle difficulty in securing what they want

Ocensionally the onk is unsurpassed in fhe
richness of its antumnal eoloring, capeeinlly
in the cnse of the black and pin onks, which
have swall and decply serrated leaves that in
their naturnl wtate are a deep glossy green.
The only tronble with onk leaves is that they
are not so sensitive to frost us the waple, sod
unless it comes severe at the beginning they
nre apt to get o dingy tinge in their coloring,

Then there are the leaves of varions vines
anil ereepers which are eapuble of the most
'nrg\n-c_mn_ frost-painting, especially those of

we Virginia erécper, which is very plentiful
in ull parts of the Park.,  The nction of the
frost changes them to n deep shiny red, and
nsingle vine will Lrighten a landscape won-
derfully.

A striking and almost startling contrast in
coloring is presentod by o combination of
muple and Virginia creoper lenves near the
Grand Drive in the upper end of the Park, A
wide-spreading maple tree, standing almost
alone on a little side-hill, glories ina thick
folinge of the most vivid yellow, Winding
ubout its trunk and up in awong its braneles
isn lnxurinut Virginin ercoper, whose rich
vermilion lvaves peep out Loro nnid there in
patehes hotweon the golden foliage of the
mnple.
