Thera are legitimate
(Y Exchanges, to be sure,
in all of the principal
citien of the country, but their lists of stocka
are compnratively small, and the volume of

their speoulative dealings eorre ndiliﬂ!f
limited, as compared with those of the New
York Exehnuge,

Within the past fow years the demand for
speoulative trading facilities, not ouly in the
Iarge gities, but in many of the smaller ones,

both in the United States and C s haa
been met in s manner that enables the peo.
plein theso intevior clties to trado in stooks
dealt in at the New York Btook Exchango,
and at New York figures, This is done by
the estahlishment of branen ** buoket-shopa "
in all theso different cities, whioh are in pri.
vate telegraphic communieation with the
gontral offioe in New York, whenca they are
{'ii rectly supplied with the New York quota-
one.

An n rule thess places are patronized much
more extensively than the regular Btock Ex.
changes, and as they nre usually fitted n{n in
an uf:mm. not to sy gorgeous, style, they

ave n mnch more aristocratio air than the
ordinpary bucket-shop. As s matter of faot,
thay are not commonly known by this oppro.
brious titla, bt are held out as branch of.
fices of some New York stock brokerage firm,
and thoso who gambile in them ars regard
as the customers of the firm. Their traos.
nctions are enlled contracts the same as if
they were dealing with o legitimate member
of the Stock Exchange here, and although no
stock is ever really bought on sale or deliv.
ered on thoss contracts, which are merely tn
the nature of registersd lists, the same as in
an ordinary bueket-shop, they are usually
ran by people who have some capital back of
them, and it s ded a8 oomrnl.luly
safe Lo trade with them so far a8 the ability
to collect ble profits is concerned.

It requires considerable eapital to run a
wystem of offices of this description, for soma
of thess firma or companiss maintain as
many &t a scors of branches in different parts
of the conntry, Tha{y ars to found in
almost all the cities in the interior of the

tats ghout New and in
Canada, and it was only n day or two ago that
it was r?nﬂed that two gorgeous Pah.ou of
this kind had just been opened in Montreal.

Excopt that it {8 not so common for the
proprivtors of thess places to ‘' lay down"
on their contracts, as in the oase of an ordi-
nary ansp buoket-shop, the methods of deal.
ing are almost identical, and are just as
unfavorable for the speculator,

There are several of these companies in
New York which maintain out.of-town
branches and they aro in hot water nearly
all the time on mccount of the opposition
which they meet everywhere from 1
suthorities, It frequently happens that when
a oustomer has hean wiped out after pu
up & big margin, he will take advantage o
