DASHED DOWN A MINE.

Four Men In Massuchusetts Fall 125 Feet
and Three Fatally Injured.

[APRCIAL TO THE EVENING WORLD.]
Prrravinuo, Mass,, Oct, 18,—A serious acci-
dent which ocenrred in West Stockbridge
near this eity, on Baturday, has just been re.
ported,

Four men employed in the mines of the
Hudson fron Company in that place fell 125
feot down a shaft and marvelously escaped
with their lives, The men are Patrick Cain,
sixty years old; Michael Flynn, aged fifty.five;
John Fallon, aged forty, and Patrick
Myers, nged 45. Thess men are old miners
and have been in the employ of the company
oa number of years. Myers is a boss and ha
for fourteen years spent his days under
fground in the service of this company,

Oun the morning in question they reached
the mouth of the pit abont 5,45 o'clock, They
noticed that the rope on the great drum used
in lowering and hoisting the buoket was wet
with a heavy frost of the night before, and
golltod the attention of the engineer to the

L,

It hns been a common occurrence at the
mine for the rope to slip and refuse to be
controlled by the brake, when wet, and the
remedy for this has generally beon to lower
the buoket until all the rope was out and
then sprinkle ashes or sand on_ the drum, so
that the rope in being reeled back in place
would hold securely. This precaution was

en.

At 8 o'clock the fonr men ped forward
to take their gll{‘ﬂl in the bucket to be
lowered. This bucket was nothing more nor
loss than three-fourths of an empty kerosene
barrel, the top of whioh had been sawed off
and an iron handle riveted to the sides. The
pit is 208 feet deep, with eight feet of water
at the bottom, while 125 feet down there isa
EL:nk staging, leldln.ﬁ to & drift which has

n opened st that level, and the arms of
which ran out 1,060 feet in all directions,

These four men put themselves in the
buoket, and no sooner had the e e been
started than they went outof bt like a
flash, while the heavy rope on the drmm
reeled off and through the guide-hole, until
it smoked. Meanwhile the boy enginecr ap-
Eliad the brake and called londly for help,

ut nothing eould stop the progress of that
dropping car until it met the platform at the
125-Tfoot level,

A rescuing party found the fonr mon, three
of them unconscious, jammed betwesn the
bucket, the broken raftors and the wide of
the shaft, where they had beed canght in their
terrible flight downward. The viotims were
nilii}" alive, but three of them will probably
die,

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HARLEM'S SCHOOL DISASTER.

FEARS THAT THE RUINS MAY CONCEAL
THE BODY OF ANOTHER VICTIM.

A Farce of Twenty Men Employed te Rearch
the Plles of Brick and Rubblsh—No Mere
Deaths Reported, and the Injured Doing
Well-The Police Leoking for Contractor
Kelly—Trying te Fix the Reaponsibility,

HEN the Fire Depart-
ment finished over
bauling the ruins of
FatherKinner'ssohool.
honse in East One
Hundred and Fif-
teenth street last night,
it was believed, na was
annonnced in yestor.
day's extra edition of
Tae Evesmxo Worrn,
that every body had
been recoversd from
the wreck, and that
the worst had been
known.

wards, Oneof the workmen ssserted that he
saw A man working at the bottom of the shaft

ust before the catastrophe occurred, and

t he conld not possibly have eseaped from
the building, and moreover & coat and vest
and trousers were fonnd at the place indi.
onted, jnst s if they had been hurriedly
dropped there.

'l‘Ea man was canght by falling bricks and
rafters, He is buried under an enormous
weight of debris, that will take many hours
to remove before the sugpicion can be con-
firmed. It is enid that the missing man is a
Hwade about forty years old named Johnson,
and that he was emploved by Hanson. the
boss framer of the building, Twenty labor-
ern engaged by the priest were put at work
at 10 o'cloek this morning to overhanl the
ruins tho hly.

The police have fet made no arrests in the
caso, but they are looking for Thomas Kelly,
the contractor, who built the first two stories
of the ill-fated sohoolhonse, He lives nt
Lexington avenue and One Hundred and
Sixth street, and since the accident has not
