McCrcady, of the editorial staff of tho
Standard, was asked y his opinion of
Mr. Ford's change of front, and tho effect of
tho JrUh World's hostility to Henry Georgo
and Dr. McGlynn. Mr. McCrcady in reply"
said: " Mr. Ford and tho Irish World havo con-
tributed very much to our movemont. I am
not surprised, however, at the announcement
of the defection of the Irish World. I havo
known for sonio time Mr. Ford's feeling in
the matter and have expected tho chango in
tho policy of his paper. Tho Irish World has
been luko-w,ar- for months, and many of
Mr. Georgo's friends have written to ask what
was tho matter with Mr. Ford. Tho writers
generally said that they had been convorted
to our principlos by Mr. Ford. I do not
think that Mr. Ford or tho Irish World will
hurt our cause or our tiekot very
much.
