McOrcady, of the editorial staff of tho
Standard, was askod y his opinion of
Mr. Ford's chango of front, and tho effect of
tho Irish World's hostility to Honry George
nnd Dr. McGlynn. Mr. McCrcndy in reply
said: " Mr. Ford and tho Irish World have con-
tributed very much to our movement.
