ms DEATH DUE TO EXPOSURE.

Patrick A. Flood's RUrange Dehavlor as
Fanwood Explained.

(rxciXL to tss svsimie woslc.J
runtrraxr), N. J., Oct. M. The body of

Patrick A. Flood, who was found yesterday
morning, perfectly nude and uncon-
scious, in s clump of bushes near
Guirrier's Hotel, Bcotch Flalns, and who
died last night, was brought this morn-
ing to Stilos's Morgue, Flalnfleld. It
was badly scratched by the briars, but there
was no ovidence of any violence. County
Physician Westcott, of Scotch Plains, who
took charge of the man from the time that he
was found ot 7 o'clock yesterday morning
until ho died, said that his death was caused
by exposure Flood was out in the cold rain
all Thursday night and was chilled through
and through.

James Flood, brother of tho dead man,
came out from New York last night. He said
that he and not his brother was Janitor of the
Twenty.second Regiment Armory, New
York, but that Patrick assisted about the
armory. Patrick livod at 139 West Four-
teenth streot. lie believed that his
brother bnd come out to Fanwood while un-
der the influence of liquor. Two drinks were
enough to mako him crazy drunk. The de-
scription of the man's actions before he took
tho bock at the station seems to indicate that
he was drunk.

The queer story told by the baokman,
Louis Charles, who drove Flood up to
Ileilley's, near Querrier's hotel, ss to how be
came into possession of the dead man's watch
and pooket-knif- o has been corroborated by
Mr. Bollley, in whose presenae Flood gave
the things to the haokman. Charles says
further that Flood insisted in getting out of
the hack and walking. This he did
once, but was coaxed baoked into the hack
again, but ho did not stay long. Charles,
who is but a boy of eighteen, became afraid
of tho man. whom he believed to bo crazy,
and so left him.

Every one believes now that Flood was
crazed ny drink, and while in this state camo
to Fanwood and aske'd for Iteilly, tho only

'roan he knew there, but whom he had not
seen for six ears. Iteilly did not recognise
him. Flood was a fine-looki- fellow, well
built and about twenty-fiv- e years of ago. His
body will be taken to New York this after-
noon.

Last night Johnny was " waked," and the
cramped quarters of tho sorrowing family
wero thronged with sympathizing friends.
Johnny was a groat favorite among tho boys
of the neighborhooo, and many of them camo
to pay their last respects to him, dead.

The remains lay in a pall-cover- casket
in the parlor surrounded by tho family.
Thomas Barrett, the fathor, was completely
brokon down, and the mother was aUo pros,
tratod with grief. At midnight tho comrades
of the father, who has been sevon years a
policeman, camo to the house and extended
thoir condolenoe and sympathy to him.

Mary Barrett, the sister in whoso immediate
defense tho manly lad was engaged when
Ouisejppe Longobardi fired tho fatal shot
from his English bulldog revolver, was fran-
tic with grief. Sho is a comely girl, eighteen
years of age, and her anguish was pitiful.

She lingers constantly over tho body of hor
brother snd defender, now kneeling with her
arms on tho carpet, pillowing her head; her
grieving sobs alono brenking the stillness;
and again half lying mi tho casket, her arms
thrown about it as if she could not givo up
the dead. Hor eyes oro swollen and red with
griof.

Annie, the othor sister, who is only cloven
years old, seems to bo and over-
whelmed by tho calamity which has fallon
upon her family, whilo tho parents appear
dared and benumbed by thoir misfortune

Tho face that is seon through tho panol of
glass in the casket is that of one in peaceful
repose. It is of a lad just passing into man-
hood. Thero is tho first signs of a mustache
on the Up, and the lines of tho faco indicato
4 kindly disposition.

Johnny Barrett was not robust, but when
be heard theory of his cldorsistor last Sun.
day night as they crossed Park row from
Baxter to Roosevelt street, and turning on
the curb saw hor stagging from the blow of
ono of two Italians, hu ran fiercely to hor de-
fense.

Ho was evidently bent
on murder, for bosidos the bull-do- g revolver,
which he was still flourishing when arrested,
ho carried a dongorous-lookin- g club, nud
thero wore extra cartridges for the pistol in his
pocket. He says ho is eighteen years old, but
he is probably thirty, lie declares that ho
knows nothing about what happened Sunday
night.
