To-da- v the campaign in Brooklyn begins
in earnest, and probably more hard work
will bo douo by both the old parties in tho
next eight days than has been douo sinco
1884.

With Alfred 0. Chapin ns their caudidato
for Mayor the Democrats fool certain of
victory, although Mr. Chapin may lose a good
many Cathollo votes becouso 'of his
negative action on tho Freedom of
Worship bill when ho as Speaker of
he Assembly. Tho Irish socioties havo
boon worked by Republican emissaries
to the utmost on this matter. Corporation
Counsel Jcnks says that the State Comp-
troller can explain his action when ho goos
on tho stump, and this ho proposes to do at
onco.

Col. Balrd. the Bopubllcan candidate for
Mayor, is making a llvoly cam ass and it is
whispered that in the uptown wards thero
has leen plenty of money sinco Republican
werkers began their house to house canvass.
Balrd expects to poll at least 2,000 Demo-
cratic Labor votes among the stone-cutter- s

and stone-mason-

Bam S. Utter believes that he can carry
over to the Prohibition fold not less than
2,600 Democrats who nro Methodists and who
aro a Uttle bit nottlod because Mayor Whitney
wss not renominated. Then Labor enndidato
John J. Clancv and his friends insist that he
will poll nearly 10,000 Democratic votes,
making a total of 14., 500 votes which the

expect to profit by.
On tbe other hand Chapin has carried a

Bepnblican Assembly District by 3,000 ma-
jority, and his backers ask why can't ho
mako up five times that amount in twelve
Assembly districts. He will not get many
labor votes because of his alleged unfavor-
able action towards tho five-ce- faro
bill in the Assembly, and what is described
os " his gonorally distinguished bearing "
on most matters Ordinarily this don't nllect
a candidate, but when bo is running against
a stone-cutte- r, who bolievcB iu saloons with,
out stirit, and is a Grand Army man be-
sides, it does, and the Republicans aro
working everything for all that it is worth in
this campaign.

Men of a sporting turn of mind are not
doing much betting. With tho Labor ele-
ment out the raco would be
cose, and its prosonce complicates mat-
ters even more. Iu poBt years before
the campaign had gono this far Democratio
politicians enjoyed themselves flashing $1,.
000 bills in the faces of their Bepnblican
friends, but so far this year thoy have not
done much of that.

The contest between Jury Commissioner
Wm. A. Furey, Democrat, and Justice Clark
D. Bhinehart, Republican, for the Shrievalty
began this morning, whon Mr. Furey started
in to undo a good deal of the work done
by his opponent in the last two
weeks. Furey is chief dispenser
of Navy Yard patronage, and has made a few
friends by the manner in which ho has dealt
it out, as well us a great many enemies
among those who want the earth.
But as Tax Collector, Jury Commis-
sioner and Secretary of the General
Committee, ho has made frionds without num-
ber. His leading opponent, Judge Court-
ney, who was beaten not by tho delegates,
but by the leaders, is working
bard for Finey, although he wants
to bo elected himself to his present
office. Bhinehart has, however, been doing
work that his Democratio opponents never
thought he could do.and tho Republicans say
frankly that Furey is tbe best man that the
Democrats could havo nominated.

Jobn C. Jacobs is slated to suc-
ceed Senator Pierce, one of tho Broadway
Ballroad Investigating Committee, and
Mortimor C. Earl will probably lwn
the privelege of running atrainBt
Senator Jacob Worth.

Anderson,
President of the New York Veteran Firemen,
btit an old resident of Brooklyn, will strive
to defeat Eugene F. O'Connor, who is tho
Republican nominee.

How He Assigned One .Month's Halary to Two
Persons and Called II a mistake.

The story that Col. John It. Fellows was
once in the habit of assigning his salary as
Assistant District-Attorne- y to George II.
Purser, a Ksssau street lawyer, and that on
one occasion Mr. Purser upon going to
collect the assignment found that it had been
previously collected by another asslgnoo, was
not denied by that gentleman this morn
iug whon questioned by a reporter of the
Evbniko World.

