Another thing,
they can bo obtained at a very reasonable
prico, and thus a considerable obstacle in the
form of expense is overcome.

Ther are not made by machino or printing
process, but the illustration which the heavy
cardboard bears is drawn by a skilful artist
either in pen and ink, representing some
humorous or comical portrait or scene, or in
delioato wator-oolor- s, representing a Little
landscape. No two of these are made alike
now by the best manufacturers, for it
is not difficult for a skilful artist to vary them
indefinitely, but when thoy come into gen-
eral use it is not improbable that very cheap
assortments will be placed on the market,
and, in order to make those, lithographing
and printing will havo to bo called into
requisition.

"Do you sell muah after midnight?"
"Two, three, four, sometime six dollar,"

the Italian answered, in his short way, with a
now gesture and tono for each word. When
"ho sold "six dollar" ho shrugged his shoul-
ders and raised his eyobrows, as if admitting
that it was surprising and yet waatruo. In
winter ho calls in the fruit and roasts chest-
nuts.

These fruit vendors livo in cheap tonomont-house- s
on the east or wost sides. The work

is not hard, and thoso who stop selling at 0

and begin only at 9 have plenty of lelsuro,
Park row and the open space in front of the
Post-Oul- are the most desirable places in
town for fruit stands.

TIIE OFFICERS NOT RESPONSIBLE.

Means Adopted to Prevent Cheating Among
Hhlpa' Nlewards.

When a Covornment boat or merchantman
comos to port, or goes into commission, a
notice is inserted in tho papers that the ward,
room officers are not responsible for bills
which the steward may contract. This handi-

caps tho steward If he is disposed to pocket
tho money for provisions.

A steward's pay on a man-of-w- is $45 a
month. The captain has his own steward
and cook, and tho commissioned officers havo
thoirs. The steward Bailies forth at S o'clock
every morning to get meat and vegetables for
the day. According to the number in the
ward room, he gets from $16 to $40 forpaying
tho bills, and ho has to bring the receipts
homo with him. But ho can bring home
bogus receipts, and pocket tho monoy, leav-
ing for parts unknown when ho has

three or four hundred dollars.
So this notioe is put in tho papors to block
him off from devious coutbos.

Many of tho servants on the Govornmont
vessels, aro Japanese. The steward of tho
Nipsio whioh went into commission lately,
is a subject of the Mikado.

There is not the samo opportunity in the
sailors' rooms. Government contracts are
drawn up, in whioh the quantity and expendi-
ture for provisions is all agroeu on for-- a cer-

tain period. Bo the buyer in this department
does not have to pay for the stores when he
gets thorn, and ho can work in no Irregular
business with cash. A steward may havo
been with a ship six or seven years and his
honeBty thoroughly proven, but tho notice is
inserted all the same in the papors.

bo a favorito suicidal resort, or on tho flat
surface of the pedestal undernoatli, doubt-
less whero they fall in thoir dying efforts to
escape some unknown, horrible and mysteri-
ous fate. This has been tho oxperionco ever
sinoe the lights have boon put in, and very
frequently the slaughter has been excessive.
' One night a few woeks ago, wbon a violont
storm prevailed, thousands of birds wero
dashed in thoir flight against tho statuo.
How many wero blown over into the harbor
after thoy bod rocelved their death-blo- Is
not known, but in the morning more than
thirteen hundred dead bodies woro found
scattered all over tho island, from tho bal.
cony down, while tho base of the podostal
was thickly strown with victims.

As may be imagined Col. Tassin, who is
in command at Liberty Uland, has been
at some troublo to find out what to do with
his nightly feathered manna. Tho question
has been solved at last by putting the Stntuo
of Liberty under the same category as all the
other light-hous- along tho coast, so far as
making reports of all stranded birds are con-
cerned, and relieving tho Colonel of all
responsibility to milliners and proprietors of
fancy stores If ho negloots to respond to thoir
Importunate notes for feathered Supplies, for
which they aro not at all averso to paying a
fair sum.

