was at its height, for in those
times cripplod soldiers with large famllios
and small pensions oould find but littlo elso
to do, and so of neoessity took to grinding out
the then popular war songs. Bui since that
time thero has been a gradual but steady fall,
ing off in tho number of grinders and tho
rendering of popular tunes at 0 a. m. has
been growing beautifully less, for those of
the soldiers who are not dead havo found
othor moans by which to fight the wolf.

The hand-orga- n man's Btock of tunes varies
year by year as old airs die out or new ones
become popular, but a few old ones, as " Nel-
lie Gray," Old Folks at Home " and tho
like are always to be heard. " White Wings"
is on its deathbed along with the " Mikado."
"Erminie," " Rockabye Baby," "Johnny
Got Your Hair Cut." The Cricket 8ong7'
and " Tho Lettor that Nover Came"
aro among the airs to whioh
tho organ man was partial, and "Boulanger's
March " is now being transposed, cut up and
murdered to suit tho different koyi of the
various organs.

The most interesting rello of old New York, per-
haps, Is Black Barn's or Fraunces' Tavern, on the
corner of Pearl and Broad streets. It was here
that Washington was lodged after the evacuation
evacuation by the British, and hero that his
memorable farewell to his officers was spoken.
The building Is a plain brlrk structure, five stories
high, though it is not improbable that tho two
upper atones have been added stneo the present
century cameln, the great thickness of the honest
old walls making such an addition easily possible.
Tho houso was built about 1T80 by the
neLanoey famllr, and Samuel Fraunces
opened It In ltoi as an Inn. It was the
Saturday night rendezvous of a gather-
ing of choice spirits, who called themselves the
Social Club and remained open throughout the
war. Black Ram, though known to be on tho Lib-
erty aide, being a favorite of the Tories as well.
It is now kept by one Jacob Ktzcll, who la very
proud of tho history of tho old place, and looks
with scorn on the claims of spurious Washington's
headquarters elsewhere. The dining-roo- where
the last t nat was drank and tho last handclasp
given before Washington took host at Whitehall to
lay down his commission before Congress, Is on
the second noor ; a low-cell- room with deep
window seats that would put a modern builder's
flimsy walla to shame. A portrait of Washington
bangs In It and long tables are ranged up and
down Its length.
