It Will Tnkn Nearly 2,000 Slen Three

of tho great vessel; The designs were pre-
pared by tho Harrow Hhlpliulldlng Company, of
Harrow, England, and were submitted to the Navy
Department last March In response to an adver-
tisement for competitive dcilgns for two armored
vessels, one to be a cruiser and the othet a battle-
ship. The Harrow design was Judged the best of
the liattle-ahlp- and accepted by the Secretary of
the Navy nd received the prize of tl6,uuo offered
by the Government.

Tho vessel will be WO feet In length, 04 feet
beam, and have a mean draught of water of 5'SK
feet. When fully equipped and at her normal
draught, her total illsplaLcment or weight will be
6,8iio tona.

Hhe will bo propelled by twin screws, actuated
by two Independent sets nf machinery, vertical
triple expansion engines, which, when developing
h,aou Indicated horse-powe- r, will Rive the vessel a
speed of seventeen knots per hour, or a measured
mile. The coal bunkers will contain vso tons of
coal, or sufficient to enable tho vessel tn steam
0,000 miles at twelve knots an hour, or 2,180 miles
at full speed.

Technically apeaklng, tho vessel Is a twin-scre-

bolted, double-turr- ship, with an armored re-
doubt Incloslmr the lower parts of the turrets, tho
hydraulic machinery for moving tho turrets and
loading the nuns and the funnel casings of the
boilers. The upper deck Is eighteen feet above the
water, and upon It aro two turrets of twelve-Inc- h

steel armor, each containing a twelve-Inc- h gun.
The turrets are placed en eehe Ion that Is, the rd

one Is on tho port side, and tho other one Is
on tho atariioard side, ao that each of the twelve-Inc- h

guns may be brought to bear right ahead or
riant astern, as well as on both broadsides. Two

h guns are placed upon central pivot mount-
ings forward and aft upon this deck for bow and
stern chasers.

A light supcrstrncturo. forming a bridgo dcok,
la built upon thla deck, providing a dear space for
the navigation of tho vessel, tor the storage of
boats and lor the mounting of a few light machine
suns and search-llght- A chart-hou- and flying
bridge, carrying two rapld-tlrln- g guns
and two search-light- s, are provided. A neavy
armored conning tower, twelve Inches thick, Is
plsced well forwared, on a level with the bridge-dec- k.

The communications with the conning
tower for navigating the vessel are protected by
an armored tube taree Inches .thick.

Four h gnna are arranged on sponsors on
tho main deck the one next below the upper
deck, two commanding a range from right for-
ward to twenty-riv- e degrees abaft tho beam, and
two others similarly aft. Four four

s, llotchklss rapid firing guns and
forty-seve- n revolving cannons are found on the
main deck, the whole of the guns on thla deck be.
lng protected by one and a half Inches
thick, and the guns disposed to seouro a heavy
bow and stern fire and a good defense against
torpedo boat attack.

Elaborate provisions are made for the use of tor-
pedoes. Means aro provided for ejecting tor-
pedoes through tubes In six positions one forward
(through the bow), one art (through the stern) and
tour through the sides.

The protection of the vital parts of the shin con-
sist! of a atrel armor belt twelve Inchea thick, ex-
tending forward and all over a length of 159 feet,
terminating at each end with an armored breast-wor-k

six Inchea thick, extending diagonally across
the centre of the vessel. Tho snme belt la backed
with alx Inchea of wood, twolblcxneases of steel,
plating, ot an Inch thick, and rigid
framing and girders.

An armored protective deck, three Inches thick,
extendfover the engines, boilers and magazines,
sloping down forward and alt to tho extremities
of the vessel, protecting the steering gear 11ft and
meeting the bow at the point of the ram. The
stem la formed In a powerful ram, and heavily
atrengthened. Tho redoubt upon the main deck,
inclosing the base of the turrets and their Rear, la
twelve Inohcs thick and covered with one-Inc- h

plating over the space not occupied by the turrets.
The hull Is built entirely of steel, on the cel-

lular system. Tho double bottom extends under
the engines, boilers, and magazines fora length of
160 feet, and Is divided both longitudinally and
transversely Into nnmernua water-tig- ht compart-
ment, fltted for water-ballas- t, so that the vessol
may be trimmed when coal and atorea are d.

Great strength Is given to the structure
by the bulkheads and decks, longitudinal bulk-bea-

extend foromo distance fore and aft, to--
ether with tranavcrse bulkheads, dividing theS ull Into a great a number of water-tig- ht com-

partments.
The engines aro placed In two compartments

and the boilers In four, and a pecullor feature la
that the magazines and shell rooms sre In a series
of central, midship compartments, oxtendlng
through the boiler rooms, thus bringing the am-
munition directly under the guns, and In the
moat thoroughly protected part of theahlp. This
la a feature of the latest foreign designs. The
vessel Is entirely without sails and spars, being
fltted with two sieel military masts, carrying four
machine-gun- s In their tops.

The appropriation for building the vessel,
ot armament, la iJ.soo.ooo, and the esti-

mated cost ot the hull la $1,890,000. and of the ma-
chinery 1185,000.

Then eight of the armor In the vessel Is 1,200
tona. Thla wld be made by the Uethlehcm Iron
Company, of Uethlehem, Pa. , and will cost about
SOTO,!). The weight of other bteel material In the
hull will be about 2,800 tons, und of woodwork
about 290 tons.

The amount expended In labor upon the hull
alone will not be fur from $1,000,000. The exten-
sive preparations which are necessary here before
beginning the Bhlp will prevent the laying of the
keel for ten or twelve months, and Constructor
Howies thinks that It will require at least three
yrara to complete tho ship when once begun,
employing aTorce of trom 1.600 to 2,000 men.
