The Jail

officers will not permit any ono to enter

the jail, and ore Tery reticent about the

matter.
How Lingg eeonrod the cap found in his

cell is a mystery, as his cell and clothing

were again thoroughly 8earchod yesterday

and to all appearances tho guards that sit

in front of his cell havo watched him

every minute. Lingg has always been

regarded as the most desperato Anarchist of

he lot. It was he who manufactured the

bombs for the Haymarket riot and in whose

cell the bombs were found last Sunday.

TUT DYNAMITE IK HIS MOUTH.

At a quarter to 9 precisely, Lingg plaeod in

his mouth one of the powerful caps used in
exploding dynamite, bent oyer and lighted a
candle and then fired it.

The explosion tore away both lips and the
tongue, lacerated the face horribly, blew

away nearly all tho teeth on tho

left side and fractured tho lower

maxillary. He feU to the floor with a
stifled cry and lay there in a convulsion of

ogony, tho blood pouring from tho ghastly

wounds.

TEE JAU. TABS.

When the door was opened by tho death-watc- h

and the jailer the man presented a
spectacle never to bo forgotten. Thore was
littlo smoke from tho explosion and the re-

port was like that of a pistol
somewhat muffled. Lingg was hurriedly
raised and placed upon his cot, and at first
was supposed to be dead. Tho blood pouring

i back into the throat was strangling him.
' THE WOUND rBONOUNOED MOIlTAXi.

Ho was turned up on his side, his eyes
protruded and the sight seemed to have been
destroyed. With his hands ho made feeble
attempts to beat away the assistants, and

, with a gurgling half cry, half moan, ho
' seemed to be struggling to speak.
; The physician, who was hurriedly sum

moned, pronounced the wound mortal, and
at this moment, ono hour after the explosion,
he is reported to be rapidly sinking.

The instrument of death and manner of its
uso was worthy tho man.

If it had been a bomb it would have blown
the jail to pieces,

The caps used in exploding dynamlto aro

ono inch long and made of Fresser copper.
They contain five grains of pure fulminate of
meraury, which more than half fills the cap.
The fuse is inserted in this, and whon the
spark roaches tho fulminate tho powerful
detonation 1b sufficient to explode the dyna-
mite surrounding it.

I once saw the whole hand blown off a
miner who was incautiously twisting a fuse
into one of these caps. Tho copper tubo is
invariably scattered by tho explosion and
tho fragments, as sharp as a knife, odd
materially to its deadly powers.

now DID HE OET JOE CAPS?

This sots at rest the question that Lingg
was furnished with tho materials of his pe-

culiar warfare. Ho and his associates, it will
be rememberod, have stoutly asserted that the
bombs found in his cell wero placed
there by police, and now it will be seen that
tho materials had boen conveyed to him by
some ono who know tho deadly power of
these caps. They are no larger than
tho cartridges, and could
ob easily be concealed in a
part of his clothing without
attracting notice even if ho wore searched.
Tho cap which did this work oould have
been passed to him a dozen ways. Eda Muller,
liis sweetheart, might easily have concealed
it in hor mouth and passed it to him in a
kiss.

It may have come in a candle, in a cigar or
concealed in any apparently harmless trifle.

Lingg gave no signs of his design this

morning. His "Wio Gets" was as choerful
as usual. When ho awoko and saluted his
death watch, once looking out of his cell, he
laughed. There was nothing in any occurrence
to laugh at and something in his thoughts
seemed to amuse him. Several times he
paced up and down in his usual nervous
fashion. Then he become quiet and attracted
no notice until the explosion.

EXCITEMENT AT TITJB JAIL.
Intense exoitement reigns in the jail. It

was at first thought that Lingg had shot his
death watch; then it was supposed ho had
fired a pistol through the bars at some
one. A hundred voices wero clamoring
at once. Fielden, Parsons, Engel and Schwab
pressed their faces against the grating to see.
Spies cowered in the uttermost end of his
cell. Fischor yelled in terror. The pistol
theory still obtained for some minutes after
Lingg's ceU had been opened. But no
weapon was found. The candle, with ita
end shattered and bloody, was found
near htm, and this led to the supposition that
Lingg had used a bomb concealed in a candle.
It was not until the physician had found a
fragment of the copper in the mass of raw and
quivering flesh which was once the handsome
face of tho bomb-mak- that the truth was
discovered.

When Spies learned that his mortal
enemy of late had hoisted himself on a
petard he illy concealed his gratifica-

tion. There has been no love lost betwoeu
theso two since the Supreme Court's de-

cision. Spies stood in deadly fear of
Lingg, and Lingg seemed resolutely deter-
mined that Spies'a neck should not escape tho
gallows by any show of contrition or wild ap-

peal for clemency. ' ' nang or go free " was
Lingg's motto, and be meant to see that Spies' s

fate should not be gentler than his own. It
was thought by those conversant with
tho affair that upon the slightest show
appearing of clemency for Spies tho bomb.

enable him to live several days.

WHAT WrUi BE DONX WITH KMl
A serious question as to what will be done

with him has arisen. Unless re-

prieved ho must, according to law,

Recovery would be
impossible in his caso, even were
tho wound less extensive, for, asido from tho
merourial poisoning of tho flesh, fragments
of the corroded copper havo been driven in
beyond probing, and the ensuing inflamma-
tion will cauio death.

