As It was urged that psyments to the troops st
short Intervals would rend to oheck desertion end
Improve the morale of tbe army, thirty-fiv- e posts
were selected in the vloialty of the stations of pay-
masters for monthly pejments, which could be
made without any addltloasl cost to the Govern.
meat. It wss Impossible to extend tho system to
more Isolated posts on account of the loss ot time
consumed la travelling to and from them. If it Is
deemed to be In the interest of the servloe that the
system ot monthly payments be extended to the
entire srmy the Paymaster-Gensr- sl recommends
that the act of July ft, last, be so amended as to
limit the number ot psymsstera to forty tea num-
ber now la the department and tost the proviso of
the sot be so smended vhst hereafter sny pay-
master of the rank of Major, who has served twenty
ytats In the srmy as a commissioned officer, stall,upon bis own sppllcatlon or by direction of the
President, be retired. This legislation, it ootsined,
the Faymaiter-Gener- al thinks will rises on the
retired list four officers whose applications for
retirement are pending In the War Department,
and will give in their places four active officers and
arrest any further depletion of the available forces.

With the department tana streagthensd. It will
be possible to psy the enure army as now stationed
at least once a month. In regent to paymasters'
accounts, the report says pay ofnoers are required
to renew their bonds ex furalah additional esoarUy
at lssat once in four yeara The only bslsneea that
are possible to remain against the paymaster after
closing his accounts, are those which msy arise
in their settlement with the accounting offloers of
the Treasury. DlsaUowaaoes whloh are charged
against psy officers are, with two exceptions, upon
voooosrs paid la good farm and are bemg rapidly
adjusted by the offloers affected.

Among tbe charges raised by the Second Comp-
troller sgalnst several pay officers, Items of dis-
bursements are found which were paid by order ot
the Secretary of War. ttueh disallowance works
great hardship to the disbursing officer, a on the
one hand he is confronted with the charge ot dis-
obedience of orders sod on the other with assum-
ing a liability for which he will be held pecuniarily
responsible. The Paymaster-Genera- l thinks no
officer should be answerable for the same aotloa to
two Independent saperlors, and therefore urge
that the leglslstlon necessary to define the powers
of the War sad Treasury dspartments to matters
of account be requested. Be recommends thst
Section 1,190, Revised Statutes, be so amended as
to authorise the appointment by tho Secretary of
War of such number of additional clerks to psy-
msstera at the service msy require.

The department wu uked to re-
open the cue, and the Importers ststcd that they
repeatedly attempted to files protest and sppeal
before the liquidation, but were deterred therefrom
by the Depnty Surveyor, who renreseatod that they
would be quit In time it tbe protest wu made after
the liquidation of the entry, and that they accord-
ingly filed a protest and appeal within forty-eig- ht

hours after recetvtng notices of liquidation.
Secretary Fairctrttd.'ln'a'lttter to the Surveyor

tnregsrdtothls ease, says the Jaw is 'mperauvo
thtt protest and appeal are to be filed after liquida-
tion and not after notice thereof, and that It is not
required thst notice of liquidation shall be given to
Importers.
