and gathor them from n tract whers the nox-
ions tondstool grew in company with the sdi.
ble mushroom. Bhe easily diseriminated be-
tween them,

There are so many different kindn of mush-
rooms that a feast could be prepared of soveral
conrses of them, each having a distinct flavor
from the other. The button mushroom is
the one most frequently met with as s garnish
to beefstoaks in the restaurants. ost of
thesas are imported from France, where the
mushroom culture is s flourishing industry,
At one cavernous region there sevon miles
Are overgrown with mushrooms,

The greater number of New York reatan-
rants are snpﬂi)ud from caves and cellars in
I!aw Jersay ng Island and Westchester,
Years ago a man hired part of the old
abandoned aquednet in the neighhorhood of
One Hundred and Fourth street, with a view
to raising mushrooms for the city. Business
wns guch in his venturs that he was aftor-
wards obliged to hire cellars to raise a more
abundant supply.

A lnrge company has been formed in Illi-
nois which hires cellars for mushroom oul-
ture, and it does such an_extensive business
that it now gets the mushroom from
France and grows them from this, This
sporm, which is found in the black earth,
looks like a ragged hair with white ts on
it, or a8 if a piece of white thread had lain in
the gronnd until it rotted. The sperm is put
into eakes of manure, and they are broken
up and planted in the flelds,

Field mushrooms are better than thome
which grow in cellura, for the latter are
sogey nnd not ko well flavored. Some of the
best mushrooms grow in sheep pnstures,
B‘r.'vcrul \'eridellmuun varieties are found in
Central Park. One enthusinst on mushrooms
frequently gathers a quart in Madison
Squade, opposite Twenty-fourth street. Ho
5?“ out in the very carly morning, before

¢ dew is off the ground, and plucks the
delicate fungi which have lprickﬂl through
the ground over night, and look like tiny
snowbnlls. He has also found them in City
Hall Park, opposite Warren streot, somo
thirty feet in,

Mushrooms are boiled or stewed and also
pickled, A little good sweet oil should be
used to fry them in. Butter, pepper and salt
give the proper seasoning,

A good erop of mushrooms may be looked
for after a rain, The bubbly sppearance of
the zround indicates their nascent growth.
They are trying to get their heads above
ground. One kind grows in a circle and is
called the '* Fairy Ring.” It is very delicate,
The shaggy mane and the puff ball are choics
varietiea. The Boleti are a very large kind.
When any one has experience with the
fresh mushroom he cannot eat them canned
with any satisfaction,

OLD TRINITY,

Instructing the Toys Ne Light Task—Mr,
Messltor's Work at Trinlty and Faiher
Young's at Hi. Francla Xavier's—The

T the present time
there in ntill quite a
projudice Among many
church people against
the employment of
women in the ehoir.

Coker was ona n; the choir boys at old Trin-
ity, and the thrilling, dewy froshness of his
pure tones will never be forgotten by those
who had the plessurs of hearing him, Of
course snch volces as his are exceptional, but
good soprano yoices are not rare among the
choristers who sweeten tho air of Trinity
with besutiful offertories, deredos and mo-
tets,

Training the boys is no light task. Mr,
Messiter, the choir director of Trinity, and
Father Young, who has ehnr? of the musio
at the Jesuit church of 8t. Francis Xavier,
Sixteenth street, work hard to iustruot the
choristors,  Mr, Messiter has a choir of
thirty-six, twenty of whom nre boys. Father
Young has twenty-five boys in his choir,

With both churches parochial schools are
connected, and from these are drawn the
hoy singers. When the boy's voice is tried,
if any musical quality is discovered, the little
fellow is taken in hand and taught musio,
The boys are trained to read it, and many
of them can do 50 st t.

Father Young has an additional labor im-

sed on him, ss the Catholic Chuch musio is
ﬁ? Latin. The pronunciation and right
quantity in the words have to be tanght to
ulhlldren who are absolutely ignorant of the
langunge. A boy's voice changes at about
fifteen, and hLis usefulness as s chorister
vanishes, The usual term for s choir boy's
career is five years.

*“The difficulty of train pome of the
voices is enormons,” said Father Younﬁ;
‘* But if a voice has good qnllllr.evunthou
it is stiff and rongh, I mn wil to monld
it. A boy's volce in worth ten ' voices.
It has n more resonant, filling power.”

The musie which the choristers have to ex.
ecute is often difficult. At the Cathedral
there are two choirs, one of mixed voices in
the organ loft, and the other the boys of the
sanctuary choir, In Trinity the choristers
occupy benches in the sanctuary.
