ORANGES ARE BCARCE THIS YEAR

The Crop In Florlda Much Smaller and Prices
Higher Than Usual,

' EALERS in Florida
oranges are expecting
to make big profits
this year on account
of the shortuess in the
crop. The fruit has
tjust begun to come
into market, and only
one or two shipments
" have yet been re-
= ceived, Itis of good
quality, however, and this is encoursging.

' We have received none of the fruit as yot,"
said one of the largest rotail dealers in the
market to.day, " because the first fruit that
arrives is always sour, and we have to keep
it 5o long befare it becomes sweet that it does
not pay to buy it now. The later shipments
ure always sweeter. None of the retail deal-
ore begin to handle Florida oranges before
December or the last part of November for
this reason,

** The crop is very short thia year, and if
reports are true there will not be more than
half as many Florida osanges received in
New York this year ns lnst. I met s bi
Florida orange-raiser who has orchards o
nearly eighteen thonsand trees, the other
day, and he told me that some of hisorchards
wore not yielding st all, He could not tell
what the cause of the barrenness was, but
many of the trees hnd not blossomed at all,
Muuoy attribute it to the cold suap which de-
stroyed so large n portion of the crop a year
and a half ago, the effoct of which is just
making itsalf apparent, but others say that
the climate this year has not been favorable.

** All the oranges that are recelved now nre
taken care of by the large commission mwer-
ohants until the retail trade begins, when
they expect to dispose of them readily
enough, on account of the diminished sup-
Hly. The price per box is now from §8,50
