Young Henry lias bad his head turned by win
nlngtl,00OorS.OM In a lottery and has been try
lug to be a blooded fellow among the gamblers
blnco his arrival hero, about two weeks ago. Ho
was deeply I smitten with tho handiomo yonng
variety actress who had promised to marry him,
and had been lavish lu the expendlturo of money
upon her. Sunday nlgnt ho learned that alio was
married to Carroll. Ho told her what ho had heard,
but sho denied it and niialn uromlsod alio would
marry him. Last night he hiard tho story of her
uiarnago again and wus compelled to bclloro It.
Assoou as sho had finished on the ctugc, he mot
her and they went Into thu box. lie aikdl her
Bgiln about the marriage. What ner reply was will
never bo known, but within twenty tnliiutia after-
ward sho had received her death wound.

When asked why bo hot her Henry sold, at ho
leaned his head on bis hand, whllo the tears trick-
led between Ills fingers! "I loved hir, but tho
wus tal. clonic On I l wish Iliad never seen her."

" Uncle Hill's " letter a sketch ot ltev. Calvin
Fairbanks, whose reappearance In New York has
been tho subject of considerable gossip. Theodoru
H. orenler, of 18 North May street, was ad Inti-

mate friend of the old Abolitionist, and la thor-
oughly conversant with his history. Her. Mr.
Fairbanks probably served as much time In prison
ox any ono of tho old school of Abolitionist. Hut
memory to-d- Is held In reverence by tho negroes
till over tho country. Tho other evening, nt a din-

ner on the south side, Mr. Orenler entertained tho
guists by on account of some of the proceedings of
Mr, Fairbanks, lie was a Presbyterian clergyman,
nnd worked hard lo rcmovo the shackles from the
slaves. Many and mauy a negro was assisted by
him to safety on Canadian soil. In 1S44 he camo
unt of prison, where ho had been sent for working
the " underground railway." Ho moved to Co-
lumbus, where ho met Miss Tlleston, a young
school teacher, whose grace and beauty mailo her
a great belle In Columbus society.

In IHta Columbus wits very much worked up
oter the abduction of Jerry Flnley, a slave
who was claimed by MrB. Long, of Franklin,
Ky. Tlio cuso created a great excitement nt the
time, ami thu ubduclors weru defended by Gov.
iiMinlson and Mr. Juslleu Bwutiie, of tho
I lilted Slates Supremo Court, both of whom
were then law) era In Columbus, ltev. Mr.
Fairbanks took a decided stand lu favor of the
conviction of tho abductors, and as Miss Tllcs-lo- ii

ulso had strong iirodlllctlons In favor of
abolition, nn Intimate friendship Bonn sprang up
between them. There was no formal mgaue-inei- it

between them, and ono day Mr, Falrininka
was arrested for his work In nldlng n slaro to
secure his freedom. In those day abolitionist
received scunt courtesy at tho hands of the
olllccrs, nnd lie was soon placed behind thu bars
of tho Ohio Slate) Prlsoik While Iherp hu was
rniniiellcO lo stiller great torture, tho lash being
applied to lilm lveiiicntly. During Mr. I ruiikllu's
litipilsnnmeiil Miss Tlleston bus us many suitors
us Penelope during tho abHcnco of Ulysses. Sho
bad great confidence In her lover, however, and
though he had never made a formal declaration of
lovo, sho knew that sho possessed his heart and
thru he would make her his wlfo as soon ns cir-
cumstances would permit. Tlmo nfttr tlmu sho
would visit the prison, but all efforts to obtain an
Interview Willi lhe clergyman wero In vnin. Ou
one occasion she stood at tho prison entrance and
heard cries Issuing from behind tho walls.

"That's your feller," said a brutal turnkey." He's belli' whipped to death and you'll never seo
htm again."

Not knowing whether to believe this statement
or not, Miss Tllcstou, scarcely able to restrain her
tears, walked away and never again attempted to
enter the prison. Her friends all told her that shewas foolish to refnso so many good offers, because
the man sho wanted to marry oould never outlive
his sentence and thcro was utterly no prospect ut
hla obtaining a pardon. However, tho death of
tho Oorernor ol tho State brought LleuL-ao- v.

Jacobs to tho executive chair. Miss Ttlestnn ap-
plied lo him for relief nnd, after telling tno wholo
truth nbotit thu matter, sho bo impressed the
Governor that ho gavo her lover n free uud un-
conditional pardon. Executive clemenoy came
lust In time. He was so emaciated and weak that
he seemed about to step from a prison to the grave.
He had forgotten, bo great had been the strain on
his mlud, the use of a knife and fork. Miss
Tllcstou, however, nursed htm back to life and
reason, aud after his marriage to her ho wsb able
to accomplish great good lu tho Btlrrlng abolition
times tbat followed.
