Omecaaon, Nov. 17.—~Not fewer than 100
guests, oeenpyling wix floors of the Baratogs
Kuropean Hotel, in Dearborn  street, wero
aroused from their beds ghortly befors 2
o'elock this morning by the ringing of the
electrie fire.nlarm In their roomns, Bmoke
was pouring through the halla and eresping
in at the transom.

Crios of ** Fire!" were hoard on every land.
ing, and an indescribable panio ensued.
Few stopped to secnre their olothing or val-
uables, Women and men flod through the
hnlls, down the stairway and out into the
streot olad in their nightelothes, The clat-
tering of the firo engines aroused the ocon.
pants of several hotels in the neighborhood,
anid the exoitement beoame intenne,

The inmates tumbled over ench other down
thie stairs in their hurry to escape. An over-
oont or & oloak over the nightolothes was the
seanty costume that enyeloped most of the

guests.

The lodgers in the Windsor were awskened
by the noise of the engines, nnd at first there
was quite & scare, but the excitement sub.
wided when it was learned that {here wasno
immediste danger, and the lwup[u sot abonut
ausintiug the seantily clnd lodgers of the
burning hotel.

The Windsor was overcrowded lnst night,
angd there was, therefore, no room for those
brned out, bhut they were mmle as comfort-
able as cirenmstances would permit. Many
of them left for other hotels with what
effects they hiad saved, Those of the guests
who had not taken refuge in the Windsor
Hotel songht hallways in the buildiogs sur-
ronnding in which to don their elothes,

In the entrunco of the First National Bank
bnilding stood four women, seantily clnd
and shivering with the cold,  Many told
wlories of their narrow escapes,

The origin of the fire {8 nnknown, It started
in the kitohen of the Barstogs restaurant
and soon the Anmes wers high above the roo
of the seven-story structurs and threatening
the Journal 'hl.lirlilllﬂ' to the south and the
Windsor Hotel scross the alley to uarth,
Haulf an hour's hard work subdued the fire
stufficiently to nllow the truck eompanion
to hoist their lndders and make n search of
the rooms, It was at first baelipved that
some of the guests had Leen canught in the
fire, hut none were found.

At 9.46, after sovoral of the engines hnd
bueen dismissed, the firo broke out afresh on
the top floor, and in a short while the entire
weventh floor was ablaze, with a strong breeze
fanning it in the direction of the Jowmal
butlding to the south, The renr, from the
lower 'iim-r clean to the roof, was also
wblazo, the whaft formerly used a8 o
froight elevator neting nsn flue.
