John 1. Hass, n tinware manufacturer of
129 Jano stroct, served the past two weeks on
juries, and as a consequence is to-day pooror
by nbont #12,000 in railrond bonds nnd $066 in
cash, of which enterprising safe-breskers
robbed him betwoen 8 o'clock Inst night and
6 this morning.

The tinware factory oconples almost the
ontire block on the west side of the street and
gives employment to nbout fifty men. It isa
solid briek structure with doors without
unmber leading from tho baek and front.

The office entrance is upn warrow wooden
stairway at 195, and leading from it are the
workroows lighted up with dozens of win-
dows, noue of which are vory securely
{astoned,

The main offies is divided into two small
offices, one lunding from the other. In the
further office are the business apartmeuts of
Mr. Hasw, and o massive double-locked snd
double-doored safe occupivs the groater
part of one end.
