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WUT BTEAMBOATS DO IN WINTER.

Son as Booth with Their Crews and tho
nest Me Idle at Ilomt.

It'a ft great mystery to some folks what
becomes of all the Bteamboatmen during the
winter months," said a harbor pilot, to a
Wobld reporter yesterday. "Tho question
has boen asked me hundreds of times, and I
havo sot myself to find out.

"I learned that fully one-ha- lf of them go
"Pyj'11118 tuo remainder bang around New

York City, laying for drinks, or nook employ,
mont along tho docks. But the most of them,
as I said beforo, go South, and, strango to
say, they go on vessels which leave this bar.
bor, theso vessels being employed during tho
winter months in tho South. Thoy go to
Jacksonville, Fla., and theuco to the St.
John's llivcr. Theso excursions nro largely
patronized by the Northern visitors to tho
South, and tho vcssols aro thoso which do
quite a large excursion business in tlcsowaters during the summer hero."" What vessels aro they ?" was askod.

They are the Sylvan Glen, tho Sylvester,
tho Hancock, Fred Do Bary, and many of
tho others of tho smaller excursion boats,"
he replied. " The bigger ones go out of
commission ami aro laid up during the win.
tcr. Tho Iron Steamboat Coinpnuy's
seven boats, four of which go to Coney Island,
two on various excursion trips and the other to
Long Branch, aro all docked at their borth at
Gowanus. Just to Bhow you what a number
of men are thrown out of employment by tho
storage of thoso boats alone, I want to tell
you that each ouo of tho boats employs dur-
ing the excursion season a captain, wheel-
man, pilot, two engineors, three firemen, a
mato, four deckhands, ono cook, one
waiter, ono chambermaid and a
bartender. There are seventeen mou, you
see, which for the seven boats forms a ut

of 119 of the company's employees.
All of theso are thrown out of work and a
few watchmen ore engaged to care for the
boats during the cold spell. When this is so
with the Iron Steamboat Compauy's boats
alone, you can imagine what tbe figure must
reach when so many excursion boatB go out
of commission in theso wators. A good many
of tho boatmen live up the river where tbey
havo homes, and what money they savo dur-
ing the summer season suffices to keep them
until spring opens navigation and they re-
engage for the summer excursion season.

"Most of the pilots omployed by Starin
work at one-ha- lf pay during the winter sea-
son. They get $100 a month during the sum.
nier. They act as watchmen during the
winter months, and care for the boats as
well. Should thoy be called out to do any
piloting worktbey get their regular pay as
long as they do their regular work, but the
choice of all theso boatmen is to go South
when the summer traffio opens there, and it
is a soft snap for thorn. Still a steamboat-man- 's

lot is not altogether a happy one."

HOURS FOR SMALL WAGES.

There are 2,700 of Them In This City and
Their Wastes Averse; tJS.OO a Week-Wid- ows

They
work from 0.30 a. m. until C p. m., a half hour
being allowed for dinner.

Many of tho 'girls are orphans or depend-
ent ou tbamselvcs for support, and live in
rooniB in tho tenement-house- s in tho immedi-
ate vicinity of tho factories. Whilo a ma-
jority llvo at homo, a large number rent a
room or two in some y touoment, and
do their own housekeeping. In that way
they live very cheaply and at the samo time
very poorly. Four or five girls Bomotimes
hire two or threo rooms and each assumes a
Eroportionato share of the expense, and of the

Tbe averago wages is $5.B0 a week, and
with that small sum a girl must dress und
maintain herself as best she can.

In one factory aro fourteen or fifteen wid-
ows who llvo on $5.60 a weok, and oven man-
age to care for two or threo small obildren.
Some of theso children aro also put attork
in the factory and earn from $1 to $3 a week.

The rooms occupied by these patient work-or- s
nre not of the beat by any means. They

are generally located on tho top floor of a
y tenement. The food they eat is of

tho plainest and not at all substantial. For
breakfast, as a rulo, they have but
coffeo and rolls; tho noonday lunch
is varied with an applo a picklo
und two ccntB' worth of milk. Boiled
rice, a cup of tea and perhaps cako or ginger-
bread mako up tho supper bill of faro. The
Sunday dinnor is generally a little moro ex-
pensive aud substantial, boiled corned beef
or pig's head, cabbage and potatoes bouig
added to tho menu.

