Hla Hoan Drclnro Tlint Ho irna Itulncd by
Jlllae Helen II. Wlckershuin nnd Her
Mother Ho wm n Ilrotlier of the Lato

Washington Nov. 27. Tho funeral of
Henry Pnlethorpo liny, brother of tho lato
Malcolm Hay, of Pittsburg, nnd formor rector
of tho Church of tho Good Shepherd nt ltoso-mon- t,

near Philadelphia, wns interrupted
yesterday in a most sensntlonnl ninnuer. Mr.
Hny hnd lived in Washington for boiuo years,
filling n position in tho dffico of tho First
Auditor of tho Treasury nnd residing in tho
family of Mrs. Lousin 0.

(Into of;tbeir wedding. When, therefore, tho
friends nnd neighbors gathered inMrs. Wick-crsham- 's

parlor about the open casket,

Wickorsliam and hor daughter wero upstairs
putting on their wraps nnd preparing to go
to tho cemetery. Tho undertaker, fearing
further trouble, closed tho enskot at onco
and arranged for nn immediate start for tho
church. Tho two young men wore ubout to
enter tho first carriago as chief mourncrB,
when Mrs. WickorBham objected, doclaring
that sho had hired tho carriagos and thoy
should not occupy them. Thoy insisted that
thoy had a hotter right than she to follow tho
remains to tho grave, and sho throatonod to
Bond for a policeman, when a lady, who had
henrd tho speech of tho elder son in tho
houso. interposed nnd took them to tho
church in her carriage.
