PETITION WITH FARMERS' GIRLS

How the Country Wemen Cet Down the
Waars of Foor People In New York
Clty ~Five Hundred of Them nt Waork
for hne Firm=Few of Them Obliged to
Tule Newing for a Living.

her,

ADVANTAGES ALL OX ONE RIDE.

In this strifo the ndvantages are nearly all
npon one #ide nnd sgaiust the shop givls in
thn eities, who are compelled, by adverse
ciremmminnces, to labor st shop work fora
livelibood, With them it is a desperste hand-
to-motith struggle for the absolute necessi-
tiew of jife. To them the landlord comes
aronnd with the first day of the month, A
few conts' roduction in the price puid for
* finishing "' s dozen shirts or wuists means

an anguish that no one ean realize who hns
pot buen in want. Not faucied want, but the
want of waemth, food, shelter or sufficient
tl-h!nllning to go nbout in to perfonn daily
nhor,

The city woman is ecompellod to livain the
