The scheme was abandoned when It became
known that Lord nsrtington and Mr. Qosohen
travelled by different trains, and that the former
drovo atralgbt to the residence of Mr. Powers, in
Leopards town, thus missing Dublin.

Vanderbllt' Latest Railway Scheme.

Indianapolis, Dec. 4. The Vauderbilts nave
decided to parallel the Lake Shore and Southern
Michigan road across Indiana. Fourteen yean ago
a company was organised, known as the Chicago
and Canada Southern road, which proposed to build
from St. Clair River, the present terminus of the
Canada Southern road to Chicago, paralleling the
Lake Shore and Michigan Southern. The Vender
btlts at onoe killed that enterprise by gathering the
Canada Southern road into their system. Before
Ibis was done, however, the Chicago and Canada
Southern built 70 miles of road west of the river,
stopping at Fayette. Mich. This piece of road is
little used. It Is now propose! to start from Fajette
and utilize the right of war which the Chicago and
Canada bouthern secured, a portion of which is
already graded, and parallel the Lake Shore main
Una from Trenton to Barlajtown, a suburb of Chi.
cage, a distance of 190 mile. The VanderbUU will
thus prevent any other company taklngnp the right
of way of this old company, and tasy win secure a
road-be- d more direct than the Lake Snore proper,
and with lighter grades. The work will be begun
In the spring. This will give the Lake Shore and
Michigan Southern practically three tracks across
Indiana, aamuohof the distance on the main line
of the road is now double-tracke- d.

SAFE BURGLARS CAPTURED

TWO AEEEBTED WIIILE ON THEIB WAY

HOME FR01I A BOBBEBY.

A Fine Set of Tool Which Dnd Just Den
Uacd to lllp a Snfe Open and the riundrr
Found In Their Possession Platola Drawn
on Doth Side Ono of the Men th Pal
of JLcatranae, Who Killed Hilly Wallur.

Two policemon of the East Eighty-eight- h

street station did a olever pleoe of work this
morning, capturing two safe burglars,

with a set of burglar's tools and the
procoods of a robbery.

One of tho men, Robert Johnson, alias
'Bob" Nichols, Is an old and dangerous
operator, and has given the police a groat
deal of trouble. lie has always covered his
tracks so woll that ho has been oonvlcted
only twloo for any serious offense,

A year ago ho wob concerned in a robbery
in Brooklyn, and a fow nights afterwards
mot Tom Lestrango, Tommy Walker and
Hilly Walker In a saloon in Hester street,
near tho liowcry, for the purposo, it is sup.
posed, of arranging for a division of the
fruits of the robbery ovor tho river.

A quarrel ensued, during whioh Lestrango
shot Billv Walker. The latter was hurried
off to Chambers Street Hospital in a cab and
ho died in a fow days. Lestrange ran away
to Chicago and Nichols was arrested.

Tho two men woro indicted, and Lestrango
subsequently entered a plea of euilty of
manslaughter and got 11 years in Sing Sing.
Nichols is under ball on an indiotment for
complicity in tho shooting and the Brooklyn
robbery.

At 3 o'clock this morning a safe in tho gro-
cery store of Oeorge F. Helsenbuttol, at 11,203

Second avenue, was ripped to pieces and its
contents, including bank checks, $153 in
money, promissory notes and other property,
in all valued at 1360, were stolen.

The thieves, taking advantage of tho Bun-da- y

quiet, had broken into tho cellar and
from thero gained entrance to tho storo by
cutting a hole in the floor. To conceal them
while at work they piled a lot of barrels
around the safe. By 8 o'clock the safe had
been robbed and the burglars, four in num-
ber, nuiotly sauntered across to and down
Third avenue.

