& prospective look-up of monay. And he has
supplied his party with what it has long
Jacked—an issue and n leader,

In achieving this, the Preaident has done
what Tuz Wonrp has for a long time urged
him o do,

“The statement of the injustice and the
danger of asurplus is clearly and strongly
made, The one avenue of escape from the
peril is plainly pointed out. The * viclous,
inequitable and illogioal * Tariff Law is foar-
Jemly charncterized. And the recommends-
gon is squarely urged of an extension of the
free list and a reduction of the duties on the
necesuities of the people.

The President truly says that this is nota
guestion of free trade or protection. ** Itis
o condition which confronts us, not a theory,"”
be avers, And he declares that the ** per-
gistent claim made in certain guarters that
all efforts to relieve the people from unjust
and unnecessary taxation are schemes of so-
ealled free traders is misohievous and far re-
moved from any consideration for the public
mn

The country and the Democratio party are
to be congratulated on the President's sa-
goacity and coursge in seizing upon and
forcing to the frout the paramount issue of
our politios,

THE BFEAKER'S ADDRESS,

Bpeaker Camnisre's insugural sddress is
the utterance of a progressive conservatism.

John J. Delaney, the confessed murderer
of young Mary Jane Cox, who was found
dend in her home, 140 Prince street, Brook.
Iyn, on the morning of June 8 last, is still
locked behind the bars in Capt. Camphbell's
station.house,

When a Wonrno reporter saw bim thismorn.
ing Lis face was worn snd baggard, His eyes
were sunken in his head, and his whole ap-
penrsnce gave evidence of the mental strug.
gle thut he has endured since he deliborntely
guve the girl he betrayed the polson which
ahe innocently drank and which caused ber
deaths,

From thst time uutil the present the pris-
oner has hind but little peaces of mind.

According to his own story, try as he
wonld, he could not escape the tortures of
remorse, No matter what expedients he re-
sorted to, drink or dissipation of any kind
the result was ulways the same. He could
never rest.  Walking or while at work, awnke
or usleep, his orime was ever in his thoughts.

Ever, as he says in cxplanstion of his sur.
rendaor, the spint of the murdered girl rose
before him, He saw ber just as he left her
on that fatal night. There she sat in the old-
fushioned kitchen chair which she was so
wont to ocoupy during his visite,

Even the glass containing the sediments of
the deadly mixture seemed at her elbow, and
tho face, which in life was alwavs pretty and
happy, appeared before him pale, appealing
sud nccuning.

In his wleep he saw her, The spirit secimed
to hover around his bed. He would wake in
the middle of the night with perspiration
rolling down hin face, und then the figure
would dissppear. But the moment he sought
rost it !um“ roturn and haunt him.

This Insted for mouths, His facs became

mle and careworn, His companions no-.
ced the change aud wondered at it, as well
as at his forcod merriment. )

Then in place of an occasional drink he
took muny. His position, which he strove
hard to keep, was lost. He found oompan-
fons in barrooms and swong the ldwest
classes, and in their midst sought in vain to
drown his haunting thoughta,

Finally, so desperate did he beoome that for
weeks, nccording to the statement of a friend
of his sister's, the young mun never drew a
sober breath,

Then, when at last the strain seemod
unbearable, be determined to acknowledge
his guilt. What the consequences were, he
did not stop to conmder, and last Saturday
night he started for the Adams street police
station in Brooklyn.

The confession required more courage thau
lie possessed, so he began to drink. With
the extra stimulant his timidity forsook him
and at the station-house he grew bold and
loft without any explanation of his visit,

Hunday came and with it returned his re-
morse, All through the long hours of that
day the spirit of the dead girl was before
him. He says he thought of the consequences
of n confession and resolved not to make one
for fear of the gallows.

But the longer he thonght the wukenrrew
his resolution, until Bunday night, with a
full knowledge of the fuct that probably
death would be his punishment, Ea ngain
started for the police station,

This time he did not falter, but explained
his connection with the murder and told
how when the girl asked him for medicine
he delfberntel ught rat Pulwn, mized it
with water and without explaining the nature
of the mixture, gave it to the girl, who drank
it and died.

A groat load seemed taken from his mind
after making the confession and he talked
rationally.  When his statement had been
read to him by Capt. Campbell, he scknowl-
edged it. Then he was looked up, For the
first time_in five months he found rest. All
Monday he pecmed easy and last night he
nla’pt likea top. To-day he.wns perfectly
calm,
Delaney is a young man with a smooth and
pleasant place und regular festures.
