Ofileers of tbe Knlgbta of Labor Hay the
Revolt Amounts to Nothing.

I'nn.AnitU'HU, Dec 6. General Master Work
man l'owderlr waa not at tbe headquarters of tbo
Unlunts of Labor y. A reporter wbo searched
lor blm to aak bla views on tho circular Issued by
Itio " 1'roTlslonal Commltteo " of tho malcontents
of the order, laid tho matter before Uensral Sec-

retary Utchman and Secretary of the Uxocotlre
Board Ilajea. Mr. Lltchman, after reading tbe
circular, talked freely on the subject of Its effect
on tbe order and Ita prospects.

"Therolano longer any necessity," said be,
'for a member of theKnlKbta to keep tbo fact of

hla membership in the order a secret. Nor Is there
any necosslty for these men who protend to have
Brest strength in this city to keep their Identity a
secret Mo nsmes are attached to this circular,
and tho public la not roady to accept the wuquall.
Ocd statement of peraona wbo decline to let tbelr
Identity be known. If the men who are at the head
bf thla movoment were delegates to tho General
Assembly they know that the Ocneral Kxeoativo
Hoard waa lu no way responsible for the large ex-

penditure of money last year. They mutt kuow
that the expenditure waa made by order of tho
General Assembly Itself. The payment of ovor
taou.ooo tor settling bad striken wan ordered by the
Uenerul Assembly, and the General Executive
Hoard waa not consulted lu tho matter at all. Not
only waa the lund set apart (or sucii puruosea thua
expended but also, ooo of the general fund went In
the same direction. "

(Secretary Hayes interrupted the Goueral y,

saylngi Tbo trouble with the men In tbla
movement who now cry out against the salaries
ot Mr. I'owdcrly and tne general oOlcera la miu
they have at varlons times been candidates for tbo
omccs themselves. It Is only another attempt on
the part of tbe dissatisfied to do by underhand
work what they could not do In the open meeting
of the General Assembly. "

Mr. Lttotiman characterized the reports that the
order waa going to plecea aa ridiculous and untrue." We are getting hundreda of letters dally from ail
sections of (be country assuring us that the move-
ment against the administration la getting no foot-
hold in other districts. Chicago and l'hlladelphla
aro tho circles In which tho movement Is strongest,
and It the order waa to go all to pieces In those two
places the Knights of Labor would scarcely feel lu
It Is but a drop In the buoket. " lie then produced
rooords np to July 1, showing that on that date
there were BOO, tsi members In good, standing In
the order, 'l tie number now he estimated at not
leas than 650, WO In round flgnrea. Since July 683
new local assemblies bare been organised, eleven
lapsed locale have been reorganized and over one
thousand havo been reinstated, they having been
auspended ror various causes.

In conclusion Secretary Lltchman aaldt "They
say they will not pay the per capita tax, and yet
they declare the work against ua ahall bo done
within the ordor. Jan. f the usual notice of taxes
due will bo aent to every assembly In tho order. As
was done last year, this will be accompsnled by a
notice that onless tho money is paid within forty
days tho assembly will be suspended. I give them
ten days over the time given by tho constitution.
Therefore It they don't pay np tho war upon ua will
have to bo made outside of tho order, and It will
not take the members long to recognize thla faot. "

NOT AFRAID OP MILLIONAIRES.

A Chicago Judge Threaten to Commit a
Capitalist to Jnll for Contempt.

Cmoioo, Dec. 6. Millionaire Levi Z. Letter was

In danger ot being shown the Inside of the county
Jail thla morning It he could have been found In
Chicago. Judge Collins threatened to commit blm,
and tbe oauae of thn Judge's Indignation waa an
alleged case of oontempt of court Some days ago
a dentist named Day, who occupies an oltlco in
the Japsneie building, of which Mr, Letter
Is the landlord, obtained a writ of injunction
agalnet Loiter restraining him from dispossessing
him. The allegation waa made thla morning by
counsel, on behalf ot Day, that no attention what-
ever bad been paid to the Injunction by Letter;
wbo, It waa olaimed, forcibly ejeoted the tenant,
and a motion waa entered by counsel to have
Letter attached tor oontempt,

Affidavits la answer to the motion were filed by
the detendant through his agent and Constable
Grant, In which they denied the allegations. It
waa asserted that at the time the bill waa filed Day
bad been actually dlapoasesied, and alao that Day
gave up poaacaalon voluntarily.

