of social and political prominence come to
New York who arejextremely desirous of re-
muining unknown save to the very few with
whom their immediste business is to be
trousactad,

At one hotel the prim little man who looks
after the rooming of guests bristled up at the
suggestion that any person ever failed to reg-
ister there or registered under an assumed
name, The olerk of another hotel did not
seruple to ncknowledge thiat many prominent
people failed to place their names upon the
register. In this instance the unregistered
guests were all society people who did not
care to be deluged with visiting-cards and be
obliged to q«smmn their wearisome duties to
socioty while in the eity on s purely business
errand.

The
lutter company have in the ml.i'll borhood of 11,000,
who draw over 300000 monthly. The men are
pald in cash —gencrall ?ohl. Tue oar, afier puy-
ing all the employecs ln Phtborg aud Aliegheny,
gocs out upon the road aboat the 11th of each
mounth, They reach Chieago about the 2ist, The
men slong tue rosd wre given notico that the
Ccar 18 coming by the traln preceding it carry-
fug bine Augs on the engine. Ou the Nags are
the letters “* P, M. " mesning paymaster, To
runn‘l agnlnst attuckn of robibera at nignht very
ittle money 18 Kept in the car. Before the pay-
master starts out hie telegraphs to banks at differ-
ent points wlong the line that he will be there at &
certuin hour on & certaln duy with & check to be
castied, The check s just for aboul the amount
that is to be puid that day. The frat polot ehecka
are given |8 at Balem, O., where very often the
wIount is $A0, 000, A representative of the bank
moeis the car at the station und exchanges the
money for the cheek, There are always thiee or
four men besldes the train orew on the car, The
paymuaster and his assistanis go beavily armed, and
it would be & hard matter for anybody to rob the
car. The car wiops at all sistions slong the line,
and the employees n the immediate vicinily are
suppeaed to be on hand to recelve theiwr money,
The paymasier counts the monyy out before them
and they slgn the roll in pls presence. J, H. Freo-
erlcks, one of the oldest employes of the Pennuyl-
vanin Company, lathe paymasier,

The Pennsyivania lrosd have sbout 10,000
men 00 the turee divisluns between Pitisburg and
Pnllndelphia.  All the employees in this city are
pali in checks on the Merchants apd Munufactor-
erd' Bank.
