Philadelphia, by the common consent ot tho
secessionists In theso cities, has been made the
headquarters of tho movement for tho East, as
Chicago Is the headquarters of tho West. In
Philadelphia tho movement has been kept more
secret than In tho other cities, but Its growth has
Ibeon even moro rapid and vigorous. Of tho
XO,000 Knights in good standing in Philadelphia,
,fnlly one-ha- lf are bitterly opposed to the reigning
administration, and tho major part of the other
(half aro either inclined In the samo direction or
aro wholly Indifferent on tho subject. Ever since

W tho Minneapolis convention tho process of disaff-

ection has gono on steadily and noiselessly. Secret
incetlng of tho " Antls " have been held each
week, nttended by the delegates to the Minneapolis
convention, who rclato their experiences at the
General Assembly; and tho result baa been, as
Btated, that fully one-ha- lf or 80,ooo-- of tho
'Knights In Philadelphia and vicinity havo been led
to ally themselves to tho opposition party.

Tno policy that will bo pursued henceforth will
lie to withhold from tho general treasury all taxes
and assessments, with a view of stirvlngout tho
general officers. Ily these means It Is thought
that, considering tho fact that to shut off the sup-

ply of their pockets Is tho quickest way to pinch,
, Jho general officers will bo compelled to succumb

to tho forces brought to bear against them and
step out of their present positions.

HENRI HARRISON'S HARD LOT.

Imprlsonrd for Yrnr for Killing n Illnn Who
Afterward Turned Up Alive.

tlVow the ChUnj Inter Ocean,'

Ilonry Harrison is dead. Who is Ilenry
Harrison ? What is thoro in his death thnt
would deseryo moro than pnssing notico?
Nothing, only this: Years ago, whon Chicago
vas a mero town, struggling with adolescent

igor for a recognition as n place of impor-
tance i when all south of Sixteenth strcot wns
n nfit area of sand, water nnd forest, Henry
Harrison located hero nnd found employment
as a hack driver, lto had come from York-shir-

Limland. C. 1. Bradley was Superin-
tendent of Polico nt tho Mnio, and crimo was
rnmpnnt nil o or tho city. Fnt foes nwnitcd a
lmckman when his furo demanded urgent
speed or secrecy ' inviolato. Harrison Mas
young and not cntiroly avorso to dissipation,
and tho section of tho town which now finds
favor among tho rounders and is noptilorly
known as tho " loveo " wns not unknown to
him. Thither ho sped at nights and culti-vnte- d

with assiduous zeal tho aciiunintanco
of such fomales as had not lapsod into a
mummified condition. Ho was, in his early
days, what is y termed a rouo.

Ono sultry evening ns ho stood by his
horses' heads at a downtown stand meditat-
ing on tho chnuccs of adding to his worldly
exchequer that night, ho v,nn approached by
a party of strangers, mado up of two women,
whoso flashy attlro nnd nir of rocklessness
proclaimed them fallen, nnd two men. One
of thomon was garbed as n sailor; tho other
w as n fellow named Berry. Tho quartet v,an,
considerably under tho influenco of liquor.
A bargain wns struck with tho lmckman, and
tho party tumbled into tho carringo, ordoring
tho Jehu to drivo in a southerly diroction
until told to alter his course

Nearing tho outskirts of tho city tho party
alighted, drank frcolyand tho car-
riage when suddenly a sonnd as of scuffling
smote tho drivor's oars. Ho desconded from
his box, peered into tho vehiclo and discov-
ered tho sailor in a despicablo stato of intoxi-
cation, tho othor thrco occupants of tho car-
riage bending over him m n manner so
sohoitous nnd guarded as to bodo no good to
tho hapless mariner. However, it did not so
appear to Harrison. Ho imnginod that it was
nothing moro than a dmnken freak, and,

tho box, mado liasto to reach tho
city. Tho horses had not proceeded far until
a crash Mas heard. Quickly turning in his
seat, Harrison discovered that tho sailor had
been hurled through tho window as it stood
open and lay motionless on tho ground. Ho
instantly surmised thnt tho man had boon
drugged, robbed and foully murdered, and
was so torrirled that ho never drow roin until
ho had deposited his freight within tho city
limits.

Tho sailor was not found when tho affair
camototho notice of tho police, nnd in tho
natural sequonco of events tho four activo
participants in the outing Moro arrested.
Tho women gave ovldenco which tended to
prove that tho orimo should bo fastoued on
Harrison nlono, and as if to still furthor com-
plicate tho case and damn tho unfortunato
man, a lifoless body Mas pickod up at tho
lake's edgo the following morning, which
tho women identified as thnt of their Into
companion. An exhaustive inquiry wns in-

stituted by tho authorities, and they un-
ravelled tho mystory in tho following man-
ner : Harrison nnd the second man, whose
namo was Berry, More in league, and at their
instigation the women assisted in robbing
tho sailor. Berry throw him out of tho win-
dow, and tho whocl of tho carriage was sup.
Eosed to havo passed over his nook, killing

After the disembarkation of
his passengers, thoy alleged, tho drivor re-

turned to the sceno of the fatality, and, pick-
ing up his victim, Hung him into tho lake,
hoping thereby to forever silence all ijossip,
and by a singlo stroko obliterate, tho evidence
of tho crime.

