The infaut was o deliento littlo thing, and
lack of nourishment and eare did not help it.
The child grew weaker hourly, There was
no attompt moade at first to secure nedical
trowtment,  Indeed, if the mother found
moenns to buy s menl she was fortunate, and
the poor babe suffered necordingly,

Last Monday s uncighbor oalled, and be.
twoen them they decided to seck aid for the
child., The only physician they know was
nn Indian Dootor on E way. He
saw the child, said he could not live, gave
him medicine to ense pain, took n dollar for
Lis services and was gone.

That afternoon the babe died. The same
day the father started on a spree. On Tues.
day he turned up at home, and found the
littlo one's lifeless form on the cot and the
mother sobbing beside it.

But the picture evidently did not impress
him greatly, He said he would go out and
borrow money to buy a coffin. He went and
the wife hns seon nothing of him since.  An
undertaker met him  twies, both times
drunk and still looking for the necessary
money, .

Tuesday night, Wodnesday nnd Thursday
mssod with no ealler save the nndertnker.
{6 wanted pay, cash down, for his coffin, he
aaid, or he would not furnish it. On Thars-
diny morning at 9 the mother started out to
borrow the #4 she needed to satisfy him.

For three hours he
wiited, and then without & word tucked the
box under his arm and went awny.
