Three conditions' aro exacted in thoso who

peek to profit by old Peter Cooper's bonovo-lcnc- o

moral character, soma aptitude for
art and an inability to pay for instruction in
it. It is also law that youthfulness bolow six-

teen, or a maturity on the shady sido of
thirty-fiv- renders ono ineligible. Under
sixteen thoy aro supposed to requiro moro
practical branches than resthetlcnl ones, and
ovor thirty-fiv- o thoy aro hcliovcd to havo no
verv striking talent, since it has not stirred
in them before

The Free Art School for Women in tho ld
brown-ston- o Cooper Union aims at equipping
young women of reduced circumstances with
the means of earning an honest livelihood.
The pupils receive a full course, including
drawing from tho casts, a lifo school, paint-
ing in oil and water-color- s, touching up

negatives, finishing photographs, designing
for the industrial arts and
Tho greater number of applications aro for
tho antiquo and lifo school.

Tho larger number of tho pupils start in
' with a most comnrohensivo ignorance of art.

Aftor two months studies, beginning with
tho very rudiments, if the young woman fails
to show somo merit, sho is gently dropped to
give room for a worthier applicant.

The Cooper Union graduates get very good
m many instances, as teachers ofSoeitions,and painting in academics and nor-

mal schools. Thoir salaries range from
S1.200 to $1,600 a year. Thoso who get to be
skilful in ''doing" photographs receive
ordors for them. Sometimes $10 or $50 are
paid for a pastel, water-colo- r or sepia photo- -

Tho'graduates also find occupation in de-

signing for staincd.glass factories, making
patterns for rugs and carpets and also de.
signs for wall paper. Some of tho most ul

of tho wood-engrave- have furnished
woodcuts to tho Century magazine.

Tho lessons aro given through eight
months of the year. The hours are from 9

a. m. to 1 p. m. Tho students are allowed to
uso the rooms, however, till 4 p. m.

Tho staff of professors in tho Art Sohool
are Mrs. Susan N. Carter, principal : Mrs.
Mary B. Young, clerk ; B. Swain Gifford,
teachor of oil painting to the morning class,
and I. Alden weir to the evening class. "Wil-
liam Sartain teaches the afternoon class in
the life and cast department, of which I.
Carrol Beckwith has general charge ; Miss
Alice Hinds, teacher of normal drawing;
John P. Davis, teacher of wood engraving ;

Mrs. M. 0. B. Ellis, teacher of crayon photo,
graphs ; Mrs, Lucy A. Poo. teacher of color-lu- g

photographs, and Miss Ella Ward, teacher
of cost drawing.

Mrs. Sohuylor kindly took a World reporter
through tho rooms to see how the work was
conducted. In soveral of them young women
wore seated at easels making copies of casts.
A large room at the north was oconpied by
tho photograph workers. Some photograph
is enlarged and tho "solar print" given, to
the artist, who works it up. Somo were using

sepia, somo pastels and somo wator-color- s.

Tho work was very good.
The next room was tho llfo-clas- s. Mrs.

HchuykT made tho reporter wait a moment
while tho explored this mysterious depart-
ment to sco now tho model was provided
with clothes. There was no model then,
either dressed or nndrcbsed. Several girls
were painting, seated around tho platform on
whioh the model poses.

In the next room a young woman was mak.
ing a large design for a staincd.glass window.

school. Each of tho young women
hod a round leather pad on which she rested
her block, Tho ploturo to be copied had
been photographed. Tho engravers wear
a magnifying glass to see tho lines. They
ply tho burin quite skilfully.

China-paintin- g and modelling wero
branches taught somo years ago, but tho
schools aro practical or nothing, and as tho
demand for this sort of work was very incon-
siderable, theso branches wero dropped.

The students aro supplied with a flue,
library of art works and sovornl periodicals.
l.'Art, Hamerton's Portfolio, a Gorman nga.
zino on tho Art of Dosign, tho Gazette des
JJcaux. Arts and the American Architect aro
always lying on tho table.

Tho women average about twenty years in
age. They aro neat, comely young women,
who work with much zealous interest. Thoy
fit thomsolves for a respoctablo and fasoinat-in- g

omployment, and heem to show an appre-
ciation of tho advantages which they receive

Last year moro than $10,000 woro expended
on tho Freo Art School for Women. Tho
dues received from studonts in tho evening
classes aro diverted to tho support of tho
morning school. Last year thoro wero nearly
seven hundred applicants. That it is a most
successful effort to help women in tho right
direction no ono can question who sees its re-
sults.

colony baa attracted tho attention of M. raateur.
To-d- he sends a letter on the subject to the
Temps, anggeatlng ldeaa which ho thinks may bo
found of use. Hitherto mineral poison haa been
employed to deatroy the animals, but they lncreaae
with such frlgntlul rapidity that polaon haa proved
a very Insufficient mcana of meeting the plague.
What la wanted, M. Pasteur auageata, Is a polaon
endowed, llko tho animals themselves, with life,
and multiplying with similar rapidity. An attempt
should, he thinks, be made to Introduce a dlscaao
among tho rabbits which would become cpldoinlc.
There la such a malady, known us the hen cholera,
which haa been carefully studied In hla laboratory.
This dlaeaae la common to poultry and rabbits.

.following; He shut up within a limited space a
number of hena. lie gavo tbem food tainted with
the microbe which la tho came of the hen cholera,
nod In a short time all of tiicm perished. Some-
times poultry yards are devastated by epidemic of
this kind, which spread doubtless through the
minting of food by tho droppings of the dm alcfc
fowls. The aame thing he believoi would happen
to rabbits, which, returning to their burrows,
would there aprcad the disease. Nothing would bo
moro easy than to communlcato tho disease to a
few of the animals. Hound a burrow JI. Pasteur
would placo a movable fence, within which the
rabbits would circulate In search of food, icxperl-men- ta

have proved that It Is easy to multiply to any
exicut tho microbes of hen cholera In all kinds of
flesh soups. If the food of the rabbit wero watered
with these liquid full of microbes, the animals
would catch the disease and spread li everywhere
M. rastcur adda that the dlaeaae of whlcb ho speaks
doea not attack d domestic animals, and
as fowla do not live In the open country thero
would be no risk ot destroying them.
