The event was ealled to the
attention of the whole continent some wocks
ago by the Essex Club, which had met ot the
Ttevere House forthe purpose of discnssing
thepolitienl situntion from the Republican
gtandpoint, It wosjust after the Massachusetts
elections, and in view of the Republican
triumph it was in order to take a rotro-
spective view of the party's work.

There is no one in the party who eonld do
this o cffectively as Senator Honr, and that
distingnished gontlemen was present by invi-
tation of Dr. George B, Loring, President of
the Club, who, like the Senstor, is an inti-
mate friend of the poot and n warm admirer
of his genius. Whilo the glories of the party
In genernl were being talked about the glories
of that section of the party which dominates
Essox County were discussed in particular,
and this led Senator Hoar to consider the in.
fluenee which the Poet Whittier had exerted
over the county, the State and the nation,
For an impromptu address the eulogy was a
remarkably brilliint effort, and it so im-
pressed the company that it was decided at
ones that the approaching apniversary should
be fittingly commemorated.

The President appointed a committee to
takeo the matter in hand, and it was soon  de-

cided that a memorial letter should be sent
to the poct to-duy. is letter was
drafted by President Loring: and Renator
Hoar volunteered to secure the signatures of
all the members of the United States Senate
and as many as possible of the signatures of
rominent members of Congress nnd leading
edernl office-holders, T'his promiso he kept
fuithfully, and the letter wns duly presented
to Mr. Whittier to.day. It is very benuti-
fully engrossed, and was handed to the poet
in the form of an elegant book, in which was
rriuh‘-d nlso the oulogy of Senntor Hoar de-
ivered at the dinner of Nov, 12,

Atthe same time, it
sestnm to me, that it is the pluce of the Essex
Club, every one of whose members Le would
t_lollght to enll his friend and disciple, to in-
itinte some mensure to have this expression.’

It would be superfluous to state that this
letter was not the only one of congratulation
which the poet has received to.day. From

TRIAL TRIP OF THE CHICAGO,

The New War Veasel's Horse-Power Sald to
Have Fallen a Little Short.

The United States stecl erniser Chieago,
which sailed from here on Thursday morning
in order to test her horse-power, during a
trinl trip in Long Island Sound, returned to
the Brooklyn Navy-Yard at 11.80 o’clock this
motning,

The ocontract made between the Govern.
ment and John Roach requires that the Chi-
eago should develop n horse-power of 5,000
duaring o ran of six consecutive hours, Bpeed
is not specially called for.

Althongh the indicator cards in regard. to
horse-power had not been worked u|i‘ when
the vessol reached her dock, it was learned
that the Chiengo's borse-power fell short
some few hundred.

Copt. Henry B, Robeson, who commanded
the vessel during hor trinl trip, is very well
sutisfied with the new eruiser, and roported
to Adwiral Hancroft Gherardi, Commandant
of the Brooklyn Navy-Yard, that the ship
developed an avorage speed of fiftven knots,

The Chieago encountered some very rough
weather yesterdny,

Officers  generally believe that the wvessel
will not be subjected to another trial soon, as
the nmount of horse-power she fell short is
very slight,

BUICIDE OF E0WARD H. PETERS,

A Warth Kireet Whirt Manuninciarer Shoots
Himwell While Delirfous With Drink,

Edward H. Peters, thirty-five years of age,
committed suicide lnst night at his rosidence,
76 Fast Twenty-second street, by sending a
82-calibre bullet futo his brain,

It was 11 o'clock when he did it, and the
shot was heard by Policeman James Boyle,
of the West Thirtieth street police station
who traced the sound to a finely _nppoimvd
stone-front house, nnd in s luxuriantly fus.