" Thero was, however, no intention what-
ever on tho part of Col. Fellows to defraud
me in this instance," said Mr. Purser,
who is a benevolent and kindly appear-
ing old gentleman, " and in fact it was a
mistako of niv own. I bad been
intimately acquainted with Col. Fellows for
many years, having mot him at tho Manhattan
Club. As every one knows, he is a man who
is somewhat careless in money matters, and
is continually gottiug into debt. Uo ap.
piled to mo for loans quite frequently
especially at the timo of this incident
when ono or two members of his
family had been very sick, and the physician's
bills had boon unusually heavy. I took an
assignment of his salary' for a month
or two as security. On ono oc-
casion, I think it ' was about two
years ago, ho applied to me for a loan
and I, understanding that he intended to as-
sign to me Jho current monthly salary as
security, drew up an assignment accordingly,
which no executed.

"Of course I was very much surprised
when I went to got tho money to find that it
had been collected by another person to
whom Col. Fellows had assigned it. I im-
mediately saw ,him about it and discovered
that he had not intended to assign that
particular month's pay, and- - in executing the
paner he had not noticed any error in
drawing it up. He promptly rectified the-erro- r

and executed a power of attorney for
the next month, and the whole thing passed
off with a smile. '

"Was there any botween myself
and Col. Fellows on account of theinoldent?
Most assuredly not. I have frequently loaned
him money on the same security since that
timo. though I havo not seen much of him
of late. He never borrowed except from his
most intimate friends, and he used to give
them ordors on salary in the same way
that he dealt with mo. He used to
like to borrow money from me because I
charged him less 'than the usual broker's
rateB. Of courso I don't believe in loaning
money without security;, but I am not a salary
broker, as I have seen it stated in tbe paper.
I have only lent monoy in this way to per-
sonal friends."

" Do you keep any record of these trans-
actions, so that you can definitely fix these
dates?"" No, I have never done so, and could only
toll the amounts I have lent Col. Follows
by looking over the stubs of my
old check-book- Whenever I collected the
money on these assignments I always used to
destroy the paper and that was an end of it."

. LITTLE JOE B RGER'S FATE.

Ills Body Found In a Cellar With tbe Face
Partly Eaten Away by Itats.

Little Joseph Berger, the thirteen-year-ol- d

son of Charles Berger, of 60 JAvenuo 0, was
found dead In the cellar of Mr. N. Lookwood's
cooper shop at 719 Fifth street this morning
with the right side of his face entirely eaten
away, evidently by rats.

The boy's father is employed in the mus-

tard factory of Johanna Stieglitz, also of 719

Fifth street, and tho little fellow
was in the habit of playing
about the two shops every day. He was
mode the messenger of the workmen, and
when a can of beor was wanted Little Joseph
was sent for It.

On Saturday last he was around the places
as usual and at about 8 o'clock his
father saw him for the last time
nlivo. It has been learned that sub-- I
sequcntly the men in tho coop-- I
erage sent him out for beer. It was his
fourth or fifth visit to the day,
and he never returned.

i About S.SO o'clock this morning Abraham
Lockwood, the son of the oooper, went into
tho cellar to remove some barrels, and in a
dark, corner stumbled over the
littlo fellow's body. It was lying foot towards
tbe door on tbe left side. The head rested
on a large gunny bag. The right side of the
faco, from tho ear to tho jaw, was entirely
eaten away. No other injuries about the
body wore found.

From appearances it is believed by the
boy's frieudB that he wont into the cellar to
sloeu and while there was attacked by rats
and Killed by them.

Nathaniel Lockwood, as well as Policeman
Jacob Heuch, say that whenever Joe'was sent
for a can of beer he took a drink him-sel- f,

and that he did this on Sat-
urday until at lost bo became
drowsy. Then he sought the collar to lie
down to sleep. Matthew-Legas- , who is

as night watchman about the
place, and who lives at 29 Avenue G,
says that on Saturday night at 6 o'clock, and
Sunday morning at abqut 6.45, he made a
round of the cellars, and saw nothing of the
boy. '

The littlo fellow was a constant attendant
of the paroohial school of St.' Nicholas' Cath-oli- o

churoh, and he will be buried from that
church Wednesday morning: at 9 o'clock.

tions must be the treaty of 1818.
The Harbor de'Orace standard says that if

the British Commissioners can't got free
fish, the sooner Newfoundland stringently
enforoes tbe Bait act, both against American
and French fishermen, the better. It im-
plores the Government not to make tho coun.
try a laughing-stoc- k to its jealous French
and American competitors by allowing the
Bait act, obtained at such cost and trouble,
to remain a dead-lette- r on the statute-boo-k.