" Well, what does become of tho birds now,
env way ?" inquirod a reporter of Col.Tassiu.

They simply go the way of all birds that
sacrifice their lives to a morbid curiosity in
this way, and find their way into the Smith-
sonian Institution nt Washington. This has
been dono for not moro than a month."

"How Is that?"" Because on the evening that we had that
big slaughter here about a month ago I, of
course, heard about it, but when I came to
look for the birds I could not find ono of
them. Then It came to my kncwlodgo for
the first time that the officials on the Island
wero selling the skins of tho birds to milli-
ners in town aa perquisites."

" Did you not think this proper?"
"Certainly not, because the birds were

publio pronorty, and I determined to find
out what the corroot method of disposition
was. So I went to Washington and studiod
up on the uovornmont system of records
such as is applied to the Light-Hons- o De-
partment, and after I had it well under way I
Introduced it on Liberty Island. It has
now been in operation for nearly a month,
and so far as I know works with great sue.
cess, and has resulted In no bickerings or

over tho deprivation of this sourco of
revenue."

" In what way is this reoord kept?"
"It merely consists in registering each

morning, in a book kept for the purpose, a
description of overy bird found under tho
statuo. This Includes, besides the descrip-
tion or name of the bird, the date, probable
hour of striking, tho direction and force of
the wind, numbor striking, number killed,
charaoter of the weather and general re-

marks, which in the courso of six months or
go will mako a very interesting record."" Of course the birds aro preparod before
you send them away f"" Certainly, they aro put in proper condi-
tion by a skilful taxidermist, although they
are not absolutely prepared for mounting.
I never send a baton of birds anywhere until
I get a lot. 200 or more. These I send to tho
Smithsonian and Washington National
Museums and other soientino institutions
in this State and in New England.
Any institution Is glad to get theso specimens
to add to Its collection, and it is oertainly
better than pandering to a dopraved whim of
fashion by selling tnom to milliners for bon-
net docorations. And besides tho specimens
themselves are often of suoh rarity that they
may bo regarded as genuine ouriosities. The
fact that they aro approolatod is shown by tho
fact that I have reoelved many letters both
from Washington offloers and the heads of
scientific institutions thanking me for what I
have already done in the matter."" How does tho statue rank In your experi-
enceI as a bird-killin- g light?"

"From what I have seen during the past

month I should say thai it was a mote de-
structive light in this respect than any other
light in tho country. Certainly hurt month's
rocord has been unusually heavy. It ls often
easy to toll beforehand what sort of a crop of
birds may be expected the next morm.
ing by observing the character of the
neather. If tho atmosphere ls thick and
muggy or it is very dark you can always ex.
pect a pretty large springing, bnt on clear,
bright nights tho number of unfortunates is
comparatively small. Just at this season of
tho year also wo aro moro apt to gather full
crops than at any other season, because the
birds are now migrating. Many of them
travel in the night. Somo of them always
do, and it Is tho blinding glare of the elec-
tric lamps that bowilders tho birds as they

by and causes them to swerve againstfiaxstorch or head of Liberty in their flight.
However, there aro occasions when no rules
seem to work, and there has been known to
bo a great slaughter on a bright night if a big
migrating flock happens to pass over the
island in the night.''

"Is there any uniformity in tho spocios of
thoso birds?"" Yes, to n largo extent. Almost all tho
birds we pick up belong to three or four dif-
ferent kinds. The commonest species which
we find is a bird which resombles a wron, I
haven't yet cscertalnod tho soiontlllo name,
and I only say it looks like a wren becauso I
am protty certain it is not one. However, I
will be nblo to satisfy your curiosity beforo
long. Then there is the rail, which is oc-
casionally slaughtered in large numbers ; the
cat-bir- blackbird, and several kinds of
night-bird- s, including the whlppoorwills."