WILL BE nANOKD IT ALIVE.

Sheriff Matson says tho wounded man will
bo hanged if alive then, unless
the Governor shall repriovo him.

Tho case with which Lingg got or retained
the dynamlto cap, in spito of all precautions,
has shown danger to many people who hvae
not seen it bofore. They say now that if
Lingg could secrete that weapon so it could
not ho found, it would bo easy to hide dyna-
mite and explode it, too. in big buildings in
Chicago.

LAWYEBS AND ANARCHISTS.

Mr. V. V. Hunt, the attorney for Lingg,
who has beon trying to have the Anarchist
declarod insano, was at Judge Baker's house
this morning at 8 o'clock and asked the Judge
to hear the petition and grant a writ for an
nquiry into Lingg's sanity.

The Judge told Mr. Hunt that the petition
must not bo presented to him but to tho
court, and that his court had adjourned until
10 o'clock this morning. Thereupon Mr.
Hunt departed, saying f.bat ho would appear
in court.

Tho application for a writ of habeas cor-

pus, signed by Spies, Fielden and Schwab
lato yesterday, was presented to Judge Bakor
at bis houso this morning. Tho application
will be argued in his court later.

It is understood that two applications for
writ of habeas corpus will bo mado this morn-
ing in the caso of the other Anarchists, but
the judges beforo whom action will be taken
aro unknown.

cmoAOO tquAL to the ohdeal.
Underneath all the chatter of tho chicken-hearte- d

is rising the spirit of determination
that any Anarchist attempt to disturb the
city's poace shall bo visited heavily upon tho
offender. There is a spirit of war in the air,
and at tho word Chicago will havo tens of

thousands of resolute dofondors rallying to
the preservation of hpr interests.

If troublo Is to como it will not be on one
side.

Tho workingmen are wild with indignation
that Anarohists should nssnmo that their in-

terests aro identical. If thcro is a riot or an
assault, tho worklngmon will bo among tho
first to meet it and punish ita leaders.

Tho feeling is now running high and lamp-
posts will bear multitudinous fruit if tho
threats of the " Beds" take the shape of aotlon.
Thore will assurodly bo no nonsense, no mild
arrests or ineffective clubbings whon tho
main shock is at hand.

As for demoralization, there is nothing of
the kind. Anger is tho chief emotion ex.
citod by tho danger, and theso strong men of
tho West will snuff the battlo from afar if
danger means moro than bombast and
threats.

Every precaution is bolng taken to
agaitiBt an outbreak, and it is not at all

probablo Hint thero will bo any collision to-

morrow.
What may oomo after tho execution is

a different matter.
To mo tho outlook is that if the "Reds"

contemplate any violence their minds will be
changed when they view the grim muzzles of
guns with capable men behind thom men
who are not to bo surprised or struok without
striking back. Thero is considerable snarl
ing, but tho wolves will bito at exceedingly
long range.

LINOO BBBATHES BIS LAST.

Louis Lingg died at 2.60 of a shook and
hemorrhages. For an hour beforo death he
sufferod littlo or no pain.

The examination made by tho physician
showod that the laoeratlons wero even more
horriblo than had boon supposod.

Tho sphenoid and ethmoid bones and
tho lower maxillary wero shattered.
Both chooks woro blown to shreds.
Tho sight of both eyes was dostroyed,
the tonguo blown completely out, tho
fauces, palate find larynx shook-ingl- y

torn and lacerated. Splin-
ters of tho ooppor woro driven down-
ward and upward, causing extensive lesions.
That he survived ten minutes 1b quite an
evidence of his suporb vitality.

The amnesty movers aro dolighted at
Lingg's death, and say now that there is no
obstacle in tho way of tho Governor's inter,
ferenco.

The New In New York.
Herr Most was found in his littlo sanctum

in William street, editing Der Frrthcit, the
journal of tho Anarchists. Ho said :

" I think he was right if it is a fact that he
has committed suicide, but I cannot draw
any conclusions from his death until I hear
all tho particulars."

Tho Socialist organizations of" Now Tork
havo received a permit from Superintendent
Murray to parade the streets of this city ten
thousand strong, as a protest against the exe-

cution of tho Anarchists condemned to be
hanged at Chicago

In view of the proceedings which have oc
ourrod in Chicago, Supt. Murray called all
the preoinct Captains together this morning
and ordered them to detaU platoons of police
to march with tho' procession and to
hold all their reserves in readiness
at tho station-houso- s in case of troublo.
There is an impression at Follco Headquor.
ters that some malicious person may cause a
disturbanco or riot among tho paraders by
the throwing of missiles.

"Do I think he was right? Most as-

suredly," said Editor Sohevitch. " At the
best thero was but littlo hope for him; for
even if his Benton co had been oommuted he
would havo been consigned to prison
for life, and as the feeling against Lingg is
bltteror than it is against tho others, the
treatment which ho would have recelvod
would have beon a thousand times worso than
death.

" With this suicide of Lingg the first of the
series of judicial murders 1b consummated.
His blood is on tho governing
classes of this country, and what ha
happened y. and what will happen to.
morrow will mark tho turning point in the
whole history of tho social movemeut in this
country."