Tho silk weavers, liko other femalo workers
in this pent-u- p city, naturally seek amuse-
ments and never lose an opportunity of go-
ing to n tbeatro or concort. They aro rogu-la- r

attendants at tho balls of the labor and
social clubs. Tbe cheapor houses of amuse-
ment are patronized largely by working poo-pi-

and many of tho girls and women m tho
audiences come from tho workshops and fac-
tories.

Once in a whilo a small party will assemble
in tho scantily furnished rooms of somo poor
worker, nnd a banjo, accordion or harmonica
player will entertain tho guests or furnish
musio for dancing.

Most of the silk weavers have boen in the
public schools, and a few are good readers
and writers, the majority being passably
fair in thoBe branches. Many moro can
scarcely writo their names or cannot write at
all. Thoso who are the host informed obtain
their knowlodge from tho daily nowspapers,
and nearly all aro close readors of the cheap
library books and tho family story papers.

Tho living rooms of these poor girls are, as
a general thing, badly ventilated, and the

are. by no moans strong and bealthy.
Quite recently many of tbe factories wero
devoid of proper ventilation and necessary
conveniences, but the efforts of Factory In-
spector McKay have brought about a hotter
condition of things in these respects.

The silk industry is a profitablo one to the
proprietors, but is very unprofitable to the
toilers who are engaged in it.

The Woman's Club of Wisconsin has a large mem-bersh- lp

of the leading society ladles of Milwaukee.
The objects of the club are to bring together those
Interested In the Intellectual culture and Improve-
ment of women. The meetings ot the club are on
alternate Thursdays from Ootober 1 to Juno 1 of
each year and the attendance Is generally quite
largo. The Athenseum Association Is ah outgrowth
of the Woman's Club. It Is an association of
ladles who are members of tho club, organised for
the purpose of erecting a building, which Is now
nearly completed. The members oi the Athentenm
Association Issued stock for the purpose and lib-
erally subscribed for It, and the result Is a very
handsome structuro, which will be the permanent
home of the Woman's CluU Quite a sensation has
been caused In society circles by the determined
effort of certain membors of the Woman's Club to
keep out many of the leading ladles of the city.

At recent meetings the names of a halt dozen
ladles of social proinlncnco and wealth have been
black-balle- and In consequence tho ladles of the
club who have Its best Interests at heart are greatly
chagrined aud mortified. The constitution of the
club provides that each number of one year's
standing may annually propose In writing to tho
Board of Directors tho name of one candidate lor
membership. If approved the board presents the
name to tho cluli. The election Is then by ballot
at the ensuing meeting, and the candidate Is
elected unless 'iireo black balls are cast sgalnst
her. A candidate falling of elecUon cannot be
proposod again for a year.

The recent black-ballin- g has caused great excite-
ment and Indignation, and It la highly probable
that an effort will be mads at the next quarterly
meeting In December to change the constitution
on this point, and to put the elective power In the
hands of the Board of Directors. It Is claimed that
many prominent ladles refuse to allow the proposal
of their names for membership, fearing that thoy
will meet the fate of those mentioned.

What is to be the future of the governess In

America 7 Hhu will never, as In England, belong
to a permanent class, because thero are no perma-
nent classes in this country, tried br the English
standard; that Is, permanence of social position In
a family la here the exception and there tho rule.
Moreover, the greater prevalence of elty aud town
life In the well-t- o and the greater
popularity of schools as compared with home train-
ing, glvo an enormoui outlet fur those nf our
young people who wish to teuch, so that educated
girls are not obliged, as in England, to look to the
position of governess aa their malu resource.

The vast ItKreaae In tho number of young
women employed aa clerks, bookkeepers, s,

Ac, depletes still further the ranks of
applicants. Auu yet, despite all this, the Increase
of numbers and wealth Introduces moro and moro
goverueaaes into families, Hometlmea they are
especially needed through Illness of the parent,
sometimes because of country life, sometimes by
reason of some peculiarity In tho pupil, and often
aa a moro bit of social ambition, our moro demo-
cratic war of living makes their position In somo
ways more agreeable here than elaewhere, but also
In some ways harder: If they aro less sharply dis-
criminated from the family, they are alto less dis-
criminated from tho household servants; and, on
the whole, their status la at present rather anoma-
lous aud

Mr. Kraus then employed members of tho
Progressive Musical Union in their places,
and as tbo lattdr aro represented in
tho Central Labor Union 'it is not
at all likely that that body will
agree to the boycott. Tho Musical Mutual
Protective .Union will not interfere, and the
Balfo Musical Club will probably oppose any
attempt at'a "boycott.