When thoy reached Ono Hundred and
Eighth street Bud Third avenuo Policeman
John Cottrell saw them, and knowing thorn
to bo "crooks" he followed them. As tho
burglars turned into Ono Hundred and Sixth
street Cottrell spied Policeman Kane and he
ran up shouting :

" Kane, grab those mon: they are thieves."
At tho samo time he seized Nichols by tho

shoulder. Niohols quiokly thrust his Laud
into his where he had a big
English bull-do- g revolver, but quick as a
flash Cottrell put a pistol at the thiol's bead.
Nichols reluctantly yielded, and his pistol
fell to the pavement with a sharp clang.

Meantime his companions took alarm and
started to run, one of them sending a couple
of shots at the policemen. Cottrell called to
Kane to shoot llobort Clarke, a second ruf-
fian, unless he stopped at once.

Clarke supposed that Cottrell was after
him. and he shouted as he oame to a halt i

" Hold up, Cottrell. Don't shoot and I
will surrender."

Kane seized him and found in bis right
hand a revolver, cocked ready for use.

At the police Btation the men wore searched.
In the pockets of Nichols's coat were found
a sectional jimmy, bits, wedges, safo
wrenches and a full set of skeleton keys.
Clarke had a stone-mason- hammer and
couplings for jimmies. Tho tools were
of tho very finest steel and
of the latest pattern. On the way to the
station-hous- e both men mado on effort to
to throw away some papers, which Cottrell
secured and which proved to be some of tho
stolen ohecks. The prisoners were taken to
the Harlem Polioe Court and were remanded.
They are now safely Ioked np in the cells in
the basement beneath Inspector Bymes's
room at Polioe Headquarters.

When Cottrell and Kano were making the
arrests William O'Mara, ir., a builder who
bad beon having a good time, interfered to

a capture. Cottrell put his pistol atSrovent head and the man then ran away,
but was arrested afterwards.

Uovr at French Syndicate llao flIanTd to
Manipulate It.

The corner In tin still holds out, and has every

protpeot of continuing for aome time to oorae. As
stated a short time ago, it is engineered by a
French syndicate and has been materially helped
in its operations by tho fact that tho consumption Is
already equal to the supply under tbo moat favor-
able clrcumstancos. Consequently the specula
tors had no enormous quantities to buy up before
the scarolty could be felt. All that was produced
wss needed, and la needed now, and aa they now
own all thero is In London, which controls tho tin
plate market of the world, all there la In Singa-
pore, whioh aappllea London with the crude ma-
terial for Its and all there la en route,
they nave the tin markot pretty well under their
control. When will the market break la a question
nf paramount Interest lust now. Not at pres-
ent, certainly. It takes furty.dve days to
get the crudo material from Bingapuro to En- -

81and, and the ayu ilcate owns all there Is In
at present. That means that this

There la but little chance of the mtlla starting up
Hgaln In the near future on account ot the price
naked for the crude material, and consequently the
supply of plate tin must continue to grow less. It
has bad Its offect otoeadyon New York speculators,
and they are very much worried at the prospeot.

In this country, there being no mills,
con tracta must be made a number ot months In ad-
vance of expected delivery, and a hesitancy in
making contracts now will not be felt In the can-mu- g

business until next March or thereabouts. The
outlook Is certainly not a pleasant one.

corner can be broken, unless the syndicate of Its
own accord quietly " stands from nnder. "

QUEER HIDING PLAOEa

The Skeleton of a Man and a Dlrd Found
In Tree by Woodcutter.

Journal,
Curious finds hare not unfrequently been mad

In trees. Borne woodcutters in the forest of
Drommllng made a strange discovery. They
began to fell a venerable oak, .which they soon
found to be quite hollow. Being half decayed, It
speedily came to the ground with a crash, disclos-

ing a skeleton in excellent preservation; even the
boots, which came above the knee, were perfect.
By It aide were a powder-hor- a porcelain pipe-bo- wl

and a silver watch. The teeth were perfect
It would seem to bo the skeleton of a man between
thirty and forty years of age. It Is coniecturod
tbat, while engaged tn hunttng, he climbed the
tree for some purpose and slipped Into the hollow
trunk from which there was no release, and he