A counter affidavit from Dr. Day declared that
on Dec. s he had attempted to regain possession of
hla premises but waa refuted, and Constable Grant
testified that Day bad been dispossessed and pos-
session given to Lieter at the tune the Injunction
writ wu served on htm.

SELLING JEWELS TO

Drummers Do a Thriving Trade In the Rough
Camp of IHlculguu.

tfVom I. JcIIri' ir'y.I
Iled-ahlrt- and blanket-suite- d men throng the

street of the cities of the Baglhaw Valley, and
north-boun- d trains bear boisterous crowd of lusty
woodsmen, many ot whom are celebrating tbe
the occasion by freely circulating a bottle, which Is
passed from hand to band, or rather from mouth
to mouth. Tbe majority of tbcae men arc a rough
but Jolly set, whose lite la made up of a yearly
round from the camp to the drive, from tbe drive
to the mill and from the mill back again to tbe
camp.

Tho life la one ot tho hardest toll, and la fraught
with many dangers, aa la attested by the records of
the hospitals lu tho Saginaw Valley. Tho typical
woodsman Is over prodigal when be landa In town
after se eral months of toll. Ilia ono object In life
seems then to be to get rid of the money he has so
hardly earned, a result wblch he accomplishes
most expeditiously and effectively by at once In-

augurating a grand spreo that laata oa long ua ho
haa money or effects.

Ono of tbo first of tho latter to go Into the pawn-
shop la hla watch, and It la soldoru redeemed. A
watch and nashr chain used to be among tho
earliest purchases nf a woodsman, who has Just
cashed hi "pay check." Hut It Is so no longer.
Nearly all tbe watches now sold tothcBe men are
aold In tho camps by drummers from the various
Jewelry stores In tbe locality nearest which the
camps are situated.

This trade haa becomo a prominent feature in tho
Jewelry business, especially near Saginaw, Mich,
where ever Jewelry concern has one or more men
In tho woods during the entlro lumbering season.
Most of these drummers are familiar with thla class
of trade. Borne of them have regular routes, with
the exclusive prlvllcgo of selling goods In certaincamps. These privileges tbey obtain from either
the foreman or tho owner, and as many of the
camps give employment to 400 or BOO men It la eaay
to understsud the value ot a privilege ot thla kind.

Tho drummers carry a atock ranging in valuo
from W to rs.ooooneach trip. They can only
sell at tbe closo of the working boura and aftersupper, when tho men are gathered In tho largo
camp about the big stove. Tbe glittering I rays are
spread out to admiring eyes, and tho teller has to
be sharp Indeed lo keep track of his goods aa they
are handed about for Inspection. At tho same
time he must stand a rattling fuslllude of questlona
while driving sharp bargains. The men. In the
consciousness of the credits that they aro lying up
agalnat their account on the company's books, and
Incited by example, prove very liberal buyera. It
Is not an uncommon thing tor a drummer to sell
$soo or f too v, orth of stock In an evening. Moat of
the watches aold are American silver watches, or
American movements In filled cases. It the sales-
man numbers among bis accomplishments the
ability to sing a good song, tell a good story or
danco a Jig, It will greatly add to bis success and
popularity In tbe camp.

As a large percentugeof tbe watches thus sold
find their way to the pawn-sho- p the first time theirpossessors go to town and indulge In their usual
firotracted sprees, tho men get Into a habit of

every winter. There are good pros-
pects, therefore, that thla branch of the jewelry
business at least haa entered on an era of Ion if.continued prosperity In tbe logging regions of thegreat Northwest.