Tho case was very strong against Harrison
nnd Berry, and whon the trial como off the
women swore so positively that n coalition
existed between tho men to accomplish tlioir
dark design that a conviction wns only a
natural sequence The jury brought in a
verdict of fourteen years each, and tho pris-
oners wero SMept out of sight, and thoir
offonso forgotten.

Six years passed, and tho sovonth was well
ndvancod, when ono day tho sailor whom it
was supposed had been murdered, turned up.
He appeared to tho women, who affrighted nt
whnt tnoy thought wns nn npparition, fled,
and havobinco been lost to viow. Ho reported
to Polico Headquarters, aud his story wns
thoroughlygsif ted beforo tliotMo men Incar-
cerated for murder Mere liberated. Frankly,
ho told' his talo, stating that he was drunk at
the time of tho carriage ride, that the women
robbed him while helpless, aud thrust him
through tho window ; Btunued by tho full, ho
remniuod tliero for hours, and on coming to
his senses betook himself to a moro hospita-
ble region. Ho never heard of tho arrest of
tno two otlior men, ana woulil probably havo
forevor concluded to absent himself from
this city had not fnto intervened nnd impelled
him hither. His full confession relensed the
two convicts, who, it needless to say, Mero
rejoiced at tho turn affairs had assumed.

Harrison cut adrift from tliu back businoss
and resumed tho trade of stone-cuttin-

which lie had learned in England beforo ho
migrated to Chicago. Ho avoided all his old
associates and lhed a quiet, orderly life until
tho day of his death, lie was employed as a
stonecutter on the Custom-Hous- e building
when it Mas in process of erection, aud ho
gave evidence of being quite a skilled work-
man. Later ho became a marble-cutte- r, aud
as such was omployed nt Billy Bassett's works
on Wabash avenuo, in whoso employ ho wns
nt tho time of his death.

THE WEALTH OF TEHERAN.

Rnro Jewels In the l'nlnces and Ilatus of
Ullsteuliitf Marble.

5. lr, Iln,iin0i in the itinneapollt Journal,)
Teheran abounds In palaces, somo ot which are

occupied or lslted by the Shah, while others ure
entirely deserted except by the keepers. One of
the most Interesting palaces of Teheran is called
Ncgarlstan. It was built by Feth All fJhah,
grandfather of tho present King. He was a
monarch of great ability, famed as a poet nnd for
his handsome, person and magnificent bpjrrd, also
for the number of his children. The walls of tho
upper halt of the audience chambers of this palace
are decorated with an Immenao panoramic paint-
ing by a Persian artist, representing the King on
his golden chariot, surrounded by his sons and tho
chief men of his realm. Tno rlitures are Ufc-slz- e

and the (ortraltt excellent, while as a study of
costume this painting Is Invaluable. It Is one of
the most Interesting Historical itaiutlngs In exist-
ence. In this place a prime minister of Persia
was strangled by order of l'etn All tinuh, who had
become Jealous of his power.

Notlilog more pietbal and artistic could bo
Imagined tuan Negarlstan. After passing, the
grand gateway we uuter a vast avenue of palm
trees Interspersed with rose bushes. Then we
como to a pavilion, which Is reflected on the still
waters of a marble tank, and decorated In the ex-

terior with stucco work of I'xqulslto delicacy and
beauty. The Interior Is shaped like a cross, with
an arched ceiling glided and supported by twisted
columns, tinted green, sesrlet and gold. Tho
stained-glas- s windows uro draped with sumptuous
curtains, embroidered by hand In gold thread and
scarlet. Another walk up the a cnue takes us to the
central building, which surrounds nn octagonal
court, tho greater part of which Is occupied by a
deep pool Inclosed with marble.

Another walk leads us to the andwoon, where
lived the royal wives. A curious feature ot this
atideroon Is the li.itH of marble, to which oue
descends by an inclined plane leading to a sub-
terranean hall, supported by n row of pillars
around a central tauk; the hath where the wuiiuu
bathed adjoins this hall. Opposite the pool Is a
steep narrow slide of polished iiinrhlc. When tho
King wished to amuse himself on a warm day, ho
ordered his wives to slide down this marble slopo
Into his arms. Now all aro gone, tho King aud
his wives and thitr children.

'lhe nlgnlng Ktug lives In the center of Teheran,
In a palace called the ark or citadel. It stands In
the midst of a garden ilanted with superb shade
tree. The palace Is approaohed through magnlll-ce- nt

gates, faced In elegant designs In colored
bricks, a stylo of decoration which mlgnt be well
adopted la the I'nlted Mates. A special chamber
In tho ark, of which thu key is kept by the King, Is
devoted to Iho crown Jewels aud treasury. This
collodion Is unsurpassed In splendor and value by
the famous treasures of Dresden or tho lower of
London.