died of starvation. Another mystery wasJrobably the heart of an oak. From a tree of tbls
kind a large block, about eighteen Inches In dia-
meter, tbat had been knocking about in the vari-
ous yarda and wood-abrd- waa split up lately, and
In It was found an auger-hol- e about three-fourt-

of an Inch In size, containing a bunch of human
hair done up In a piece of printed paper. The hair
was near the centre of the block and fattened In
with a pine pin.'. It waa apparently pat In when
the tree was quite small, aa tbo tree had grown
over the plug to tbe thickness of about four Inches,
with the grain perfectly smooth and straight,

A natural curiosity was shown In a timber mer-
chant's workshop. This was the nest and skeleton
ot a bird embedded In a piece of beach. The tim-
ber seemed quite sound all round the cavity, and
there was no sign of any aperture Into it; but the
timber being sawed up, the nest with the bird
sitting upon It was found. Tbe nest appeared to
be built with mod and tbe bird resembled a tit
mouse. Fronably at the lopping ot a branch a
cavity was fotmed and the outside subsequently

over; but how the bird was Inclosed seems
Srown to Imagine.

Lawyer William F. Howo, with a keen
senso of the requirements of tho situation,
appeared In a blaziug rod scarf of nnusual
size, mado still moro conspicuous by a big
diamond pin. Tho hum of conversation
ceased as the orier rattled off his "Hear ye,
hear ye," and banged away at tho desk.

" Johan Most to tho barl" called out tho
clerk, and a path was rapidly cleared by the
court officers to allow Most to come to the
front. Assistant District-Attorne-y Nlcoll
joso to move that Most be sentenced in ac-
cordance with the verdict found on Tuesday
last, but he was Interrupted by Mr. Howe,

Howe ceased, " if thero is any likelihood
that this Court, after the careful considera-
tion given to this case, will nnder any cir-
cumstance direct a neV trial ? It seems to
me that this delay is unnecessary."

" Your Honor. ' pleaded Mr. Howe, " I
want to be heard on my exceptions. There is
no case I havo ever been in of moro import-
ance to me than this."

"Well, I'll give you a few days," said
Judge Cowing, ''but not until Friday. I
will give you till Thursday morning at 11
o'olock. "

That ought to have settled the matter, but
Mr. Howe and Mr. Nicoll bad further talk
abont the points Mr. Howe expected to make.

If any new affidavits were to b made, Mr.
Nicoll said ho claimed the right to bo served
with copies of thorn in advance, and Judgo
Cowing so ordered.

But Sir. Howe averted the storm by saying
that he did not intond to offer anything new
or sensational in Most's favor. He should
confine hjmsolfto the argument on the
printed rocord.

At noon Most was carted back to tho
Tombs and put in his old cell on the fourth
tier, not to leave it till Thursday morning.

DEATH OF LORD LYONS.

Sketch of the Venerable Diplomat' Career
Ilia Mlaalon to the United Htate.

frrxciAL cabu to Tn would.i
LoNDow, Deo. S. Lord Lyons, the vener-

able diplomat, died in the seventieth
year of his age.

Lord Lyons was born at Lymington April
20, 1817. After graduation at Oxford in 1839
he went to Athens as an attache of the Brit-
ish Legation. In 1813 ha was sent to Dres-
den, in 1853 to Florence and was mado envoy
to Tuscany in 1868.

In 18611 he was sent to the United States as
Envoy Extraordinary, and remained in this
country until I8C5.

During tho Civil War he was effloient in
smoothing tbo rumpled relations between
tho two countrios, and did much to bring
about the peaceful council of Geneva.

Lord Lyons was sent to Constantinople in
the latter port of 1866. and transferred to
Paris in 1807, where he served until a short
timo ago, when he was replaced by Lord
Lytton.

Lord Lyons was never married, and his
titlo of Viscount dies with him.