It Iniluiiea the numerous presents given to the
Kings of Persia by foreign sovereigns, llut more
than all, there Is here the astonishing wealth of
gems gathered by the conquerors who Id former
times laid a large pari of Asia at the feet of l'vnla...

Aztec
children, fat women and living skeletons can bo
duplicated, but nobody exactly like John Owen
Snyder has existed within tho range of ancient or
modern history, bnyder was not a crank. He was
perfectly Banc, but he was anilcled with a disease,
which compelled him to keep almost constantly In
motion. ills disease was never understood,
although many celebrated physicians endeav-
ored to diagnose It. It attacked him Oct.
24, 1SS4. At that time, while working
near his farm, Mr. bnyder was attacked
with numbness and cramps In his arms. The
tn itching that accompanied them soon extended
Into the muscles of tils legs. 1 ho pain was Intoler-
able. The only relief Hnyder could obtain was by
moving) his legs. Walking seemed to alleviate the
pain, bnyder returned to his home and to relieve
himself began walking about In the roar of his
house. Ho very soon dropped into a circular path
whloh the boIcb of his sboet begatrto beat In the
earth behind bis cabin. On and on ho walked.
Occasionally tho palu returned and from u slow
walk he would break into a dog-tro- t. This seemed
to glvo him relief. At night ho sat down and took
short nups, his wholo period of rest amounting to
perhaps an hour and a half la tho
twenty-fou- r. Night aud day ho con- -
tlnnmf tiln rpnai Iftafl trnmn. Ilia fnnri
was banded to him as he walkod. He shaved him-BC- lf

and cut his hair while moving nbout his little
path. He could do no work and his children wero
obliged to support him uud their mother. Every
ono in tho part of Indiana In which he lived knew
of him, and many had travelled to sea him. A
year ago his fame spread. A Chicago llrm owning
a dlmo museum recognized Ihcmarvillousuessof
his two years' tramp, uud rent an agent to Induce
him to go oa exhibition at a liberal salary. Ilcut
drat refused. Tho miserablu little cabin, where
much of his life hail been spent, tho path, six
inches deep, packed hard us iron by tho continual
pressure of his feet the seine of his suffering was
too dear to him. Hut the offer of f 1,000 u week
overcame his scruples. He was poor aud he
nee led constant atteutlon. lie was a heavy
burden on his family, and to relieve
them bo finally consented to appear In
public. During tne whole period of his tramp he
had lain dowu only once. 'J hat was lor an hoar
onlr nnd after that period he was so lame that ho
hud to run for live hours to rillove nlspaln. It
was necesnary therefore to provide a mcaiii for
hlmtocontlnuo his walking while outhe way to
his destination. Accordingly a car, was chartered
and cleared of all Its fiiruiture. Joil l'rauce, a
neighboring farmer, and the vlllagodrugulst, a
man named Cunningham, accompanied him to
take care of his Inierests. Ho was started for tho
railroad and walked aboard the car, In which he
began to tramp up and down while tho train moved
on towards Cincinnati. Arrived there ho was
placid In a museum whero u track had been laid
nut for Uliii. Hero he continued to walk. A
number of physicians uud profissors woro
Invited to examlnu Snyder and analyze
his case. They were Incredulous at first. A
night and day watch was fixed union.; somo medi-
cal students who took an liitrrist In the case.
Hnydi r's movimenls wen nbsirved for a week uud
the stories told about hlin wile v erllled. Professors
delivered learnod lectures about Ins caso and
plivslcbins theorized about It without coming to a
definite conclusion. Sujder coutluuid to shiilllu
about the truck of the iciisciim. It waB viry dim-cu- lt

for an ordinary man to keen step with hluu
He always wore rough shoes or the coarso and
heavy kind worn by laboicrsor by furmcrs when
ploughing. He kept up his steady walk day and
iilnlit, usually going at a rate of about three miles
an hour and someUm no would trot for an hour
or two. lie explained his various galls bysajlng
that when he couldn't keep the pain out of his legs
oy slow walking he could nuliduu It by trotting.

About 9 o'clock every night ho would all In a
chair aud sleep for half an hour. Instantly, upon
waking, hu was up and off again. After walking
for an hour ho would tako another short nap.
Usually betook threo naps of half an hour each
every ulght, but sometimes, although rarely, hu
slept an hour at a time.

Snyder remained two weeks In Cincinnati. Ho
then went to Chicago for four weeks, to Ml. Paul
and Minneapolis, and then returned home. He
purchased u comfortable duelling with his earn-
ings and provided well for his family. He con-

tinued his tramp for nearly a jcar, refusing to ap-
pear In public. He made another contract to go
im exhibition this winter, but his health failed
rapidly and his dUordered system soon went to
pieces. About two weeks ago he took to his bed
uud there he lay illit.l his ileulh, Ills sufferings us
ho lay In bed were almost Intolerable. Members
of his lamlly constantly bathed and rubbed his
feet and legs to relieve his pain.
